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DEAR MEMBERS OF THE EDITORIAL BOARD,
AUTHORS AND READERS!

The first issue of Rusin in 2018 is devoted to the International
Conference “Inter-Ethnic Cooperation in Ethno-Contact Zones (The
Sixth Antsupov Readings)” held on October 26-27,2017,in G. Tsamblak
Taraclia State University (Taraclia, Republic of Moldova).

Taraclia State University was founded in 2004 in the region of
compact residence of the Moldovan Bulgarians. It is a centre of
preservation and study of the history and culture of the Bessarabian
Bulgarians. The University houses the personal archive of Ivan
Antonovich Antsupov (August 08,1920 - October 28, 2004), who had
studied the history of Russian, Ukrainian, Gagauz, Bulgarian, Polish,
Gypsy, German, and Czech population of Bessarabia and Novorossia
for many years.

Taraclia is located in the south of Moldova and inhabited mostly
by Bulgarians. Other ethnic groups here Moldovans, Gagauz, Russians,
Ukrainians and others.

Bessarabia, as well as the entire territory of the former Moldovan
Principality (Carpathian-Dniester lands), has always been polyethnic,
with Moldovans (Volokhs), Rusins, southern Slavs (Bulgarians, Serbs),
Tatars, Germans, Hungarians, Jews, Gypsies, Poles, Armenians and
representatives of other nationalities living together here. The
population on this territory greatly increased when the Pruto-Dniester
interfluve area (later named Bessarabia) was annexed to Russia in 1812.
In addition to the Great and Little Russians in the south, there appear
many Trans-Danubian settlers: Bulgarians, Gagauz, Serbs, as well as
German and Swiss colonists. The Poles come to the north of the territory
from the western provinces of Russia. The number of Jewish population
also increased.

The territory of Carpathian Rus’, densly inhabited by the Rusins,
was also a polyethnic region. Historically, it includes Bukovina (a part
of the Moldavian Principality, later the Austrian (Austro-Hungarian)
empire, now Suceava district of Romania and Chernivtsi region of
Ukraine), Subcarpathian (Ugric) Rus’ (a former part of the Hungarian
kingdom (Austria-Hungary),now the Transcarpathian region of Ukraine,
Maramures county in Romania and Eastern Slovakia (PreSov and
Kosice regions)), Galicia (a former part of Poland, the Austrian (Austro-
Hungarian) empire, now Ivano-Frankivsk, Lviv and Ternopil regions of
Ukraine) and the southeast of Poland (part of the Malopolsk and Sub-
Carpathian province).

The conference was attended by 65 scholars from research and
educational institutions of Moldova (including Transnistria), Russia,
Serbia, Slovakia, Czech Republic and Ukraine. Though not all presenters
managed to come to Taraclia in person,they could express their opinions
and answer questions in real time via Skype.

The conference was opened by the greetings of Rector of Taraclia
State University M.L. Paslar,Chairman of Taraclia District K.I. Tatarly and
Mayor of the city S.N. Filippov.

Among the problems discussed at the conference were:

- polyethnicity of the Carpathian-Dniester lands; ethnic self-
awareness, inter-ethnic relations, interaction of cultures, and
demographic processes;

- inter-ethnic borderland; problems of dialogue of cultures, inter-
ethnic cooperation in the area of ethnic contacts and ethnic identity.

N.D. Russev (G. Tsamblak Taraclia State University) and I.F. Grek
(Association of Historians and Political Scientists of the Republic
of Moldova) analysed the creative heritage of I.A. Antsupov
and topical problems of studying the Budjak ethnocultural
communities.

The problems of intercultural contacts of the ancient population in
the region were raised by V.S. Sinika (Taras Shevchenko State University
of Transnistria; Russia, Nizhnevartovsk State University) in his report
“The Hellenistic times finger-ring from the left bank of the Lower
Dniester”. V.V. Vasilik (St. Petersburg State University) shed light on the
ethno-religious processes that took place at the age of St. Niceta of
Remesiana (350-420).

Several reports focused on the problems of the medieval history of
the Carpathian Rus’F.M.Veselov (St. Petersburg State University) made a
presentation “Crusaders in the Carpathian region. Chivalric orders in the
South-Eastern Europe at the era of Mongol conquests in the first half
of the 13th century” S.B. Chebanenko (St. Petersburg State University)
dwelt on the the institute of compurgation in Galician-Volhynian Rus,
with the focus on regional features and European common parallels.
M.K. Yurasov (Institute of Russian History of the Russian Academy of
Sciences) discussed the possible intervention of the Russian princes in
the standoff between Hungary and Germany during the reign of Prince
Vsevolod Yaroslavich in Kyiv.

The questions of ethnic history of the Moldavian Principality were
raised by S.G. Sulyak (St. Petersburg State University, G. Tsamblak Taraclia
State University), who covered the Rusin toponymy of the Carpathian-
Dniester lands as a source of information about the ethnic composition
of Moldavian Principality. In their turn,M.K. Chuchko and B.M.Bodnaryuk
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(Y. Fedkovych Chernivtsi National University) reported on a Bukovinian
village Velikyi Kuchuriv and its residents in the Moldovan period.

V.V.Kichera (Uzhhorod National University), Yu.V. Danilets (Uzhhorod
National University) and V.A. Sodol (Taras Shevchenko State University
of Transnistria) raised the questions of confessional history.

P. Kokaisl (Czech University of Life Sciences) and A. Plishkova
(University of PreSov - Institute of Rusin Language and Culture) focused
on the history of the Rusin population in Slovakia.

Topical issues of the modern and contemporary history of the
Carpathian Rus and the Carpathian-Dniester lands were discussed
by N.V. Eylbart (Herzen State Pedagogical University of Russia),
TV. Kalchenko (Vadym Hetman Kyiv National Economic University)
and A.A. Chemakin (St. Petersburg), B.V. Kolesnikov (Volgograd State
University),V.V.Trofymovych (National University of Ostroh Academy) and
LV.Trofimovich (Hetman Petro Sahaidachnyi National Army Academy),
etc.

The problems of inter-cultural communication, preservation of
ethnocultural identity in the ethno-contact zones attracted attention
of V.N. Shaidurov (St. Petersburg Mining University), Z.l. Rezanova and
T.E. Mashanlo (Tomsk State University), M.A. Abramova (Institute of
Philosophy and Law of the Siberian Branch of the RAS),M.N. Obraztsova,
[.LA. Krym and V.S. Kuznetsova (Kemerovo State University) and others.

The Organizing Committee has peer-reviewed and selected a number
of papers published in this issue of the journal.
