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DEAR MEMBERS OF THE EDITORIAL BOARD,
AUTHORS AND READERS OF THE JOURNAL!

The third issue of Rusin 2018 is devoted to the Fourth International
Conference “History of the Carpathian-Dniester Lands From Ancient
Times to the Present (to the Centenary of the End of WWI and the
Beginning of the Civil War in Russia)”, which was held in Chisinau on
May 30-31, 2018 and was attended by 27 researchers from Moldova
(including Transnistria),Russia, Ukraine,both in person and online.Some
materials based on their presentations are included in this issue.

As we have already emphasised in a number of editorials, the
journal has a steadily growing impact factor, which may not be liked
by some. In 2017, Russia and Moldova saw several obviously paid-for
campaigns against the journal and its chief editor. OnJuly 8,2018, Rusin
was mentioned in the programme Television News Service (TNS, which
would be more correct to call Television Service of Fake News) of 1 + 1
Ukrainian TV Channel.

The text version of the TV spot “The business on dissertations is
flourishing in Ukraine.How much does it cost and what can the defense

Trying to demonstrate her expertise in the problems of the
development of science in Ukraine, the author, a certain G. Sergeeva,
argues that about half of all theses defended in Ukraine are fake. Then
she boasts of her “knowledge” in scientometrics, ‘Recently, the Scientific
Committee of the Ministry of Education suggested that only researchers
with at least three publications in Scopus-ranked journals be approved
to maintain a thesis for a degree, because Scopus is the international
scientometric database that includes mainly foreign journals. It seems
to be not a bad idea. However, it is not so easy to publish a paper in a
Scopus journal, as it costs at least 500 dollars. Officially and only for
the publication. There are very few Scopus-ranked Ukrainian journals.
However,there are several hundreds of them in Russia,which introduced
this ranking system long ago. Some of the journals are very dubious,
for instance, Rusin, that writes (sic!) articles within a separatist trend.
Although it is officially registered in Moldova, it reportedly works (sic!)
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in Transnistria. It has a dollar price for those who want to publish.
Whether the papers published in Transnistria have any scientific value
is a rhetorical question”.

What remains unclear for me is how the journal can “work and write
articles with a separatist trend” and where G. Sergeeva found that
notorious “dollar price”. May it weigh on the conscience of the channel
and the author. You can easily find the information on how to publish
your paper in the journal. It is just enough to go to our website and
read the “Rules for Submitting Articles”, where you can read that the
publication in Rusin is not charged for; the author’s fee as well as peer
reviewing is not paid.

Today,there are 51 Scopus-ranked journal from Ukraine (https://www.
scimagojr.com/journalrank.php?country=UA),with 6 of them having no
quartile score, 2 ranked in Q2,19 in Q3,24 in Q4. There are no journals
in Q1. Only one of them, Sententiae (with very low rates and Q4), can be
found in Arts and Humanities. There are no Scopus-ranked historical
journals in Ukraine.

Atotal of 1,904 journals from Eastern Europe are indexed in Scopus
(104 in History). Of them, 397 Russian (20 in History), 183 Romanian (17
in History). There are two historical journals from Moldova - Stratum
Plus and Rusin, which belong to Q1.

The main criterion for accepting papers to the Scopus-indexed
journals is their scientificity, novelty, correspondence to the subject of
the journal and source citation rules.

| have written a letter to the TSN on behalf of the Rusin editorial
board, “G. Sergeeva uses empty rhetoric to disqguise her ignorance and
commitment. | would like to remind to your employee, who seems to
be a rocket expert in scientometrics, that Rusin is indexed in Q1 Scopus
and ranks 11 among the historical journals in Eastern Europe. And we
publish papers for free. So,you have screwed up again,gentlemen-‘true-
writers”. | think,that it would be better if you revoke the obviously false
information about Rusin not to lose the remnants of your reputation’”

| am still waiting for their answer. It is “Europe”, you know ...

By the way, the first comment on the material came from a certain
Maxim Atamanyuk, who wrote: “It is good that children perished in
Kemerovo. The more Russian scum is destroyed, the better”.

Well, like channel, like audience.
