The materials of this issue are drawn from presentations at the Third
International Conference The History of the Carpathian-Dniester Lands
from Ancient Times to the Early 21st Century (To the Centennial of
the Russian Revolution and Civil War), held in Kishinev on May 26-27,
2017. The Conference was organised by the Bureau of Inter-Ethnic
Relations of the Republic of Moldova, the Russian Centre for Science and
Culture in the Republic of Moldova, Rusin International Historical Journal,
Tomsk State University (Russia) and the Association “Rus’” (Moldova).
It attracted 19 scholars from Russia, Moldova (including Transnistria) and
Ukraine.The Organizing Committee has peer-reviewed and selected a number
of papers to be published in Rusin.

As of 2016, Rusin enters the Top-10 East European historical journals indexed
in Scopus. Since this summer Rusin has been listed in the Emerging Sources
Citation Index (ESCI) of Web of Science Core Collection, a flagship citation
index. Although Rusin and Rusin Journal Library are not Russian journals, they
are included in the Russian Science Citation Index (RSCI). By the SCIENCE
INDEX based on RSCI for 2016, Rusin is ranked as follows:

733 -in the SCIENCE INDEX general rating for 2016 (with 3,469 journals);

18 - in History. Historical Studies;

7 -1in Linguistics.

By the five-year impact factor in the RSCI Core without self-citation” for
2016, Rusin is ranked as follows:

1-in Linguistics.

As of 2016, The Rusin Journal Library (published since 2015) by the same
impact factor is ranked as follows:

47 - in History. Historical Studies;

15 - n Linguistics;

5-in Culture. Culture Studies.
