EDITOR’S NOTE
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Dear Readers!

The fifth year of the journal’s existence has been marked by many im-
portant events. The journal has finally started to be indexed both in the nation-
al system of Science Index and in Scopus. In Science Index, Siberian Histori-
cal Research (with the impact-factor of 0,698 over a two-year period) has im-
proved its position from 1230 to 566. As for thematic rankings of 2016, the
journal took up the 3™ position in the category ‘Integrated research into indi-
vidual countries and regions’ and the 11th position among all the Russian
journals in the category ‘History. Historical Sciences’. In Scopus, having
reached the impact-factor of 0.195, the journal was placed in Q1 in the catego-
ry of history, in Q2 in archeology, and in Q3 in anthropology, having thus be-
come one of the seven Russian journals (in all, there are 264 of them in Sco-
pus) that are present in Q1 in at least one of this database’s subject rankings.

Recently, we have been informed by Clarivate Analytics about Siberian
Historical Research being now included in the ESCI core collection Web of
Science — the fact that can also be seen as recognition of the journal’s high
quality.

The positive trend in the journal’s development was also noted by the Non-
commercial partnership ‘National Electronic and Information Consortium’
(NEICON): according to their preliminary analysis, Siberian Historical Re-
search was put on the list of the journals invited to participate in the selection
process in order to receive finding for the implementation of their develop-
ment programmes under the State contract, titled ‘Continued Competitive
Support of Programmes for the Development of Scientific Journals for the
Purposes of their Entering International Scientometric Databases’ concluded
between the Russian Ministry of Education and the ‘NEICON’. Regardless of
the results of this competition, the very fact of inclusion in the list of 500 jour-
nals selected from 2880 periodicals can be considered significant.

As was the case in the previous years, special thematic issues constituted
a considerable part of the journal in 2017. These are: ‘“We are not them.
They are not (u)n(s)ilent?’: (re)construction of cultural oppositions in con-
temporary Europe’ (Nr. 1 guest editor R.N. Ignatiev), ‘Migrants and the ex-
ploration of wurban space’ (Nr. 1 guest editors V.I. Dyatlov and
K.V. Grigorichev), ‘On the eternally temporary and uncompleted: pages of
soviet urbanization history’ (Nr. 2 guest editor E.G. Trubina), ‘Visual an-
thropology: invitation to dialogue’ (Nr. 3 guest editor E.S. Danilko), and
‘The anthropology of science’ (Nr.4 guest editors I.G. Popravko and
L.Kh. Tchalakov). Along with these, the journal published other articles
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which the Editorial Board considered relevant for being put in one special
thematic issue, and thus there appeared such journal sections as ‘Latest re-
search in archaeology and physical anthropology’ (Nr.3) or ‘Drawings,
texts, and writing. Material and source studies’ (Nr. 4), otherwise — when it
was possible — articles were placed in the section ‘Miscellanea’.

The already conventional for the journal section ‘Reviews’ has been re-
tained, and we extended this title where needed to ‘Reviews and overviews’.
In 2017, there were 10 reviews and overviews published in the journal, half
of which allows the reader to familiarise themselves with the latest interna-
tional publications.

Compared to 2016, we managed to substantially increase the number of
our international authors who, either independently or jointly with their Rus-
sian counterparts, publish in Siberian Historical Research. This year, the
number of such texts equated to one fifth of all the journal’s articles (or
11 out of 53 authors). This indicates that the journal is sought-after as a plat-
form for publishing and discussing research results which are equally of in-
terest beyond Russia. There is still a long way to go in order to reach the lev-
el of ‘over 1/3’ that — according to the ERIH PLUS database — separates na-
tional publications from international ones, but we have chosen the right
vector of our development and the dynamic of moving toward this goal can
already be quite clearly seen.

In Russia, there are a significant number of journals specialising in histo-
ry. Such journals are also published at the Tomsk State University — the uni-
versity at which Siberian Historical Research is based. In order to be in de-
mand, each journal needs to develop its own unique and widely recognisable
profile. It seems to me that our journal has been successful in doing so. Over
the last four years, Siberian Historical Research has established its own im-
age and way of selecting publications. The majority of the articles and re-
views/overviews have either a direct or at least some (in terms of methodol-
ogies and methods) link to anthropology understood maximally broadly
here — in accordance with the Boas’s tetrad (sociocultural anthropology, bio-
logical or physical anthropology, linguistic anthropology, and archaeology).
Research in historical ethnology / anthropology as a field at the intersection
of anthropology and history is also part of the interdisciplinary terrain that
the journal seeks to explore. I think that this will be of use to many of our
potential authors.

Analytics is one more parameter of assessing texts received by the jour-
nal. Texts which are nothing more than just fieldwork or archival notes or
some other primary materials not supported by any analysis or research hy-
potheses and which do not outline a clear research methodology used or are
not incorporated into any of the discources existing in the body of interna-
tional research literature are, as previously, not likely to be accepted by the
journal.
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In the year 2018, we will be seeking to involve outstanding authors and
editors of top journals in a conversation on topical issues in the current sci-
entific thought developed by leading experts in contemporary anthropology
(I do hope to publish the translated text of one of the most well-known
works by Marshall Sahlins ‘Poor Man, Rich Man, Big-Man, Chief: Political
Types in Melanesia and Polynesia’). We will also continue engaging young-
er people as our authors who are welcome to submit and publish in the jour-
nal. From our experience of working with the incoming texts, it has become
obvious that the lack of academic degrees and titles is no obstacle for writing
high-quality articles.

In 2018, Siberian Historical Research will continue publishing special
thematic issues. In the journal’s next issues, we are planning on presenting to
our reader’s attention some thematic sections on the phenomenon of ‘re-
source curse’, current issues in the development of anthropology and ethnol-
ogy in higher education, museum anthropology, and new concepts and
methods in research on technology and corporality.

I would like to thank all the journal’s Editorial Board and Editorial Advi-
sory Board members, authors and peer reviewers for their active and produc-
tive work. I am convinced that with your help Siberian Historical Research
will reach new heights in the coming year and attract many more authors and
readers!
