ON THE HISTORIOGRAPHY OF MUSEUM BUSINESS IN NOVOSIBIRSK

Keywords: museology; museum science; historiography; historiography of museums in Novosi-
birsk.

Referring to the historiography of the museum of Novosibirsk it should be noted that a compre-
hensive study of this issue was not conducted. The period of the study covers the period from the
1920s. until now. A.M. Razgon was the first to write about the need to study the historiography of the
museum work in the 1960s. In subsequent years, special articles by P.Ya. Bukshpan, G.I. Vedernikova
were published. Against the background of the growing popularity of studying museum historiog-
raphy, a large contribution to the study of museology in Russia and Western Siberia was made by
Tomsk researchers N.M. Dmitrienko, L.A. Lozovaya, M.A. Butenko, V.S. Gluhov. Museum staff,
local historians and members of the Society carried out the first museum studies of Novosibirsk for the
Study of the Productive Forces of Siberia. Valuable information about the local history and museum
activities of Novosibirsk is contained in the publications of the journal “Life of Siberia” in the section
“Chronicle of Local History”. In connection with the current political situation in the second half of the
1920s, the articles were subordinated to socialist construction. One of the most active figures of the
museum and local lore movement in Siberia of the 1920s and 1930s. is G.I. Cheremnyh. His works
contain the history of scientific organizations, showing the importance of museums in the studies of
Siberia. In collaboration with N.K. Auerbach, G.I. Cheremnykh published a large article “The State of
the Museum in the Siberian Territory”. A detailed analysis of the activities of the Siberian museums of
1920-1926, which covers all areas of the museum work, allows us to compare and see the actual situa-
tion of the museum of Novosibirsk. Statesman A.V. Lunacharsky in his book “Month in Siberia” gave
a positive review about the Novosibirsk Museum. In the early 1930s. G.I. Cheremnykh in the Siberian
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Soviet Encyclopedia was forced to write about the need for all museums to become the basis for cul-
tural and social construction. During the recession, historiography of museums publishes brief articles
about exhibitions, about the organization of the Siberian export department in the Novosibirsk Region-
al Museum and about the creation of a schoolroom at the museum.

Since the 1960s. there is a revival of museum studies, including in historiography. L.I. Bozhenko
covers the museum work of Novosibirsk in articles, in the works of V.L. Soskin. Omsk Professor
N.A. Tomilov dedicates a number of articles to the Novosibirsk Museum, where he offers periodiza-
tion of the history of the Novosibirsk Local History Museum. In 1995 and 2005, the Novosibirsk Re-
gional Museum of Local History is publishing collections of articles for its anniversaries. In these
collections, the main directions of museum activities are highlighted, articles by 1.V. Salnikova and
N.V. Melikhova with little-known facts about the history of the Novosibirsk Museum. O.N. Shelegina
and E.I. Krasilnikova published monographs containing information about the museums of Siberia.

The presented works allow to compare the museum work of Novosibirsk with other museums of
Siberia, but at the same time it requires more careful study and detail in studying the history of muse-
ums of the city.
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
