The Editorial Board of International Historical Journal Rusin,Rus Public
Association, National Research Tomsk State University and G. Tsamblak
Taraclia State University held the International Conference Inter-Ethnic
Cooperation in the Area of Ethnic Contacts (The Seventh I.A. Antsupov
Readings) on October 25-26,2018, in Taraclia.

The conference is a tribute to the memory of a well-known Moldavian
historian Ivan Antonovich Antsupov (August 3,1920 - October 28,2004).
[.LA.Antsupov studied the ethnic history of Russians, Ukrainians, Gagauz,
Bulgarians, Poles, Gypsies, Czechs, and Germans of Bessarabia.

He was born on August 3,1920,in a peasant family in Lipetsk Region.
After graduating from the pedagogical school, he taught children in the
Far East,and then in his native village Dubovoe. On the eve of World War
[I,he was drafted into the army. He fought, was wounded and awarded
ten combat awards.

After WWII, he entered the Faculty of History of Chisindau State
University, where he defended his thesis on agrarian relations in
Bessarabia in the 19th century. In the 1960-80s, he published a
number of works,among which are The State Village in Bessarabia in the
19th Century (1966),Agrarian Relations in the South of Bessarabia. 1812 -
1870 (1978), The Agricultural Market of Bessarabia in the 19th Century
(1981), Peasants of the Left Bank Region in the Pre-Reform Period (1990).
He is the author of chapters in Historical Roots of Relations Between the
Ukrainian and Moldavian Peoples (1980), History of the Moldavian SSR
(1982), The Historical Act of 1812 and lIts Significance for the Moldavian
People (1982), RSS Moldovenesht History (1987). In the 1990s, he
published Russian Population of Bessarabia and the Left-Bank Dniester
in the Late 18th - Early 20th Centuries (1996), Russian Cossacks between
the Bug and the Danube (2000), Russians on the Ochakov Land (2003).He
participated in the compilation of The History of Moldova (1992-1996).

Knowing that my book Shards of Holy Russia. Essays on the Ethnic
History of Rusins in Moldavia (2003) would provoke an acute reaction
from the Romanian and Ukrainian nationalists, |.A. Antsupov agreed to
become its reviewer, for which | will always be grateful to him.

Since 2017, I.A. Antsupov Readings have been held in Taraclia
in G. Tsamblak Taraclia State University. In 2017, St. Petersburg State
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University joined the Conference as a co-organizer. Established in 2004
in a region densely populated by the Bulgarians of Moldova, Taraclia
State University is a centre for preserving and studying the history
and culture of the Bessarabian Bulgarians and houses |.A. Antsupov’s
personal archive. The conference held on October 26-27, 2017, was
attended by 65 scholars from Moldova (including Transnistria), Russia,
Ukraine, Serbia, Slovakia, and the Czech Republic. Though not all
managed to come to Taraclia in person,they could express their opinions,
ask and answer questions in real time via Skype.

discussed the Ukrainian-Romanian diplomatic, trade and economic
relations against the background of the Bessarabian problem in 1918;
PhD I.D. Lyubchik (Ivano-Franskivsk National Medical University) raised
the problem of studying the history of Lemko-Rusins in Ukraine, etc.

The Conference aims at intensifying the research on ethnic interaction
and the history of the Carpathian-Dniester lands and regional ethnic
groups, including Rusins, the regional indigenous population. This
is especially relevant for the Republic of Moldova, where instead of
national history, they teach the history of Romanians, which is one of
the country’s national minority.

The participants discussed the problems of ethnic interaction in the
ethno-contact zone and exchange of knowledge. They also started to
develop common approaches to the issues of the ethnic history of the
Carpathian lands and common terminology.
