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Dear members of the editorial board, authors and readers!

On October 19-20, 2020, National Research Tomsk State University
in partnership with the Association “Rus” and the Editorial Board of
the International Historical Journal Rusin held the Sixth International
Conference “Slavic Languages: Responding to New Challenges”. The
Conference was held online, yet it did not prevent its participants from
discussing the most topical problems related to the current state of the
Slavic languages and their historical development,including problems of
grammatical, derivational, lexical,and lexical-phraseological systems of
Slavic languages presented in the reports by T A. Korneeva, V.G. Kulpina,
[.T.Vepreva, D. Pazio-Vlazlovskaya and others. The lexis and derivational
morphology of the Rusin language were viewed as reflexes of more
ancient linguistic states within the Slavic linguistic continuum (reports
by Yu.A. Sukhorukova and Yu.V. Fil, T.S. Sokolova and G.N. Starikova,
L.V. Sadykova, S.A. Tolstik).

The analysis of lexical nominative units served as the basis for modeling
fragments of the linguistic picture of the world of Slavic ethnic groups:
the image of the upper class in the Russian and Polish languages (E.O.
Borisova), the concept of “indifference” in Polish and Russian phraseology
(V. Wysochanski), linguocultural type “rebel” in the Belarusian and Polish
pictures of the world (O.l. Desyukevich).

Traditionally, the greatest variety of topics was discussed by the
presenters in the section on theoretical and applied aspects of current
discourses in the communicative space of modern Slavic languages. They
included institutional discourses of opposite political poles: the speech
genre of congratulations in the presidential discourse of Russian, Ukrainian,
and Belarusian leaders (Yu.A. Emer and K.A. Akentieva), the discourse of
political protest in modern Belarus (K.A.Shishigina and A.L. Ulyanova), ‘high
genres” of Russian,Belarusian and Serbian legal discourse (1.V.Tubalova and
M.A. Nazemtseva), the genres of marriage announcements (T.V. Itskovich
and D. Pazio-Vlazlovskaya), and a lyrical anecdote (A.L. Glotov).

Along with the trends in the linguistic development of Slavic languages,
the participants discussed the contribution of Slavic culture figures
to its formation as well as the aspects of their linguistic personalities
(P.P.Zholnerovich, S.G. Sulyak, S.V. Zelenko, T.L. Rybalchenko).

The partnership of the Conference organizing committee with a
research project for the study of the linguistic and cultural diversity of
Southern Siberia, supported by Ministry of Science and Higher Education
of the Russian Federation Grant (Nr. 14.Y26.31.0014), promoted the
thematical expansion of the event and, namely, the discussion on
language contact intersecting with sociolinguistic issues. The speakers
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focused either on the linguistic topics, as, for example, in the reports
by E.L. Berezovich, V.S. Kuchko, S. Kharchenko, N.A. Starodubtseva,
T.A. Demeshkina, S.V. Voloshina and M.A. Tolstova, or on social and
historical processes that determine various aspects of language
contacts (reports by PV. Korolkova, Z.I. Rezanova, A.S. Bub, S.V. Griney,
E.A. Sorokina). The presenters went beyond the Slavic linguistic
continuum into the sphere of contact of Slavic languages with languages
of other morphological types, as was in the reports by A.V. Dybo,
Z.1. Rezanova, and A.A. Natpit

In conclusion, we would like to note that the productive discussion was
possible due to the participation of representatives of different national
academic traditions from Russia, Poland, Ukraine, Belarus, and Moldova,
as well as various schools of higher educational and research centers in
Moscow, St. Petersburg, Kazan, Ekaterinburg, and a number of Siberian
universities.

On October 28-29, 2020, the International Historical Journal Rusin,
National Research Tomsk State University, and G. Tsamblak Taraclia State
University held the International Conference “Inter-Ethnic Cooperation
in the Area of Ethnic Contacts (The Ninth I.A. Antsupov Readings)” in
Chisindu (Moldova). This event is a tribute to the famous Moldovan
historian Ivan Antonovich Antsupov (August 3,1920 - October 28, 2004),
who studied the ethnic history of Russians, Ukrainians, Gagauzians,
Bulgarians, Poles, Gypsies, Czechs, and Germans of Bessarabia. The First
Readings - “Ethno-cultural Diversity of Moldova (History and Modernity).
Readings in Memory of I.A. Antsupov” took place on November 23-
24, 2006, in Chisinau. Since 2015, this conference has been held every
year. National Research Tomsk State University has become permanent
co-organizer of this event since. Since 2017,“l.A. Antsupov Readings” have
been held in Taraclia in G. Tsamblak Taraclia State University. One of the
Conference co-organizers this year was St. Petersburg State University.

In 20200, the Conference attracted 73 researchers from Moldova,
Russia, Ukraine, Bulgaria, Serbia, Belarus, and Poland. There were three
sections: “Multi-ethnicity of the Carpathian-Dniester lands: Ethnic Identity,
Interethnic Relations, Interaction of Cultures, Demographic Processes’,
“History, Ethnology, Philology of Bulgarians and Gagauz in the Post-Soviet
Space”,and “Interethnic Borderlands: The Problem of Dialogue of Cultures,
Interethnic Interactions in the Areas of Contacts and Ethnic Identity”. Some
participants focused their presentations on I.A. Antsupov’s activities (V.N.
Polivtsev, T.B. Batyr).

The presenters of the first section discussed the Rusin topics.
Russian and Ukrainian researchers raised questions of the ethnic
history of the Carpathian Rus population, their self-identification and
ethnographic characteristics (V.V. Snagoshchenko, B.N. Savchuk, G.V. Bilavich,
S.G. Sulyak, L.A. Kulishenko, N.A. Nimenko, L.M. Kovalets, M.B. Lanovik,
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Z.B. Lanovik, O.A. Drach, I.V. Nam, N.I. Naumova, M.P. Zan, D.N. Shevelev
and others). A number of reports considered certain issues of the
history of Bessarabia / Moldova (D. Elezovich, V.A. Sodol, I.I. Vernya-
ev, 0.A. Garusova, etc.).

The second section mainly focused on the problems of history,
self-identification, culture, customs and language of the Bessarabian
Bulgarians and Gagauz (G. Grigorov, I. Iliev, V. Kaloyanov, |.F. Grek,
S.S. Bulgar, V.I. Kondov, AV. Sokolova, J. Khatlas and others).

The third section examined the problems of interethnic
borderlands, including Russian-Tatar interactions (G.A. Abrashkevichus,
Z.A. Makhmutoy, I.I. Vernyaev, D.V. Makovskaya), dialogue between Russian
and Ukrainian cultures (D.l. Stogov, A.A. Chemakin), life of the Greek
community in the south of Ukraine during the revolution (A.P. Trigub,
AV. Osipenko), etc.

The exchange of views that followed the presentations helped to correct
the conceptual and terminological apparatus and contributed to the
development of a common approach to various issues of history.
