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Представлен обзор англоязычных (преиму-
щественно американских) диссертаций по 
финансам домашних хозяйств. Показана хро-
нология, тематика, структура диссертаций. 
В результате обзора был проведен анализ 
терминологии в данной сфере, сделан вывод 
о возможности применения термина «финан-
совый менеджмент домашнего хозяйства» и 
в русскоязычной литературе.
Ключевые слова: финансы домашних хо-
зяйств, англоязычные диссертации.

Продолжая исследование различных аспектов 
финансов домашних хозяйств, а также направ-
ления изучения финансов домашних хозяйств в 
российских диссертациях [1] и в американской 
учебной литературе [2], был проведен обзор дис-
сертаций из базы ProQuest [3], которая содержит 
огромный архив газет, журналов, диссертаций, ди-
пломных работ. Благодаря доступу в сети Научной 
библиотеки Национального исследовательского 
Томского государственного университета, были 
использованы материалы ProQuest Dissertations 
&  Theses A&I – базы данных, содержащей дис-
сертации и дипломные работы по всем отраслям 
знаний, представлена информация с 1639 года. В 
обзор вошли в основном американские диссерта-
ции на степень PhD.

Система высшего образования США отлича-
ется от российской. Высшее образование подразу-
мевает обучение в колледже или университете, где 
обычно за четыре года студенты получают степень 
бакалавра. Получившие степень бакалавра могут 
учиться дальше, чтобы получить сначала степень 
магистра (2–3 года) и далее доктора философии 
(3 года или более). Отдельно аккредитованные 
факультеты и вузы выдают степени доктора ме-

дицины и доктора права, для которых обязательна 
специальная подготовка и на уровне бакалавра.

Таким образом, американская система акаде-
мических степеней насчитывает три основные 
градации: бакалавр (B. Sc., B. A. – Bachelor of 
Science, Bachelor of Arts), магистр (или мастер, 
M. Sc., M. A. – Master of Science, Master of Arts) 
и доктор (Ph. D. – philosophy doctor). Степень ба-
калавра заслуживается после четырех лет учебы 
(студенты соответствующих курсов называются 
freshmen, sophomore, junior и senior), она назы-
ваются undegraduate studies. Дальнейшее обра-
зование при наличии степени B. Sc. называется 
graduate studies [4].

По уровню предъявляемых требований и слож-
ности диссертация на степень «доктора наук» в 
США выше, чем кандидатская диссертация в Рос-
сии, но ниже, чем докторская. Диссертация на сте-
пень магистра – нечто среднее между дипломной 
работой и кандидатской диссертацией.

База ProQuest предлагает ознакомиться только 
с первыми 24 страницами диссертации, но это ка-
сается не всех диссертаций. Некоторые содержат 
только выходные данные и аннотацию (примерно 
150–250 слов), или даже и не содержат аннота-
цию. Рассмотрим подробнее конкретную диссер-
тацию Александра Кауфмана (№ 102 в табл. 2). 
Диссертация «Три эссе по финансам домашнего 
хозяйства» представлена на соискание ученой 
степени доктор философских наук по экономи-
ке в Гарвардский университет (США) в мае 2010 
года. Диссертация объемом 166 страниц состоит 
из аннотации (abstract) объемом около 120 слов, 
оглавления (Table of contents), благодарностей 
(Anknowledgments), введения (Introduction), трех 
глав и двух приложений (Appendix). Рассматри-
ваемая в качестве примера диссертация представ-
ляет три эссе по финансам домашнего хозяйства, 
которые исследуют современные американские 
рынки потребительского кредитования. При этом 
особое внимание уделено тому, как организовано 
взаимодействие фирм с клиентами, а также типам 
контрактов, которые они заключают.

В англоязычной литературе применительно 
к финансам домашнего хозяйства употребляют-
ся термины «personal finance» (личные финансы, 
персональные финансы), «household finance» (фи-
нансы домашнего хозяйства, финансы домохо-
зяйств), «consumer finance» (финансы потребите-
лей, финансы потребительского сектора), «family 
finance» (семейные финансы). 

Данное исследование позволило разобраться 
в терминологии, употребляемой в американской 
науке, рассмотреть эволюцию направлений науч-
ных исследований в рамках финансов домашних 
хозяйств. 
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Ограничив критерии поиска по словам в на-
звании диссертаций, мы осуществили поиск по 
следующим комбинациям слов1:

1.	 Household finance;
2.	 Personal finance;
3.	 Personal financial management;
4.	 Personal financial planning;
5.	 Family finance;
6.	 Family financial management;

1  Результаты поиска включали употребление этих  
слов как в словосочетании (вместе), так и по  
отдельности в составе названия одного документа. 
Использование слов поиска по отдельности в составе 
названия одного документа не было включено в 
результаты обзора, так как использование слов вне 
словосочетания приводит к изменению смысла.

В результате поиска были отобраны 106 дис-

сертаций (Ph.D. diss), преимущественно аме-
риканских (101), канадских (4) и китайских (1), 
защищенных с 1930 по 2011 год. На рис. 1 пред-
ставлено распределение результатов поиска по ис-
пользуемой терминологии.

Наибольшие результаты дали термины «per-
sonal finance» и «consumer finance». На рис. 2 по-
казано распределение результатов поиска по деся-
тилетиям, т.е. по годам их защит.

Кроме того, ProQuest Dissertations &  Theses 
A&I База систематизирована по тематическим ка-
тегориям, которые имеют свой код. Отобранные 
диссертации охватывают различные тематические

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категории (одна работа может иметь более одного 
кода) (табл. 1).

Основными категориями, к которым относятся 
диссертации, являются финансы и домашняя эко-
номика. Важно отметить, что значительная доля 
работ посвящена образовательному процессу: 35 
диссертаций имеют в своей тематике образование 
и различные его виды (образование для взрослых, 
бизнес-образование, аграрное, религиозное обра-
зование и др.). Анализ диссертаций показал, что 
значительное количество работ посвящено изуче-
нию финансов домашнего хозяйства как учебной 
дисциплины. 

Следует отметить, что англоязычные терми-
ны употребляются не как равнозначные и имеют 
смысловой оттенок. Это можно проследить по те-
матическим категориям, к которым относятся дис-
сертации с различными терминами в названии. 

«Household finance» применяются в категори-
ях: финансы, экономическая теория, домашняя 
экономика. При этом следует подчеркнуть, что 
употребление термина «household finance» стало 
популярным в последнее десятилетие (по одной 
диссертации в 2003, 2006, 2010 годах, по две в 
2007, 2008, 2009 годах). 

«Personal finance» применяются в категориях: 
бизнес-образование, образование для взрослых, 
женские дисциплины (Women’s studies охватыва-
ют такие дисциплины, как история, литература, 
психология и т.д., относящиеся к исследованию 
роли женщин в обществе и семье, их достиже-
ний), образование в целом, социология.

«Personal financial management» относится к 
менеджменту, финансам, домашней экономике, 
образованию для взрослых. 

«Family finance», «family financial management, 
planning» применяются в категориях: семья и се-
мейная жизнь, личные взаимоотношения, социо-
логия, духовенство, аграрная экономика, домаш-
няя экономика, образование, в т.ч. образование 
учителей. 

«Consumer finance» применяются чаще в кате-
гориях, связанных с бизнесом и банковским делом, 
нежели в категориях социологии (такие тоже име-
ются). «Consumer finance» во многих диссертаци-
ях употребляется в словосочении с «companies». 
При этом «consumer finance companies» представ-
ляют собой организации микрофинансирования, 
предоставляющие кратко- и среднесрочные кре-
диты небольшими суммами заемщикам-физиче-
ским лицам, в том числе малообеспеченным. 

В русскоязычной литературе термины финан-
совый менеджмент и финансовое планирование 
почти не употребляются применительно к домаш-
ним хозяйствам. Данный обзор, в свою очередь, 
показывает, что на основе зарубежного опыта тер-
мины «финансовый менеджмент домашнего хо-
зяйства», «финансовое планирование домашнего 
хозяйства» допустимы к использованию и в рос-
сийской науке и образовании. 

Совокупность диссертаций, найденных в ре-
зультате обзора, представлена в табл. 2 в хроноло-
гическом порядке.
