The method of constructing and investigating discrete mathematical models is applied to the
problem of Omniscience-by-God, which is located at the intersection of epistemology, theol-
ogy, and epistemic logic. For the first time in epistemology and philosophical theology, the
tenet of God’s Omniscience is formulated by the artificial language of two-valued algebra of
metaphysics as formal axiology, and demonstrated as a formal-axiological law of that alge-
bra by “computing” relevant evaluation-functions.

The first one is from the
dialogue “Parmenides” by Plato: “Would you, or would you not say, that absolute
knowledge, if there is such a thing, must be a far more exact knowledge than our
knowledge; and the same of the beauty and of the rest?

Why not?

Because, Socrates, said Parmenides, we have admitted that the ideas are not
valid in relation to human things; nor human things in relation to them; the
relations of either are limited to their respective spheres.

Yes, that has been admitted.

And if God has this perfect authority, and perfect knowledge, his authority
cannot rule us, nor his knowledge know us, or any human thing; just as our
authority does not extend to the gods, nor our knowledge know anything which is
divine, so by parity of reason they, being gods, are not our musters, neither do they
know the things of men.

Yet, surely, said Socrates, to deprive God of knowledge is monstrous” [1.
P. 490].

The second citation is taken from “Summa Theologica” by Thomas Aquinas:
“Whether God Knows Things Other Than Himself by Proper Knowledge? <...>
I answer that, Some have erred on this point, saying that God knows things other
than Himself only in general, <...> But it cannot be. For to know a thing in general
and not in particular, is to have an imperfect knowledge of it. <...> Hence it is
manifest that God knows all things with proper knowledge, in their distinction
from each other” [3. P. 80-81].

The above citation from Plato’s dialogue ‘“Parmenides” produces a very
strange impression as it manifestly establishes an unbridgeable gap between divine
(absolute) knowledge and human (imperfect) one. From the classical philosophical
theology viewpoint, the dualism between the mentioned kinds of knowledge is
“monstrous”. Certainly, it must be rejected. But how can one overcome the
dualism, if existence of absolute knowledge is admitted and existence of its
significant difference from the relative (human) one is admitted as well?
Effectively to span the two contrary kinds of knowledge one has to have a
universal (common) for absolute and relative knowledge. This universal is to be
more general than the two particulars. The abstract concept of “knowledge in
general” is to be a genus in relation to the species “absolute knowledge” and
“relative knowledge”. In the above citation from “Summa Theologica” not two but
three different meanings of the word “knowledge” are mentioned: the perfect one;
the imperfect one; and the general knowledge or knowledge-in-general [3. P. 80—
81]. If, in addition to writings by Plato and T. Aquinas, one takes into an account
also I. Kant’s discourse of a priori and a posteriori knowledge [4, 5], then the one
can arrive to the conclusion that in philosophical literature the word-homonym
“knowledge” has at least three significantly different meanings, namely:

(K-1) a priori knowledge, which is perfect (proper) knowledge (absolute one);

(K-2) experience knowledge, which is imperfect (improper) knowledge
(relative one) and typical for human creatures (this meaning is subject-matter of
evolutionary epistemology and empiricist theory of cognition);

(K-3) general knowledge or knowledge-in-general (this meaning ought to be
subject-matter of epistemic modal logic).
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But, in my opinion, the so-called normal epistemic modal logic has missed its
target as instead of studying the meaning K-3, it studies the meaning K-1. Thus, it
has missed its goal because its theorem (or even axiom) “If person knows that q,
then q” is valid not for any knowledge in general, but only for perfect (absolute)
knowledge a priori. It is true that if God knows that g, then q, but it is not valid
that for any q, if a human creature has a knowledge by experience that q, then q.
A critique of the so-called normal epistemic modal logic from the viewpoint of
evolutionary epistemology can be found, for instance, in [6]. But this remark of the
so-called normal epistemic modal logic is not related to the problem in question
directly because in the expression “God’s knowledge”, the homonym “knowledge”
cam have meanings K-1 or K-3, but not K-2, as His knowledge cannot be empirical
one on principle; in relation to God, evolutionary epistemology is irrelevant, as His
knowledge is invariable [3. P. 89]. Thus, indefiniteness of the meaning of
expression “God’s omniscience” is a little bit diminished. The ambiguous
expression “God knows everything” is explicated by “God a priori knows
everything”. For further explicating it is indispensable to have a precise definition
of the notion “a priori knowledge”. A precise axiomatic definition of this notion is
given within the logically formalized universal philosophical epistemology system
¥ systematically utilizing the three significantly different notions of knowledge [7],
but that axiomatic definition it is not manifest (direct) one. Moreover, within the
formal theory Z, the indirect definition of “a priori knowledge” is done at the level
of syntaxis. However, along with the indirect syntactic definition of the notion, it
would be perfect to have also a direct semantic one. But how can it be done? Let us
look at this difficult question from different sides.

Abstractly talking in principle, I think that it is a good idea to bridge the gap
between the two kinds of knowledge by introducing the third kind of it
(generalizing and thus synthesizing one); but there are nontrivial problems: how to
make the universal philosophical epistemology exploiting the triple of knowledge-
kinds a logically consistent theory? What are semantic foundations of such theory?
These questions are nontrivial ones as the literature on the topic is not
homogeneous and even contradictory as a whole. The immense amount of worth-
mentioning modern writings on God’s omniscience is representatively exemplified
by (though not reduced to) [8-22]. In some of the mentioned contemporary
writings on the theme, various objections against existence of Divine omniscience
were raised again and elaborated systematically in spite of the fact that many of
them already had been discussed (and considered as already eliminated ones) by
eminent theologians and philosophers before, for instance, by T. Aquinas [3]. This
may be explained by extraordinary difficulty of the nontrivial problem of
philosophical theology which is a complicated system of qualitatively different
aspects. And, in spite of the immense literature on the topic, some aspects of the
problem are still missed and even not recognized by researchers. The present
article is devoted to indicating and investigating one of the hitherto not recognized
and therefore omitted aspects of the attribute of God. To begin with, look at the
following Aquinas’ sentences concerning Divine knowledge which sentences are
taken from “Question XIV” of “Summa Theologica” [3. P. 75-91]:

“...God necessarily knows things other than Himself” [3. P. 79].

“...God knows things other than Himself with a proper knowledge...” [3.
P. 80].
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“He supremely returns to His own essence, and knows Himself” [3. P. 77].

“...He has knowledge even of things that are not” [3. P. 83].

“So also, things in potency are known by God, although they are not in act”
[3. P. 83].

“...God knows future contingent things” [3. P. 87].

“It is written: The Lord knoweth the thoughts of men (Ps. 93.11). But
enunciable things are contained in the thoughts of men. Therefore, God knows
enunciable things” [3. P. 88].

“I answer that, Since the knowledge of God is His substance, as is clear from
the foregoing (A.4), just as His substance, is altogether immutable, as shown
above (Q. IX. Al), so His knowledge likewise must be altogether invariable™ [3.
P. 89].

To understand these sentences adequately one has to have knowledge of
semantics of natural language. But which semantics of it is meant? In first
approximation, as a rule, people mean the descriptive-indicative one, which seems
to be the only semantics in empirical sciences of nature (physics, chemistry, et al).
However, in the natural language of the humanities there is also a formal-
axiological semantics along with the descriptive-indicative one. Thus, in the
humanities, the natural-language semantics consists of two necessary parts.
Moreover, there is a hypothetical conception that in its essence metaphysics is
formal axiology [23]. In the present article the hypothetical conception of
metaphysics as formal axiology is assumed and studied by the hypothetic-
deductive method systematically.

In this relation it is worth noting and even emphasizing that while discussing
all-knowing-God in [8-22] the authors have concentrated almost all their attention
on proper logic aspect of descriptive-indicative semantics of the natural language
used in talks of His omniscience. As a rule, theologians and philosophers have
discussed statements of being or non-being (or possibility or impossibility) of the
omniscience by God. Statements of the positive value of His omniscience has been
presumed but they do not undergo a systematical formal-axiological analysis using
discrete mathematics, namely, two-valued algebra of formal axiology. Therefore,
the present paper is targeted at filling in this blank in the literature on the topic. To
make the text understandable first of all it is indispensable to introduce, precisely
to define, and to instantiate the minimal set of basic definitions necessary and
sufficient for proving strictly that God’s omniscience is a law of metaphysics (i.e. a
formal-axiological law) in the algebraic system of formal axiology. Therefore, let
us introduce the new conceptual apparatus (unknown terms) systematically to be
used below for obtaining the novel nontrivial result which has never been
published hitherto.

A two-valued algebraic system of metaphysics as formal axiology
(a set of basic definitions necessary-and-sufficient for proving
strictly that God’s omniscience is a formal-axiological law
of the algebraic system)

In this part of the paper I make the reader aware of the basic definitions of
algebra of formal axiology which are already published, for instance, in [6, 23-25].
Beginning with this already published set of main definitions is necessary for
understanding the significantly new result submitted in this article. The paper’s
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novelty is proving the metaphysical (=formal-axiological) law of God’s
omniscience by computing compositions of relevant evaluation-functions; this
novelty is still not published elsewhere.

Two-valued algebra of formal axiology is based upon the set A of either acts
or agents. By definition, acts are such and only such operations, which are either
good, or bad ones in the abstract axiological meaning of the words “good” and
“bad”. In general, any elements of A (and, in particular, any agents) are such and
only such entities which are either good, or bad ones. The set A is homogenized by
accepting such an identity-abstraction according to which an agent is identified
with the compound action uniting all acts of that agent in a whole. Thus, an agent
is nothing but the complex act consisting of all the actions realized by the agent.

Algebraic operations defined on the set A are evaluation-functions.
Evaluation-variables of these functions take their values from the set {g, b}. Here
the symbols “g” and “b” stand for the abstract axiological values “good” and
“bad”, respectively. The functions take their values from the same set. The
symbols: “x” and “y” stand for abstract-value-forms of elements of A. Elementary
value-forms deprived of their contents are independent evaluation-variables.
Compound value-forms of acts and agents deprived of their contents are
evaluation-functions determined by these variables.

Let symbol X stand for the evaluator, i.e. that person (individual or collective
one — it does not matter), in relation to which all evaluations are generated. In the
evaluation-relativity theory, X is a variable: changing values of the variable ¥ can
result in changing evaluations of concrete acts and agents. However, if a value of
the variable X is fixed, then evaluations of concrete acts and agents are definite.

Speaking of evaluation-functions in this paper I mean the following mappings
(in the proper mathematical meaning of the word “mapping”): {g, b} — {g, b}, if
one speaks of the evaluation-functions determined by one evaluation-variable;
{g, b} x {g, b} — {g, b}, where “x” stands for the Cartesian multiplication of sets,
if one speaks of the evaluation-functions determined by fwo evaluation-variables;
{g, b} — {g, b}, if one speaks of the evaluation-functions determined by N
evaluation-variables, where N is a finite positive integer.

Now let us introduce and define by tables elementary evaluation-functions
directly relevant to the theme of this paper. First of all, let us consider the functions
determined by one argument.

The glossary for the below evaluation-table 1: Let the symbol 4y mean the
evaluation-function “a-priori knowledge of (about) . The symbol Ey means the
evaluation-function “empirical knowledge of (about) y”. Vy stands for the
evaluation-function “empirical knowing by (whom) y”. Jy — the evaluation-function
“a-priori-knowing by (whom) y”. Ty — “y’s thought” or “thinking by y”. By — “being
of (what, whom) y”. Fy — “future (what, who) y”, or future of (what, whom) y”. Ny —
“non-being of y”. Zy — “change of y”. Cy — “contingent (what, who) y”. Dy — “thing
(what, who) y”. Gy — “God of (what, whom) y in monotheistic world religion”. The
introduced functions are defined by the table 1. (Such tabular definition of the
constant evaluation-function Gy has been published and used in [24, 25].)

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The glossary for the below evaluation-table 2: Let the symbol E,xy stand for
the evaluation-function “empirical knowledge of (about) x by (whom) y”. (The
lower number-index 2 informs that the indexed capital letter stands for a function
determined by fwo arguments.) The symbol 4,xy stands for the evaluation-function
“a priori knowledge of (about) x by (whom) y”. The symbol Fxy — “y’s freedom
from x”. Toxy — “y’s thought (thinking) of (about) x”. S)xy — “y’s sensation of X" or
“y’s feeling (what, whom) x”. Cyxy — “y’s existence in (what, whom) x”. Ixy — “y’s
absolute ignorance of (about) x, i.e. having neither empirical knowledge nor a-priori
one of (about) x”. Kxxy — “y’s having a knowledge-in-general of (about) x, i.e. having
either empirical knowledge, or a-priori one, or both about x” (here “or” is used in its
not-excluding meaning). These functions are defined below by the table 2.

Definition DEF-1 (of the binary relation of formal-axiological-equivalence):
in two-valued algebraic system of metaphysics as formal axiology, any evaluation-
functions (value-forms of activity) w and ¢ are formally-axiologically equivalent
(this is represented by the symbol “w=+=¢”), if and only if they acquire
identical axiological values (from the set {g (good), b (bad)}) under any possible
combination of axiological values of their evaluation-variables.

Definition DEF-2 (of the notion “a law of metaphysics” or, which is the same,
“a formal-axiological law”): in two-valued algebraic system of metaphysics as
formal axiology, an evaluation-function (value-form of activity) is called
formally-axiologically good (or absolutely good) one (or a law of metaphysics), if
and only if it acquires the axiological value g (good) under any possible
combination of axiological values of its variables. In other words, w is a law of
metaphysics, if and only if o=+=g.

Definition DEF-3: (of the notion “a formal-axiological contradiction): in two-
valued algebraic system of metaphysics as formal axiology, an evaluation-function is
called “formally-axiologically bad” one or, which is the same, a “formal-axiological
contradiction”, if and only if it acquires the axiological value b (bad) under any
possible combination of axiological values of its variables. In other words, w is a
formal-axiological contradiction, if and only if w=+=b.

As now all the definitions necessary and sufficient for proving God’s
omniscience (as the formal-axiological law of metaphysics) are already given, let
us start constructing the proof by computing compositions of relevant functions
(within the algebraic system).

Proving the formal-axiological law of God’s Omniscience
by Computing Evaluation-Functions and Systematical Using
the Above-Given Definitions
Taking into an account that, according to the table 1, for any y, it is true that

Gy=t=g, the reader himself can generate and examine the following equations of
the above-defined algebraic system of metaphysics.
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1) A;xGy=+=g: being true for any x and y, this equation establishes the
universal metaphysical (=formal-axiological) law of God’s a-priori-knowledge of
x, where x is arbitrary. Many of the following equations are important particular
cases of this universal law.

2) A,DxGy=+=g: God a priori knows all things.

3) A,BxGy=+=g: God a priori knows being of x.

4) A,NxGy=+=g: God a priori knows non-being of x.

5) A,FxGy=+=g: God a priori knows future of x.

6) A,FCDxGy=+=g: God a priori knows any future contingent thing x.

7) A,TxGy=+=g: God a priori knows any x’s thought.

8) A,GyGy=+=g: God a priori knows Himself.

9) NZA,xGy=+=g: nonbeing of change of God’s a-priori-knowledge of x is
the law.

10) C,ExyAxy=+=g: existence of a-priori knowledge in empirical one is the
law.

These equations make up a model of the above citations from “Summa
Theologica” [3]. Certainly, some empiricist-minded philosophers could assess the
equations as paradoxical ones contradicting to experience. However, in my
opinion, talks of facts and empirical arguments are irrelevant here, as the equations
model not experience but a priori knowledge by God. Thus, the alleged objections
are to be rejected because they violate the principle known under the somewhat
conventional name “Hume Guillotine” which principle forbids allegedly logical
bridging the gap between facts (=contingent truths) and values. In any way, the
model deserves discussing.

EPISTEMIC MODAL LOGIC, UNIVERSAL PHILOSOPHICAL EPISTEMOLOGY,
AND NATURAL THEOLOGY: GOD’S OMNISCIENCE AS A FORMAL-AXIOLOGICAL
LAW OF THE TWO-VALUED ALGEBRA OF METAPHYSICS AS FORMAL AXIOLOGY
(DEMONSTRATING THE LAW BY “COMPUTING” RELEVANT EVALUATION-
FUNCTIONS).

Keywords: empirical-knowledge;  a-priori-knowledge;  God’s-omniscience; algebra-of-
metaphysics-as-formal-axiology; formal-axiological-law

The present article continues the author’s attempts to apply the conceptual apparatus and meth-
ods of discrete mathematics to analytical theology, namely, to represent and solve difficult problems of
philosophical theology by means of constructing and investigating their models at the level of artificial
language of two-valued algebraic system of metaphysics as formal axiology. The author has already
published a paper on discrete mathematical modeling the tenet of God’s omnipotence in [Tomsk State
University Journal of Philosophy, Sociology and Political Science. 2019. Vol. 47. P. 87-93]. In com-
parison with the mentioned paper, the present article submits significantly new scientific results of
constructing and investigating a discrete mathematical model of another famous attribute of God,
namely, of His omniscience. In contrast to the tenet of God’s omnipotence affirming that He is al-
mighty, the tenet of God’s omniscience affirms that He knows everything. However, the literature on
philosophical theology contains indicating and discussing a set of nontrivial logical and epistemologi-
cal problems concerning A//l-Knowing-God. Just these problems (and solving them at the level of their
mathematical model) make up the subject-matter of the given article. The paper starts with explicating
a formal-axiological meaning of the statement “God knows everything” by explicating formal-
axiological meanings of the words “God”, “knows”, and “thing”. In particular, it is emphasized that
the word “knowledge” is a homonym possessing at least three qualitatively different meanings, name-
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”

ly, “a-priori knowledge”, “empirical knowledge”, and knowledge-in-general”. It is demonstrated that
God’s knowledge is not empirical but a-priori one. All the formal-axiological meanings under discus-
sion are considered as evaluation-functions and defined precisely by tables. Significantly new scien-
tific result of the present article: for the first time in the world literature on philosophical theology, the
tenet of All-Knowing God is precisely formulated by means of the artificial language of two-valued
algebra of metaphysics as formal axiology, and proved as a formal-axiological law in this algebra by
computing relevant evaluation-tables. The hitherto never published affirming God’s omniscience as
the law of two-valued algebra of metaphysics as formal axiology is quite nontrivial and psychological-
ly unexpected one, although from the viewpoint of mathematics proper, its proof is simple.

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The article discusses the semantic specifications of sentences that contain status predicates. It is
shown that the visually similar predicates “to steal the pen” and “to commit the crime” are in fact fun-
damentally different. If in the first case we are talking about an action predicate, then in the second
about a status predicate. Linguistic analysis identifies the necessary conditions for the correct use of
expressions like “Bill committed the crime” in language. Since Bill’s actions are not a crime in them-
selves, the phrase “committed the crime” is not predicted for Bill, but for the actions he committed. As
an original example, the judicial precedent is considered, which we come across in M. S. Moore’s
“Legal Reality: A Naturalist Approach to Legal Ontology”. The essence of the work is that Sheriff
Kirby violated a federal law, in particular the law of 1790, according to which it is a criminal offense
to obstruct the delivery of federal mail. Kirby arrested a postal worker, which undoubtedly slowed
down the delivery of the mail. However, during the trial, Kirby himself indicated that he arrested the
postal officer since the latter was suspected of murder. Moreover, Kirby acted according to the warrant
he received from the state authorities. The court took into account the sheriff’s explanation and found
him not guilty of obstructing the delivery of federal mail. According to Moore, although Kirby violated
the federal law, he was innocent. The court also found that the sheriff’s actions were not a crime. The
apparent contradiction between the actions of the sheriff and the court’s decision is resolved when we
attempt to define the non-linguistic conditions for the use of the expression “committed the crime”.
The presuppositional fund of the speech agent is singled out as such conditions.

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TWO MODES OF SELF-CONSCIOUSNESS IN THE STRUCTURE OF
CONSCIOUSNESS
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It has been substantiated that there is not only explicit self-consciousness but there is also tacit,
implicit self-consciousness in the structure of consciousness. The author has revealed that so called
from-to model of individual consciousness and tacit knowing, proposed by the 20th-century philoso-
pher of science M. Polanyi, is applicable to self-consciousness. According to this model, interaction of
two kinds of awareness is at the very core of any cognitive act — focal and subsidiary awareness. In
every act of tacit knowing we attend from subsidiaries to a focus whose object they give a rise. Within
the framework of Polanyi’s conception of personal knowledge, corporeality is of great importance,
which constitutes the realm of tacit, subsidiary clues. If we extend the structure of individual con-
sciousness to the processes of self-consciousness, then reflection may be considered as overt, explicit
self-consciousness. In the process of reflection, the image of one’s self, the most significant personal
characteristics are in the focus of attention. Explicit self-consciousness is most fully embodied in a
narrative, a life story. Narrativity constitutes a stable conceptual image of one’s self, ensures the unity
of the internal experience, gives a new meaning to the events in one’s life. In its turn, tacit self-
consciousness embraces subsidiary components of personal experience which determine a person’s
individuality. It underlies both self-cognition and cognition of the surrounding reality. The primary
mode of implicit self-consciousness is the awareness of embodied self which manifests itself during
motor activity. The embodied self proves to be an active and independent subject capable of perform-
ing purposeful actions voluntarily. Based on the analysis of the neural “central monitoring hypothesis
of action recognition”, it has been concluded that the image of the embodied self is brought into corre-
lation with the subjective model of one’s own action. The internal model of motor activity has been
considered to be the basis of embodied, tacit self-consciousness. By means of the neurophysiological
“simulation theory”, it has been shown that images of our supposed movements constitute the realm of
tacit, covert actions which are combined with overt actions. Covert actions affect the content of tacit
knowledge, underlie implicit self-consciousness and seem to be essential conditions for the cognition
and transformation of the surrounding reality.

UNDERSTANDING IN MATHEMATICS AND WITTGENSTEIN’S RULE-
FOLLOWING

Keywords: rule-following; understanding; mathematical practice

The problem of understanding, one of the significant topics for the later stage of Wittgenstein’s
philosophy, replete with appeals to the use of mathematical symbols, caused, as they say, an ambigu-
ous reaction among both mathematicians who took the time to look into them and among the philoso-
phers of mathematics proper. However, the publication in 1982 of S. Kripke’s book Wittgenstein on
Rules and Individual Language sparked a boom in research centered around Wittgenstein’s alleged
argument for skepticism. A feature of Kripke’s argumentation was the presentation of an arithmetic
example, which was linked to the general philosophy of Wittgenstein, whose later philosophy was
replete with paradoxical statements like this: even if a mathematician fully understands the definitions
and terms in the proof, he may still not believe it. Such statements clearly contradicted mathematical
practice, and yet many philosophers were able to link this paradoxicality with the leading theme of
Wittgenstein’s thinking, namely with the so-called rule-following problem. It is believed that the focus
of the later Wittgenstein is on the problem of understanding, in its broadest sense; and, since his skep-
ticism is seen in mathematical examples, it is natural to consider the problem of understanding in the
process of mathematical proof. An essential role in the analysis of Wittgenstein’s understanding is
played by the concept of rule-following and its skeptical interpretation, which problematizes the estab-
lishment of the correctness of following a rule. We have Wittgenstein’s key recognition that the learn-
ing process in a community tends to lead to a tendency for all members to give the same answers, and
it is this circumstance that is the criterion for a “correct” answer. In other words, the answers are the
same, despite radical conventionalism, because the members of the community are playing the same
language game. Another way to express this circumstance is that they all share the same life form. But,
at the same time, we do not understand (or do not comprehend) the rule that determines our choice of
the “correct” sequence extension according to the concept of a mathematical function. The point is that
we share a common concept because we agree in our answers. Working mathematicians are unlikely to
agree that they are talking about the same results because they play the same language game. For the
most part, working mathematicians share the Platonist view that they discover mathematical objects
and mathematical truths. Wittgenstein’s anti-Platonist position leads him, from their point of view, to a
skeptical conclusion. In fact, Wittgenstein admitted that there is no explanation as to why we tend to
agree in our answers. Is not there a certain kind of a tension here between the analysis of Wittgen-
stein’s work in line with the general philosophy of language and its application to mathematical prac-
tice? If so, then this important circumstance requires special attention, since a skeptical argument ap-
peals to albeit simple but mathematical examples.
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COMPUTATIONAL TREATMENT FOR LIFE SCIENCE'

According to some critics, if biology is a kind of reverse engineering for the nature, it is
quite poorly prepared for the task. Thus, the issue is more likely with its ontology. Multiple
hypotheses and conjectures found in papers on methodological issues claim that living
systems should be viewed as complex networks of signal-transmitting paths, both neural and
non-neural, that feature modularity and feedback circuits and are prone to emergent
properties and increasing complexity. If so, we are on the eve of a new stage in computer
models development where not only computers are used to emulate life, but life itself is
construed as a complex network of interacting natural computers.
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The issue with ontology

In 2002, Yuri Lazebnik, then an associate professor at Cold Spring Harbor
Laboratory, published a paper [1] that included some personal story. When moving
from Russia to the USA, his wife brought a broken radio set made in the USSR
with her. Struggling with a paradox, according to which the more empirical facts
the less we know in biology, Yuri turned to this device as a clarifying metaphor of
what we lack when approaching the empirical field in the discipline. According to
him, if a biologist tried to find out the working principles of the radio in order to
fix it, s’he would go a long way classifying its small components by their color and
shape, turning them off one at a time to see how this affects the sound, etc.
Eventually, the researcher would come up with an assumed functional scheme
made of labels and arrows that would represent a qualitative conjecture of which
parts are important for bringing up the sound. No matter if we can call this
outcome a new knowledge, the design, even if it turns out generally right by
chance, will never allow for predicting any facts because it lacks a formal

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descriptive language and quantitative measures similar to those used by radio
engineers. Thus, it does not tell us how the system is really funed to be functional.
Lazebnik concludes that probability of a biologist having fixed the radio is
approximately that of a monkey typing out a Robert Burns poem.

According to him, biology lacks a formal language that, akin to the language
of radio circuits, would contain terms for typical abstract elements and their
quantitative properties. Such a language, if it were there, would allow for building
up explanatory models by putting typical elements in varying combinations and
projecting their functional connections by indicating numerical values of their
properties. Radio provides an impressive metaphor for what biology is in need of,
but it should be noted that not only engineers possess such a language — physics as
a science started when Newton established that the world of mechanics should
contain only physical bodies that are characterized solely by mass and move in a
straight line and uniformly accelerated unless affected by some force. If put against
our everyday experience, this picture is counterintuitive, but it proved to be an
effective explanatory tool together with appropriate mathematics.

Here I would like to propose an important distinction. What Lazebnik means
by a “formal language” is not a language of propositions about the world, i.e., of
asserting some states of affairs. His analogy with radio circuits reveals that what is
meant here is a language of listing relevant types of objects and their relations.
Hereafter 1 will refer to it as a domain ontology. Besides, a Newtonian-style
science needs another formal language built over the former to generate descriptive
propositions. This propositional language' may probably be mathematical — at
least, so it has been thus far securing overall progress in the epistemic efficiency.
Therefore, if we adopt Lazebnik’s argument (and I do), then the issue with biology
is not shortage of mathematics therein, as we have seen numerous attempts to
quantify or to formalize our knowledge of life: quantitative and formal tools have
been applied, such as statistics in experimental design, pattern seeking in
bioinformatics, models in evolution, ecology, and epidemiology [2]. The fact is
that they have not led to theoretical integration of biology so far. Rather, in this
view, biology lacks a unified formal language that would name and describe some
ultimate elements, combinations of which make for various live-matter designs.
Thus, the issue is more likely with its domain ontology.

There are popular views, according to which a domain ontology is inferred by
a theory proper. Specifically, it is construed as a system of existential
presuppositions (£) implied by the theory’s propositions (7). For instance, if your
theory asserts that living organisms evolve under heredity and variability, it
presupposes that there are living organisms”. On this basis, it is often inferred that
if T is true and it implies a certain E, then the latter is true as well. But remember
that when Sadi Carnot proposed his Carnot Circle in 1824, he was a proponent of
the Caloric Theory, i.e., he believed that the heat was carried by a self-repellent
liquid. If the true description of the Carnot Circle is T and the belief in caloric is E,
and T + E holds, then we must still believe in caloric, which is not the case.
Therefore, the relation of 7 and E is not that of inference, but rather that of
interpretation. That is, in its formal expression, for 7 to be true, its constituent

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terms must be interpreted on this or that ontological model, which, in Lazebnik’s
example, is the set of abstract radio elements (a capacitor, a resistor, etc.). But we
could also try and interpret the circuit of his radio set on, say, characters of a
Shakespeare’s play. I suspect that, with an appropriate quantitative tuning of this
ontological model, we could still keep the circuit as a valid theory.

Therefore, domain ontologies are inferentially independent of theories proper.
The illusion that 7 + E holds for natural sciences stems from our natural language
reasoning, according to which if ‘“The actual king of France is bald’ is true, then
there is one. But, in the scientific contexts, 7 ’s are usually formal expressions that
are true, among other conditions, being interpreted on a relevant model. But the
fact is also that there may be more than one relevant model for 7 to keep its truth
value. This is important for the further discussion.

Appropriate maths for life science

As has already been said, attempts of incorporating mathematics into biology
have been numerous up to now and some of them are locally successful, but they
do not change the overall picture principally, for theoretical biology still lacks
universal principles and a unified formal language for all the true propositions to be
deduced thereby. Among the most interesting attempts, there was Alan Turing’s
article [4] on morphogenesis where the founder of the most viable theory of digital
computations proposed some analog tools to explain emergence of biological
complexity from initial homogeneity. The formal tools were mainly constrained to
linear differential equations with constant coefficients.

The theory posits two morphogens: one called “activator” and the second
called “inhibitor”. The activator produces itself at a rate proportional to its
abundance. It also produces the inhibitor, by which it is naturally inhibited. While
they both diffuse all over the space, the inhibitor does so faster. According to
Turing’s calculations, at the first stage, the initial homogeneity is broken by small
casual changes and, at the following stages, random fluctuations will be amplified.
At the end, the activator gathers in multiple patches with empty areas between
them. Thus, through a series of bifurcations within the initially homogeneous
solution, structure is born out of equability.

Bascompte in [5] mentions mathematical theory of deterministic chaos that
was mainly inspired by biology and uses non-linear equations, whereby inexact
representations (up to a certain number of decimal points) of real-number data
derived from observations of complex non-equilibrium systems causes unexpected
consequences over time. But, according to Hofmeyr in [6], systems like this are no
more than simulations of the subject-matter, while mature sciences, like physics,
reach up to the level of modeling. He explains the difference of the two with a
simple scheme. There are objects in the natural world (N) and causal relations (C)
between. And there are propositions within a formal theory (F) with inferential
relations (/). A theorist constructs an encoding dictionary ¢ that maps observables
in N to input variables in F. And there is also a decoding dictionary ¢ for the
reverse mapping of every f'€ F'to a certain n € N.

Then, F is a model of N, iff (1) F = o(N ) and (2) I = o(C). If only (1) is the
case, but not (2), F' is a simulation of N. The latter case does not provide for
prediction, as N = §(F) is not secured.
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As an example of “modeling” breakthroughs, Hofmeyr cites the work of
Nicolas Rashevsky whose experience and competence in mathematical physics led
him to a series of fruitful anticipations in life science. Thus, a Boolean version of
his “two-factor theory” for excitable elements led in the hands of Walter Pitts and
Warren McCullough to the development of neural networks, and was also a
forerunner of Hodgkin and Huxley’s model for the propagation of action potentials
in neurons [6. P. 2].

But soon after Rashevsky realized that all he had done was simulation of state
transitions in different modes of the live matter. He then shifted “from the
components of biological systems to the relations between them” [6. P. 2], and that
gave birth to the so-called “relational biology”. Mathematical tools used were
topology, set theory and propositional logic. This enterprise was continued by his
PhD student, Robert Rosen, who relied on category theory in his inquiry into
metabolism-repair systems. According to Hofmeyr’s estimation, “If the age of
analysis was characterised by the unspoken motto ‘divide and conquer’, then
perhaps the age of synthesis aims to ‘integrate and rule’. Today relational biology
uses a rich array of mathematical tools: category theory, graph theory, network
theory, automata theory, formal systems, to name the most important” [6. P. 2].

Biological information pathways and networks

Historically, the analytically constructed mathematics gave birth to
nomothetical law-discovering science, within which biology does not prove to be
much of success as compared to physics. In the remaining sections, I will try to add
some evidence to the conjecture that the algorithmic, or — in a sense — constructive,
view thereupon may well foster some computational ontologies and calculi, from
which biology, cognitive and social science will probably benefit.

In [7] Bhalla and Iyengar claim that living systems should be viewed as
complex networks of signal-transmitting paths. Biologically, those are provided
with regulation by protein-protein interactions, protein phosphorylation, regulation
of elizymatic activity, production of second messengers, and cell surface signal
transduction systems. They claim that signaling pathways interact with one another
and the final biological response is shaped by interaction between pathways. These
interactions result in networks that are quite complex and may have properties that
are nonintuitive [7. P. 381].

The networking accounts for such emergent properties as extended signal
duration, activation of feedback loops, definition of threshold stimulation for
biological effects and multiple signal outputs. This analysis provides evidence that,
being coupled appropriately, simple biochemical reactions can store and process
information, and the whole mechanism of the reactions within signaling pathways
forms another biological basis for memory and learning. Therefore, as Bhalla and
Iyengar conclude, a computational approach fits well the task of comprehending
both the complexity of multiple signaling interactions and the fine quantitative
details.

Csete and Doyle [8] dig into such an obvious property of living systems as
their modularity. They conceive modules as subsystems of a larger system that use
interfaces (protocols) for connecting to other modules, may be altered relatively
independently, allow for simplified descriptions with the aim of a more abstract
modeling, maintain their local identity when isolated or rearranged and, lastly,
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borrow additional identity from the rest of the system. Protocols are prescribed
interfaces between modules that account for both facilitation of the system’s
upscaling and appearance of emergent properties of the whole. The introduction of
the concepts makes it evident that abstractions such as gene regulation < ... >,
covalent modification, membrane potentials, metabolic and signal transduction
pathways, action potentials, and even transcription-translation, the cell cycle, and
DNA replication could all be reasonably described as protocols < ... >, with their
attendant modular implementations in various activators and repressors, kinases
and phosphatases, ion channels, receptors, heterotrimeric guanine nucleotide
binding proteins (G proteins), and so on [8. P. 1666].

The proposed ontology is abstract enough to allow for computer modeling of
biological systems and processes. At the same time, one must take into
consideration that the more realistic models of biological networks we need, the
more entangled and sophisticated they ought to be to include multiple feedback
signals, non-linear component dynamics, uncertain parameters, stochastic noise,
parasitic dynamics and other fuzzy factors and inputs. We are at risk here, taking
into consideration the above-mentioned deterministic chaos: the inevitably inexact
values of the input may bring about too great mistakes in the theory’s predictions.
Csete and Doyle claim that mathematical tools are currently progressing in order to
eventually cope with these issues.

As is shown in [9], proteins are themselves highly versatile information-
processing units. In unicellular organisms, protein-based circuits replace the whole
of the nervous system as a behavior-controlling network. In the cells of plants and
animals, numerous and networked proteins transmit information from the plasma
membrane to the genome. The lasting impact of the environment on the
concentration and activity of multitude of proteins in a cell is a real mechanism of
memory saving important data of the environment. Interacting proteins
architecturally and functionally are similar to neural networks. They are
evolutionally trained to identify and respond appropriately to repeating patterns of
external stimuli. Their connectome depends on diffusion-limited encounters
between molecules, thus providing for unique features not found in artificial neural
networks.

So, while current technologies increasingly make use of the so-called
bioinspired computing devices, such as neural networks, evolution algorithms and
multi-agent systems, biology itself is in need of what I would call a computational
ontology and computational formal tools.

The free energy principle as a probable tool of integration

An important instance of applying Bayesian statistics to biological, cognitive
and social ontologies bound with the free energy principle is provided by inquiries
into predictive processing models [10-19]. This intellectual movement that is
commonly called a “paradigm” by many has been spreading extensively — winning
new adepts — and intensively — covering new subject-matters and domains. The
main principles of the doctrine were posited in reference to the cognitive realm, but
their seeming explanatory strength pushed the founders to expand the scope of the
theory, now covering non-cognitive subject-matters in psychology, as well as those
of life and social sciences. The founders and proponents of the approach consider
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their theoretic system “a computationally tractable guide” to discovery in
biological, cognitive, and social sciences [15. P. 1].

Schro“dinger once noted that living systems “are unique among natural
systems because they appear to resist the second law of thermodynamics by
persisting as bounded, self-organizing systems over time” [15. P. 1]. A trans-
disciplinary field known as evolutionary systems theory (EST) has been an attempt
to deal with this issue. The free energy principle is a mechanistic version of EST
that applies to living systems in general.

The free energy doctrine rests on a set of bearing concepts and principles. In
general, the theory construes organisms as embodying “expectations that they need
to ensure are brought about through adaptive action” [10. P. 196].

Variational free energy is defined as a measure of the difference between an
anticipated state of environment and the actual input. Mathematically it is an upper
bound on the so-called “surprisal”, which reflects how strange or unexpected the
current state of the world or of the organism’s own inside is in its perception.

Informational entropy is a measure of uncertainty, which remains after free
energy effectively places an upper limit on surprisal.

The free energy principle (FEP), unlike statistical mechanics, pertains to
systems at non-equilibrium steady state (NESS). It is consistent with
thermodynamics, since the latter can be regarded as a special case of the FEP when
certain conditions are met.

A Markov blanket in a statistical network is the smallest set of nodes that
renders an enclosed node conditionally independent of all others. The behavior of
the enclosed node can be predicted by knowing only the states of those closest
nodes. The same goes for the nodes outside: the enclosed node is pointless for
predicting their behavior. A Markov blanket divides all the states important for the
organism into external, sensory, active, and internal ones.

Active inference is one of the two ways of free energy minimization that
consists in adaptive action reducing uncertainty or surprise about the causes of the
input data.

A generative model is a probabilistic mapping from external causes to the
organism’s observed input data.

The statistical properties of Markov blankets account for processes that
optimize Bayesian model evidence, eventually making the latter a relevant model
of the external states. As Hesp et al. put it, we can describe the universe of
biological systems as Markov blankets and their internal states, which are
themselves composed of Markov blankets and their internal states [10. P. 201].

This multi-level structure of Markov blankets forms a highly dimensional
phase space — a formalization-ready meta-theoretical ontology that, due to the
imagination of the authors, is labeled variational neuroethology. Markov blankets
are capable of upscaling their structure. One example of this is a hypothesis that
some of the organelles of eukaryotic cells used to be prokaryotic cells themselves
(i.e., mitochondria and chloroplasts).

This is what concerns ontology. And the theory states that for an organism to
resist dissipation and persist as an adaptive system that is part of, coupled with, and
yet statistically independent from, the larger system in which it is embedded, it
must embody a probabilistic model of the statistical interdependencies and
regularities of its environment [15. P. 2].
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Biological systems, as any non-linear and non-equilibrium ones, are aligned
by a random dynamical attractor, which is a set of frequently revisited states with
high probability. A state space may be imagined as a free energy landscape the
lowest points of which are inhabited by living systems. FEP asserts that all
biological systems are constantly involved in minimizing their variational free
energy. For an organism to survive is to avoid surprise, which corresponds to
thermodynamic potential energy. According to EST, the drive to minimize surprise
results from natural selection, the latter itself being a free energy minimizing
process.

Internal states of the organism encode a probability distribution over the
external states. “Free energy is a functional (i.e., the function of a function) that
describes the probability distribution encoded by the internal states of the Markov
blanket” [15. P. 4].

The attempts to dispute the FEP conception as a biological meta-theory are not
numerous to date. The only instance I met is in [20].

How biology might be done

The Newtonian mechanics can describe and explain and even predict a
trajectory of a flying stone, but it in no way is a science of minerals. When we
expect biology to reach high theoretical standards of physics, we still think of it as
of a “life science” that, ideally, should be able to deduce all the details of organic,
genetic, physiological and evolutionary processes from a set of highly theoretical
principles and formulas. But those deductively consistent theories never explain all
the facts of any empirical domain. Rather, they cope with facts of a certain kind
observed in different domains. Mechanics knows nothing of chemical composition
of the flying stone, nor of its geological history, but it can predict events that can
happen to both a stone and a bullet. Likewise, we can hardly promote “life science”
from the state of what Kant called “history”, as opposed to “pure science”, to the
desired state of deductive consistency. But we can do so to the science of closed
systems in non-equilibrium states. Those systems, besides living things, can
include societies, astronomical objects and even scientific theories themselves.
Such a discipline, being based on a transparent ontology and equipped with a well-
built formal language, may explain and predict certain kinds of facts in these
domains including that of biology. But biology as such will probably remain a kind
of “history” in Kant’s terms where various formalized theories do their good jobs,
side by side with empirical classifications and qualitative narratives.

In order to “fix the radio” of life, a biologist should start with the first David
Marr’s level of computation: that is, determine the overall goal of the system’s
functioning. It may be a certain combination of adaptation [14], homeostasis [13,
21] and energy efficiency [22]. At that point, i.e., we have a set of control
variables. Then a biologist should develop a complex of algorithms best fit for
achieving goals determined at the first level. Within the algorithms, the so-called
computational primitives [23] must be identified, ie., the elementary nodes,
combinations of which form principal circuits of living body parts, the whole
organisms and their symbiotic and social combinations. And, lastly, biological
observables must be mapped to those primitives in order for algorithmic steps of
the latter to ‘encode’ (not just ‘mimic’) causalities of the former.

Taking into consideration the multiple realization principle, we are in a
position to expect the arrival of a set of competing (and obviously computing)
theories generated this way. And from this very output life science is going to
benefit.
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In 2002, Yuri Lazebnik used a salient and profound metaphor to clarify the main theoretical
shortage that keeps biology from being a unified and deductively consistent science modeled after
physics. Asking if a biologist could fix a broken radio, he revealed that what is missing there is a uni-
fied formal language for describing ultimate elements of living devices together with their typical
combinations, as it is commonly done in radio engineering. I specify in the paper that what Lazebnik
means by a “formal language” is not a language of propositions about the world, i.e., of asserting some
states of affairs, but rather a language of listing relevant types of objects and their relations. I refer to it
as a domain ontology. A theory needs another language to describe actual states of affairs, which most
probably shall be mathematical to be able to represent complicated natural structures in their detail.
Then I touch on the popular views, according to which a domain ontology is inferred by a theory prop-
er. The history of science shows that true theories that are viable today were often paired with now
abandoned ontologies, like that of Caloric or Phlogiston. I suggest that a theory does not infer its on-
tology, but rather is interpreted thereupon, being inferentially independent of it. I also review some
historically important attempt to mathematize the knowledge of life. I mention Alan Turing’s article on
morphogenesis where he used some linear differential equations to explain emergence of complexity
from homogeneity. Then I briefly touch on works Nicolas Rashevsky whose theories provided inspira-
tion to the inventors of artificial neural networks and allowed for abundant use of different mathemati-
cal tools by his disciple Robert Rosen in his study of metabolism. Closer to nowadays, various compu-
tational theories in biology have emerged. Some of them treat protein combinations as networks of
signal-transmitting pathways that can store and process information. Moreover, in unicellular organ-
isms, protein-based circuits replace the whole of the nervous system as a behavior-controlling network.
Other theories propose a view, in which an organism is construed as a system of modules connected
with protocols, of interfaces. A domain ontology like this may considerably simplify the task of scien-
tific description. A special attention is paid to applications of the known free-energy (minimization)
principle to the life science matters, as it has initially intended to explain issues of cognitive science. In
general, within this view, for an organism to survive is to minimize its thermodynamic potential ener-
gy, for which purpose the living being as a whole, and all its subsystems, must constantly produce
statistical models of environment that are constantly updated with incoming data. Some strong Bayesi-
an mathematics combine with this ontology to claim the whole enterprise as the most prominent uni-
versal theory of complex developing systems nowadays. As a general output of the survey, I propose a
computational methodological approach of doing biology based on the famous Marr’s three-level view
on computational systems together with the necessity of identifying elementary nodes, of which living
systems are composed. Such an approach may, as I hope, generate a set of competing theories that will
eventually help biologists to fix their “radio”.

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Traditionally, capitalism as a phenomenon is comprehended in the framework of two approa-
ches: civilizational and world-system. The research of capitalism, presented in the article, is based on
the conceptual history methodology that allows reconstructing the discursive history of “capitalism”.
This methodology open the opportunity to discover “Russian roots” in the history of the emergence of
the concept “capitalism”, furthermore, to propose the opinion that “capitalism” is a Russian project.
The starting point is that Marx never used the concept “capitalism”. It literally “grew” from the transla-
tion of Marx’s Capital into Russian and the discussions around it initiated by the Narodnaya Volya
[People’s Freedom] members, Slavophiles and Marxists. It happened long before the emergence of
Weber’s and Sombart’s works, which are given precedence in the popularization of the concept
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“capitalism”. The key thesis of the research is that Russian politicians, philosophers and writers laid
the Russian-language foundation of the Marxist and liberal methodology of understanding capitalism.
They “forged” this concept from Marx’s Capital, fixed its meaning and content in Marxist (Russian
Marxists) and liberal (liberal members of the Narodnaya Volya) terms; this is why the Marxist and
partly liberal understanding of capitalism is Russian. The idea is discussed that the Slavophiles’ doc-
trine formed the special “spirit’ of capitalism as a Western image of evil, which provided for the nega-
tive connotation of the capitalism concept. The research has shown that the concept “capitalism” be-
came commonly used in Russian political literature (S.N. Rusanov, a Narodnaya Volya member and
later a Socialist Revolutionary, is believed to be the first to start the popularization of the concept
“capitalism” in the print media) and also emerged and was fixed in Russian dictionaries before it hap-
pened in European countries. It is likely that the concept “capitalism” was translated into other Euro-
pean languages based on the Russian original of the Marxist concept of capitalism, and with this
meaning and content it entered into Western dictionaries. It means that the basis of the Marxist and
partly liberal understanding of capitalism for the European world is Russian.

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The problem of substantiating trust as a component of modern scientific rationality is caused by
the need to search for regulatory mechanisms, which are relevant to the specifics of modern social
development. Scientific rationality, which was constructed within the limits of Kant’s “pure mind”,
requires adaptation to new conditions. “Rhizome”, “risk”, “nomadism”, “fluidity” and other similar
characteristics of the modern society, first of all, have a negative resonance for cultural and personal
identities and cause their crisis. The article raises the question of searching for mechanisms of social
development that would be able to see not only rationally verified social practices, but also irrational
moments of social dynamics. The article proposes to consider trust as one of such mechanisms. The
category “trust-based rational type of scientific rationality” is introduced. To explore the role of trust in
maintaining personal identity is a current interest. The modern deconstructivist processes in philosophy
initiate a rethinking of the style of mind that provoked the past (classical) socio-ontological construc-
tions through scientific instrumental rationality. The constructions were aimed at a stationary social
space, were created according to strict logic, and captured the universal, absolute, rationally verified
and reduced schemes of life. The metaphysics of such an ontology was set by the imperious arche-limit
that conditioned the identification of social artifacts and the identification of the person as well. Today,
this view is concretized by sociocultural processes and is actualized in the categories “crisis”, “chaos”,
“risk”, “fluidity”, “rhizome”, etc. The ontological instability of the modern world raises the question:
Is it possible to trust the world if it is in constant motion and change? The problem of trust is raised,
despite the fact that trust is not manifested in a rational way. Trust is a key characteristic of personal
identity since it allows a person to live in an unstable and constantly changing world. Trust comple-
ments the rational mind with a sensory component, which allows rational thoughts to be empathetic to
the world and to understand it. The authors of this article refer to the recognized world authorities P.
Ricoeur and J. Habermas to validate this idea. These philosophers write about the complementarity of
the rational and sensual levels of attitude to the world, and about attention to the rational and irrational
structures of consciousness (understanding, intuition, trust, etc.). However, is it correct to conclude that
a rational style of mind admits irrational constructions and motives? It is necessary to argue the com-
plementarity of rational-logical and irrational-understanding structures of mind. The category “emo-
tional intelligence” is emerging in modern philosophical literature. Rational and irrational structures of
mind are the referent of this category. Trust is an irrational structure and it complements the universal
constructions of mind through the ability of understanding. Mind, which complementarily includes the
structures of trust and understanding, is a new type of rationality. It is “trust-based rational type of
scientific rationality” or “understanding rationality”. The final part of the article discusses education,
which is directly related to the formation of personal identity. Modern education does not pay attention
to the formation of trust as the key structure of the worldview. On the contrary, education pays great
attention to the formation of such personal competencies as entrepreneurship and the ability to com-
merce. All this requires careful consideration and humanitarian expert examination.

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The article deals with the Greek concept of acrateia (dxpdrtewr) and the political history
of its usage from Antiquity till the 21st-century philosophy. We insist that there is a relation between
the connotations of this concept prevailing in texts and those political and cultural contexts that served
as their conceptual landscapes — especially the political discourses of power. We focus on the specific
political consequences of the procedure, which produces and fixes connotations of concepts, and try
to problematize power discourses optics within the theoretical framework of our research based on the
historical analysis of the political history of using acrateia as a concept and on the hermeneutic
analysis of the philosophical texts in which this concept was defined and implemented. Within
the given perspective, related concepts and historical contexts of their usage are compared;
the methodological and conceptual potential of the concept “acratic optics” is established as a possible
synonym for the concept “anarchist optics” to allow the productive and detailing elaboration
of its meaning by emphasizing its philosophical foundations. Relying on the Greek texts by Plato,
Aristotle, Xenophon, and others, we have made an effort to review the range of conventional meanings
of various morphological forms of the concept “acrateia” (especially negative ones) to show
the possibility of their implicit potential redefining in terms of the positive sense of “freedom”, without
“reducing” these meanings to the “lack of power” or “incontinence” only, which discredited,
caricaturized and destructed the possible positive meanings of acrateia as “freedom”, “independence”,
or “absence of power” like in the related barbaric word “acratia” (dxpatia). Thus, two acratic
modalities in official political and philosophical discourses are discovered and analyzed in the article.
One of them is the negative meaning “incontinence” or “lack of power” in terms of the power
discourse: in its framework, the multi-stage modalization of the concept’s meaning established only
the negative potential of this word. The other one, which we try to reconstruct using the hermeneutic
analysis of the Ancient Greek sources, is neutral or positive one. We introduce the procedure
of a “step-by-step definition” for political designation of concepts, which shows that the positive sense
of this word is possible, and even mention the example of its usage in the neutral sense by Aristotle
in Meteorology to prove that its neutral meaning was also fixed in ancient times. We hope the article
could contribute to shedding the light on the non-obvious or intentionally hidden senses of the
word “acrateia” as well as of its paronymic terms “acratic”, “acratia”, “acrates”, etc. As a result
of the present study, we redefine the “redefined” term and try to return to the investigated concept its
initial meanings, especially those acquired “apophatically” during the long political history of its
existence.
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THE ONTOLOGICO-POLITICAL ASPECT OF HEIDEGGER’S
THOUGHT!

The article provides the ontological context for a possible Heideggerian solution of a politi-
co-philosophical problem. Both the ontological issue and the politico-philosophical issue
share the same problematic structure of the relation between the general and the particular.
The general is the cause and the particular is the effect. Hence, this issue is the ontological
issue of causality. The article demonstrates that how the Heideggerian thought of Being
dwells on the issue of cause, and how the introduction of the ontological difference, and in-
terdependence, of being and Being can shed light on the political aspect of thought.
Keywords: causality, individual, Heidegger, ontology, political philosophy

Introductory remarks: The fundamental assumptions
of Heidegger’s thought

The following things are presupposed in Heidegger’s thought.

First, it is Seynsgeschichtlicht, i.e. it has to do with the historical unfolding of
Being. It is not a narrowly construed political stance. The historicity of his thought
means that the latter can be understood only with respect to the ontological situa-
tion of the time. It is a stage in the unfolding of Being. Here, Heidegger can be
seen to follow in the footsteps of German Idealism which saw history as the scene
or way of Absolute’s appearance(-to-itself) wherein philosophy plays a crucial role
(cf. [1. P.25; 2. P. 9, 23-24]). Philosophy formulates the shape in which Being
appears. These essential transformations take shape simultaneously in a historical
epoch and in the minds of the great thinkers. Currently, we live in an era where the
principle shaped first in the philosophy of Plato has achieved its essential fruition
(cf. [3]): it achieved more of its essence in Descartes’s time than it had achieved in
the Platonic time, and even more in the 19th c. of Hegel, Nietzsche and others, and
Heidegger positions himself among the epochal thinkers. If there is a political as-
pect in Heidegger’s philosophy, it utterly supervenes on his ontology. It is about
the re-appearance of Being.

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Second, we must heed the wisdom that there is no subject and object distinc-
tion, or, rather, that they are in truth one. Although the culture of Heidegger’s (and
our) time seems to be permeated with the imagery and guidelines of materialistic
sciences and “the [technological] use of [material] bodies™ (cf. [4]), the ontological
understanding of this Geschehen must assume the absence of the dualism. The
problem is not “materialism” or “dualism” but a peculiar revelation of unity, which
Heidegger calls Gestell. With the term Gestell, the technological is critiqued but
not reduced to mere criticism and certainly not to a rejection thereof. He also
names it subjectity (Subjektitdt) [5. P. 450], or the forgetfulness of Being.

Further, we must consider the distinction of subject and Dasein as it corre-
sponds to the distinction of Being and Gestell.

On the distinction between subject and Dasein

Heidegger could not speak about Dasein if his own Being were not Dasein.
There is no difference (a distinction there may well be) between subject and object;
hence, a thinker can only say about Wirklichkeit what he can say about himself. If
Heidegger speaks about forgetfulness of Being, it is because he himself has forgot-
ten Being. This forgetfulness is to be understood thus: it is not a shortcoming of
our time which is successfully avoided by Heidegger (alone) but a constant charac-
teristic of Being. The fault of our time consists precisely in not acknowledging the
forgetfulness to Being, of being willing to keep it in mind and make it a property of
the self. Subject is precisely the kind of self which has made Being into its proper-
ty, or object. And Being has thus deprived him of freedom, quid pro quo. Dasein,
or freedom, is about letting go of Being, about forgetting it. What is constant is not
the subjectivity of Being but its appearance via forgetfulness. Describing this struc-
ture (named the ontological difference) is the great contribution by Heidegger.

To emphasize, the forgetfulness of the distinction between being and Being is
a constant. The remembering of Being is the remembering of the distinction be-
tween being and Being. This latter does not refer to a dissolution of the distinction
between being and Being but, on the contrary, it refers to the remembering of this
very forgetfulness. To remember Being is to remember it as self-concealing (or
forgotten): it is simultaneously to remember the distinction between being and Be-
ing and the forgetfulness of this distinction. It is by radicalising this forgetfulness
of the forgetfulness of Being that this very forgetfulness itself (Being itself) is for-
gotten: the (post)ymodern forgetfulness of Being (i.e., Gestell) is a radicalisation of
the constant forgetfulness of Being. Like with the death of God which was pro-
claimed by Nietzsche’s madman, it is both a terrible thing and a dawn. It is only
possible because the Greeks had failed to think this Being as forgetfulness (Being
as Being) and thus, paradoxically, formulated the potentiality for its forgetfulness.

Analogous to the dualism between subject and object, there is the dualism be-
tween spirit and matter, or the particular and the general. The general would then
represent the state run in a mechanistic fashion according to the general law, based
on the principle of unity (a Newtonian kind of vis mortua or a Hobbesian Levia-
than, also see [6]), and the particular would then represent the individual who is
contraposed against the general (the machine-like universality) and may rebel
against it, based on the principle of plurality. Heidegger with his supposedly criti-
cal stance against the technological and the technologically run society and/or
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academy would then be placed among the “individualists”; hence, an (unfounded)
individualist reading of the term Dasein.

But, in truth, Dasein means an unfolding of the world which has not suc-
cumbed to the dualism between the one and the many. In Heidegger’s own words:

Is this one Being something before all unfolding, that is, something that exists
for itself, whose independence is the true essence of Being? Or is Being in its es-
sence never not unfolded so that the manifold and its foldings constitute precisely
the peculiar oneness of that which is intrinsically gathered up? Is Being imparted
to the individual modes in such a way that by this imparting it in fact parts itself
out, although in this parting out it is not partitioned in such a way that, as divided,
it falls apart and loses its authentic essence, its unity? Might the unity of Being lie
precisely in this imparting parting out? And if so, how would and could something
like that happen [geschehen]? What holds sway in this event [Geschehen]? (These
are questions concerning Being and Time!) [7. P. 25; 8. P. 31].

This structure is discovered as the primordial structure of the Greek thought
and the presupposition of the very distinction between matter and form. Matter and
form are not separated but are united as power (potentiality) and entelechy. Their
unity is energeia'. And its structure recovered is the structure of Dasein [10.
P. 250-253]. On the one hand, the Greek dmoxeiusvov has evolved into the modern
subject as the metaphysical basis for the Gestell; on the other hand, its primordial
reconsideration by Heidegger demonstrates it to be Dasein, rooted in a constant
forgetfulness of Being.

The first note on causality: The subject as the causal principle

The modern romantic rebellion against the law and regularity or the attempt to
find place for the individual in the causal order of the cosmos, the state or even
everydayness is but another side of the same coin (cf. [11]): they both express the
principle of the subjectum. The Cartesian subject is both the source of mechanical
laws which are ,,logically*, i. e. without contradiction, deduced from the axioms of
the res cogitans [12. P. 76] and the owner of the individual will with its conatic
attempt at individual happiness. Furthermore, it is this conatic attempt which is the
driving force of the technological world.

We can explain that with an analogy. Even though the hardware in a computer
is more tangible than its software, the former can only exist because of the latter.
Likewise, even though modern technologies are more tangible, they can only exist
because of the conatic drive of individual happiness. Likewise, the rationalism of
the Enlightenment was driven by a romantic force.

We can explain it further with another analogy — that of the movement of a
hand. Let us suppose that one is manually grasping a glass. Three aspects can be
distinguished in this sole movement. The first one is the “brutal” hand muscle
movement to embrace the piece of glass. The second one is the meaningful move-
ment of a living hand to take a glass (in order to drink some water). This distinction

! Even though Aristotelian energy and entelechy tend to be conflated into one actuality, they are in fact
different. Entelechy is quasi ever at rest (unity), while potentiality is quasi movement, or change, itself. Ener-
gy is their unity.

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so far, analogous to the body/spirit distinction', is not sufficient. Hence, there is the
third and most important one — the taking-of-the-glass itself. Just like Aristotle saw
that the (“form” or “telos” of the) movement itself is ontologically prior, and the
“body” as “matter” exists because of the telos or as the telos. To phrase it in
Heidegger’s words, we do not hear because we have ears, but we have and can
have ears only because we hear and are beings that hear [13. P. 220]. Likewise, it is
only because of the modern subject that modern technology can exist as its way of
being.

The modern subject is the ontological-causal principle of the modern techno-
logical uncovering of the world. And Heidegger is so far from opposing causality
that his own thought can be said to center on the ontological problem of causality.
Everything is “caused” by Being and the way it is revealed. And the modern de-
terministic-mechanistic-technological notion of causality is but an expression of
subjectism (Being revealed as sub-ject).

Heidegger’s overcoming of the subject consists namely in the realisation of
the “forgetful” character of this causal principle.

The second note on causality: Subjectum as appearance,
or unconcealment

Heidegger recovers the structure of the ontological difference by dwelling on
the original meaning of subjectum/drokeiyevov, among other things, in the first
remaining textual evidence of the Western thinking about causality, or “necessity”
(10 ypewv) as the ontological causal principle.

It is the Anaximander fragment which, based on John Burnet’s analysis,
Heidegger takes to have originally been this: ,,xatd t0 ypemv-ddvar yop ovTd
diknv kol tiow dAAqAoig The adwciag [14. P. 340-341]. It is taken to express the
same ontological structure as the Aristotelian one quoted above. It is the structure
of the ontological difference: 70 ypewv refers to Being, and the remaining part of
the fragment refers to its temporality and beings. For Heidegger, temporality and
beings are the domain of the limit (népog), thus, the ever-self-concealing Being can
be named by Anaximander the limitless (t0 &nepov). The latter ever presents the
former with its temporal constancy (Weile). Hence the danger that the ever-present
constancy will be reduced to the sub-jectum as Being’s concealment is forgotten
[14. P. 368]. The correct analysis of Dasein implies an ontologically correct under-
standing of Being as 70 ypewv.

This clearly brings us to the analysis of Zuhandenheit, or readiness-to-hand, in
Being and Time, which is crucial to the correct understanding of Dasein. Heidegger
links ypeav to ypaw/ypdouocr and yeip — respectively, I need, I handle, hand [14.
P. 366]. Dasein is primordially a handler, a user, and is conceived in the image of
Being as the handler and user of beings. Dasein and Being share the same ontolog-
ical structure.

Being is in charge of beings and has them at its disposal (verfiigt) [14. P. 363].
Being is likewise characterised both in the analysis of Dasein and in that of Aristo-
tle’s (meta)physics (cf. [15. P. 69; 16. P. 247]). The essence of a being is to be the
property (ovocio, Anwesen) of Being as well as to be in-the-world, that is, in the
aprioric interrelation with other beings because Being “imparts” but is not “parti-

tioned” (see above). This interrelation by which Being preserves “justice” (tiolg) in
things, or presents them with “justice”, is conceived as joyful (frui). “Frui involves
praesto habgére. Praesto, praesitum is in Greek dmoxeiuevov, that which already lies
before us in unconcealment, odoia, that which lingers awhile in presence. ‘“To use’
accordingly suggests: to let something present come to presence as such; frui, to
brook, to use, usage, means: to hand something over [aushindigen] to its own es-
sence and to keep it in hand, preserving it as something present [in der wahrenden
Hand behalten...]” [14. P. 367; 17. P. 53]. Dasein is Dasein, that is, one’s “own”, if
and only if it has been transformed from subject into the preserver of the presence
of the forgetfulness of Being.

It is the movement analogous to the movement from the present-at-hand
(Vorhanden) to the ready-to-hand (Zuhanden) (cf. [18. P. 120].

The third note on causality: The cause as the general-particular

The essence of the subject is the present-at-hand. The ontological origin of it
lies in the Platonic idog (3). For Heidegger, it is in Aristotle’s legacy that the root-
edness of the presence of eldoc in the temporal structure of Being can be uncovered
and demonstrated. In Metaphysics, Aristotle touches upon the problematics of the
relation between the particular and the general and, accordingly, links the grasp of
the causal ontological principal (eidoc, Télog, pope#) to the particular and temporal
aspect of yvy.

In Metaphysics [19. 980b and further], one conceives eidog (the constant es-
sence) via the temporality of skill. One starts with the empirical observation of an if’
(when)..., then... connection (e.g., if one drank lemon juice, one became less slug-
gish/flegmatic), and via repetitive observation of the same connection — from the
presentification (Gegenwartigen) of this connection in the temporal-practical work —
one arrives at the presentation (Prisentation) (to himself) of essence, or the “out-
ward look” (Aussehen, €i5oc) [20. P. 51-52]. Crucially, the temporal aspect re-
mains in the presentation of eidoc.

Knowledge of &idog provides one with the knowledge of a constant causal
connection: because this happens..., therefore also this happens. But this
knowledge presupposes the temporal practical circumspection of things, that is, the
referential system of the ready-to-hand analysed in Being and Time. Hence, the
general ever refers to the particular, while the particular ever refers to the general:
they move in the “Aristotelian-Anaximandran” circle of Being and beings de-
scribed above. Heidegger is emphatic that the Greek thinkers who made the dis-
tinction between the general (kaB6Lov) and the particular (éxactov) also took for
granted their unity.

While the theoretically graspable principle (Being) is one, it contains a power,
or possibility, of a multitude of practices, and it preserves itself as constant, or the-
oretical, only by spreading-through in the practices which presuppose it [21.
P. 129-130]. Heidegger’s philosophy is not “anti-Platonic” or “anti-Aristotelian” in
that in throws itself away from the “dead” causal force into an “unreflected” living
force. On the contrary, Heidegger’s achieved aim is a sort of Aufhebung of this
distinction. The grasp of the constant Presence of (ever-self-concealing) Being may
be opposed to the disowned temporality of the now-time but not to the own, “au-
thentic”, temporality. Being is one with the “authentically” conceived time which
is given origin to and gathered by Being.
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In Being and Time, the temporal interrelatedness which is “abstracted” into a
constant causal connection is said to be pre-predicative [15. P. 359]. It is non-
thematic also in Aristotle’s writings and is generally presupposed by all Greek
thought. Furthermore, by the same token, it must be presupposed also by modern
subjectist thought which is but a variant of the Greek one. This is how the general
law is united this a particular individual.

Here, the importance of Kant’s transcendentalism cannot be exaggerated. The
insight of the unity of categories and the sensible form of time was the presupposi-
tion of thematising the temporal interrelatedness which underlies the conceptual
grasp of Being. Thanks to Kant, Heidegger is able to revive the primordial struc-
ture of the ancient Greek thought; first of all, by demonstrating in Being and Time
that the proposition which refers to the objective, or general, is inseparable from
the circumspect using of things and working. Situative deliberation is essential to
the transcendental schema of ,,if/when..., then...”, from which representation of
constant object arises. But this, again, is only possible because of keeping in view
the whole of Zeug, because of being in a referential and temporal “context” [15.
P. 359]. Just like Kant’s productive imagination sublates the distinction of the par-
ticular and the general, so a Heideggerian ontological revelation of a being is only
possible as an irreducible unity of it with Being.

A concluding remark

We have sketched how the politico-philosophical problem of the relation be-
tween the general and the particular has an ontological counterpart as the key issue
in Heidegger’s thought. Heidegger’s thinking of Being is to be seen as a novel kind
of the sublation of the two opposites — Being, or the General, and beings, or the
particular. Being, as ever-self-concealing, provides the individual with freedom
because the former does not transform itself into a dead generality, or any being-
like entity at all, while the free individual provides Being with its appearance by
allowing Being to be “forgotten”.
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THE ONTOLOGICO-POLITICAL ASPECT OF HEIDEGGER’S THOUGHT
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The article provides the ontological context for a possible Heideggerian solution of a politico-
philosophical problem. This problem is rooted in the context of the history of Being, namely, at the
end of the history of metaphysics which allows and demands transforming its ground. At the end of the
history of metaphysics, Being has revealed itself as Subject. Both the ontological issue and the politi-
co-philosophical issue share the same problematic structure, that of Gestell as well as of the relation
between the general and the particular. The general is the cause and the particular is the effect. Hence,
this issue is the ontological issue of causality. The article demonstrates that how the Heideggerian
thought of Being dwells on the issue of cause, and how the introduction of the ontological difference,
and interdependence, of being and Being can shed light on the political aspect of thought. First, the
article indicates that both Subject and Dasein are variants of the fundamental self-revelation of Being
as vmokeiuevov. The metaphysico-historical conclusion of the latter is Subject, or Gestell, but its
Heideggerian transformation is Dasein. The time of Gestell is characterised by a strict, yet reciprocally
supportive, opposition between the one (the general) and the many (the particular) whereas Dasein is
characterised by the ontological circle and unity between the one and the many, based on an original
interpretation of ancient Greek thought. Second, the article demonstrates that Subject, or Being as
Subject, is the causal principle which governs the modern time. Everything has to do with the causal
principle. Thus, the transformation of the fundamental structure of our time has to do with the trans-
formation of this causal principle, that is, of transforming subject into self-concealing Being. Third, the
article shows that the analysis of causality is rooted in the description of the ready-to-hand in Being
and Time, which is subsequently reintegrated in the reinterpretation of pre-Socratic thought (here, of
the thought of Anaximander), that is, in the course of transforming the ground of Western thought into
self-concealing Being. It freshly reveals the structure of ontological difference as that of the relation
between the one and the many, or the general and the particular, where the general is no more con-
ceived as a being but as Being. Finally, the very ontological unity of the one and the many is shown to
be embedded in causality itself. This unity, as exhibited already in Being and Time, with the help of the
principles exposed by Aristotle and Kant, is equiprimordial, or ontologically synonymous, with the
ontological relation between Being and time.

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In this article, I analyze one version of the criticism of Parmenides’ thesis “what-is is one” in
Plato (Soph. 244c¢8-9) and two versions of criticism of this thesis in Aristotle (Phys. A, 3). Plato bases
his refutation on the assumption that Parmenides, who pronounced his thesis, must agree with the
presence of two different entities — the name “what-is” and the name “one”, but it contradicts his
thesis. The first version of Aristotle’s criticism asserts that in Parmenides’ thesis “one” as a property is
different from “what-is” as a property, ergo etc. The second version of Aristotle’s criticism asserts that
in Parmenides’ thesis “what-is” as a property is different from what it is inhered in, ergo etc. I have
shown that all three versions of criticism are effective against Parmenides’ thesis in the case of the
interpretation of “what-is” in it as a real object. I have also shown that in the case of the interpretation
of “what-is” Parmenides’ thesis as a mental object, which is an internal object of the act of thinking,
none of the versions refutes this thesis. In justifying my conclusions, I have used the notation for
propositional attitudes reports with epistemic operators. Also, I have interpreted an internal object of
thinking as an abstract object that encodes the characteristics, which are attributing to it in the act of
thinking, but at the same time this abstract object is also capable of exemplifying some characteristics.
I have used the exemplification-encoding distinction from E. Zalta’s theory of abstract objects. In
rewriting the three versions of Parmenides’ refutation for the case of mental objects, I have replaced
“names” and “what a property is inherent in” with abstract mental objects, and “properties” with
characteristics encoded by abstract objects, whose characteristics are also mental objects. I have shown
that the formalization of the first version of Aristotle’s criticism could contain non-predicative
functions in the sense of Principia Mathematica. 1 have revealed the structural similarity of Plato’s
refutation with the second version of Aristotle’s refutation. The same can be said about the blocking of
these refutations that I have considered.

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Doctrines of the philosophy of right took a special place in philosophers’ investigations in Ger-
man universities at the turn of the 20th century. This was mainly due to the formation of the science of
right as an independent discipline in the 19th century. The basis of discussions in the sphere of the
philosophy of right was the questions of the methodology of the new science of right, the correlation of
the empirical and philosophical science of right. The ideas of the Neo-Kantian philosopher Emil Lask
take a prominent place in the context of discussions about right in the late 19th and early 20th centu-
ries, in particular, in opposition to practice-oriented legal positivism and Neo-Kantianism. In my inves-
tigation I try to reconstruct Lask’s docrine of right set out in his dissertation Philosophy of Right
(1905), in which Lask seeks to overcome the extremes philosophies of right in the spirit of Kantianism
and Hegelianism. This opportunity is given by an understanding of the philosophy of right as a doc-
trine of the type of attribution to value, as well as the formulation of a special understanding of the
“social” type of attribution to value, combining and individualizing Kant’s ethics and Hegel’s social
teachings. A necessary condition for the methodology of the new doctrine of right is, according to
Lask, the approval of the pre-scientific stage of knowledge. The material of cultural sciences, in par-
ticular, of right, is a unity of the material of reality and the material that appeared as a result of the pre-
scientific formation of concepts. The methodology developed by Lask provided for the formation of a
“logic of right” as a special value perspective for researching right. The science of right is the result of
an epistemological analysis of legal experience. Through the perspective of the philosophy of values of
Baden Neo-Kantianism, it serves as a response to the metaphysical doctrines of right and the develop-
ing practice-oriented legal theories of the positivist sense in the second half of the 19th century. The
“Philosophy of Right” is an organic stage in the formation of a mature philosophical project of Lask —
the logic of philosophy.

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HUSSERL AND FREGE: TRAJECTORIES OF COMPARATIVE STUDIES

Keywords: psychologism; concept; ideal unities; phenomenology; analytic philosophy

Comparative studies of Frege’s and Husserl’s legacy do not lose intensity during seven decades.
The aim of the article is the comprehension of preconditions and the main directions of those issues.
The author considers Frege’s Review of Dr. E. Husserl’s Philosophy of Arithmetic (1894) as the histor-
ical precedent which is a prerequisite for a comparative research of Husserl and Frege. The diversions
between Frege and Husserl regarding the concept of number are significant for setting up boundaries
of logicism. Nevertheless, the author argues the nourishing source of the comparative analysis of Fre-
ge’s and Husserl’s doctrines is not their contradictions but their resemblance. The scholars worked out
the problem of clean thinking (reinen Denken), which derives its categories from its development.
They both tried to overcome the subjectivism and psychologism, free the logical categories from the
psychological content. They both understood thought as the objective, universal entity that is inde-
pendent of carriers. The scholars had common ontological and epistemological stances. The fact of
their mutual criticism arouses keen interest in this context. This criticism invoked the resonance in
such directions of the comparative studies as (1) discussion of the problem of Frege’s and Husserl’s
psychologism and anti-psychologism; (2) assessment of the influence of Frege’s ideas on the origin of
phenomenology; (3) the search for the roots of the separation between phenomenology and analytic
philosophy. The author considers the understanding of “psychologism” and its subsequent reception by
Willard, Hanna, Dammett, Kusch, Mohanty, and Centrone. After that the author outlines the points of
comparing in the early logical and mathematical works by Frege and Husserl (the concepts of number,
multitude, equivalency; singular terms; proper names; indexicals; substitutivity). Further, the author
concerns the discussion by Fellesdal, Mohanty, Rosado Haddock, lerna, Zuh, and Kiinne regarding the
question of whether Frege’s criticism was crucial to form phenomenology or not. In conclusion, the
author considers the searches of the origins of the “gap” between analytic and phenomenological phi-
losophy. The latter was detected by Dammett, Parsons, Cobb-Stevens, Willard, Ruin, Ladov, and oth-
ers in the logical and semantic pioneering of Frege and Husserl.

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This study analyzes the philosophical underpinnings of the periodization of Japanese history
proposed by the Tendai monk Jien (1155-1225) in the early 13th century within the framework of
Japanese Buddhism. The research is based on the historiosophical writing Gukansho (c. 1221). In
Gukansho, Jien linked the idea of historical causation to Buddhism cosmology and offered a periodiza-
tion of his country’s history in terms of Japanese Buddhism. It is well known among Japanologists that
Jien divided Japanese history into seven periods according to invisible and visible principles — dori.
After a textual analysis of Gukansho, the author has concluded that invisible principles are rules de-
termined by the cosmic world order and visible principles are rules determined by the worldly power
and order. The textual analysis allows distinguishing three other periodization schemes depending on
various criteria: 1) three traditionally designated epochs (ancient times, recent ancient times, present
days); 2) three periods corresponding to the three ages of the deterioration of the Buddhist Doctrine
(The True Law, The Semblance Law, The Latter Day of the Law); 3) four periods due to the form of
rulership (an emperor, an emperor and a regent, an ex-emperor, an emperor with a shogun and a re-
gent). The author shows that the four classifications do not conflict with each other. They are closely
interrelated and organize historical data to legitimize the supreme power of the imperial house, the
Fujiwara regency and the military rule. The traditional periodization is a simple scheme reflecting
empirical observation. The three other schemes are based on the theoretical framework and shaped by
the Buddhist cosmological worldview and the theory of the three ages of Buddhism. These three clas-
sifications create a causative context for historical events. They reveal the up-and-down course of
Japanese history working towards degeneracy. The four forms of rulership are ways of adjusting to
different stages of the deteriorating half of the kalpa. The traditional tripartite periodization is included
in this philosophical system by being grounded on the doctrine of the three ages of Buddhism.

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The article presents a comparative analysis of the views of Frege and Kant on the nature of
mathematical propositions. The author of the article puts the distinction between the epistemological
and logico-semantic justification of knowledge as the basis for comparing Kant’s transcendental ap-
proach and Frege’s logicism. The first is carried out by referring to the process of thinking and to the
subject’s mind. The second considers the objective conditions for the truth of propositions and aims to
make the truth of propositions as obvious as possible by the rigorous logical proof of the latter. In
Kant’s interpretation, the structure of the justification of mathematical knowledge contains an essential
reference to the a priori faculties of our reason. Frege’s interest lies in revealing the objective relations
between propositions that lie in the foundation of mathematics. For Frege, the proof of mathematical
propositions must be an invariable and objective sequence of truths that are fundamentally independent
of the subject’s thinking. However, Frege tends to refer exclusively to the laws of logic in the proof of
arithmetic propositions. Such an explanation of mathematics through logic has its own epistemological
motive. Frege hopes that mathematics, as well as logic, will have a priori laws of thought as its subject.
If it were technically possible to prove that mathematics is an objective extension of logic, the episte-
mological question about the nature of mathematical knowledge would also be answered. Obviously,
the method of transcendental philosophy is not applicable to such a narrow task. However, it is wrong
to interpret Frege’s logicism as overcoming Kant’s transcendentalism. The transcendental method,
within the framework of the problem of the nature of mathematics, probably has a place, but only as a
solution to the epistemological question of how we know or understand mathematical judgments. Nev-
ertheless, Frege’s works consistently reject some of Kant’s particular ideas. His criticism of the idea of
justifying mathematical knowledge by appealing to space and time, and his demand to pay attention to
the proof of mathematical propositions certainly modify and replace the definitions of a priori, a poste-
riori, analytical, and synthetic knowledge given by Kant.

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The article considers the feminist and anti-feminist ideas of the Russian historian and sociologist
Maksim Kovalevsky. Domestic thinkers largely contributed to the emergence in Russia of feminism as
a social phenomenon and the theory of feminism in the history of Russian social thought. The specifics
of historical, cultural, legal, economic development influenced the understanding of many issues with-
in the framework of social sciences, including the need to study the “female question” in sociology.
The article reflects the results of a theoretical study in which Kovalevsky’s ideas about the position of
women in society were analyzed. The problem of the status of women in society was noticeably ex-
pressed at the turn of the 20th century. Kovalevsky is one of the most famous Russian classical sociol-
ogists who contributed to the development of this issue. He created the well-known theory of the fami-
ly, in the framework of which the position of women in society was considered. In his works,
Kovalevsky challenged the idea of some domestic and foreign thinkers about the subordinate position
of a woman in society and rather pointed to her relative autonomy in family development, noting the
tendency of her gaining more freedom in the future. As a deputy of the I State Duma, Kovalevsky
participated in the discussion of the issue of civil equality and the provision of political equality for
women. Professor Kovalevsky was directly involved in the organization of higher education for wom-
en and in teaching. For Kovalevsky, the question of the position of women was associated with the
doctrine of solidarity and the concept of progress. According to the scientist, the emancipation of
women is included in the general order of social development. Following the logic of the movement of
social progress assumed by Kovalevsky, the position of women in society will change in line with the
general trend of growth in the emancipation of the individual.

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The growing importance of the religious factor and religious identities in modern social and po-
litical practices, the inclusion of religious meanings in the spheres of public and international politics
predetermine the research interest in examining the religious situation in Russia. Research on this topic
is conducted in sociological, political, historical, philosophical and other contexts. At the same time,
national polls and studies cannot fully reflect the entire variety of situations in Russian regions, which
requires regional studies. In addition, the relevance of the issue is determined by the fact that the au-
thorities” underestimation of the role of the religious factor, a belated response to interethnic and inter-
faith contradictions can lead to an increase in tension, and sometimes to open conflicts. The article
analyzes the current religious situation in Udmurtia on the basis of an ethnosociological study con-
ducted in November—December 2020. The sample size was 1,600 respondents representing the adult
urban and rural population of the republic aged 18 years and older, broken down by sex, age cohorts,
education level and type of settlement (the statistical error does not exceed 3% with a confidence level
of 0.95). As a result of the study, the following conclusions were made. A stable inter-confessional
situation remains in Udmurtia. The general indicators of the population’s religiosity demonstrate the
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persistence of long-term trends and generally correspond to the national characteristics. The number of
believers changes insignificantly; there are no serious reasons for correcting this trend. The religious
landscape of the republic has developed and any significant changes can hardly be expected. Religious
organizations should adjust their activities in a number of key areas in order to increase the involve-
ment of believers in religious life. The analysis shows that residents of the region with a low material
income, low level of education and young people somewhat more often demonstrate distrust of repre-
sentatives of other confessions and admit the possibility of conflicts on religious grounds in Udmurtia.
In this regard, the authorities are encouraged to work more actively with these categories of citizens. In
addition, it is necessary to constantly monitor the religious situation and monitor interfaith relations in
the region.

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The author examines the features of the economic ethics of Russian spiritual Christians—
Molokans, analyzes the connection between people’s religious views and economic behavior. The
novelty of the work consists in an attempt to systematize the elements of the Molokans’ economic
ethics, to explain the reasons for their formation from a religious and sociological point of view in their
relationship, to show that the analysis of their progressive experience is useful in the formation of a
new economic ethics in modern Russia. The author lists the factors that led to the formation of the
Molokan economic ethics based on biblical texts. Among these factors, he singles out: the lack of
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asceticism, rejection of religious mysticism and faith in oneself, the combination of agricultural labor
with other types of activity, the predominance of the personally free population, the rejection of equal
land use, the high level of literacy of the Molokans, the deprivation of many civil rights, the equality of
men and women in the family, the lack of a mandatory fasting schedule and a large number of holi-
days, migrant activity, the habit of high adaptability to changing living conditions. The author explains
why the Bible was a practical guide for the economic activities of the Molokans, but did not become
one for the Orthodox population. He argues that the books of the Bible contain advice on almost all
elements of economic ethics, but in order to put them into the basis of economic activity it was neces-
sary to know the Bible perfectly, in pre-revolutionary Russia it was possible only for a small part of the
literate population. Therefore, it was within the framework of this sect in Russia that economic ethics
was formed as an integral set of views on the correct management of the economy. The author con-
cludes that since in our time the Bible is the publicly available primary source of faith for all Christians
and its economic recommendations are universal for the entire believing population, Christian econom-
ic ethics, due to the common source of faith, can only be one, despite the many dogmatic differences
and contradictions between Christian confessions and sects.

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The present study focuses on academic dynasty as implementation of the concept of “profession-
al dynasty”. It states that, in modern socio-humanitarian science, the approach focusing not on the
descriptiveness of academic dynasties’ achievements, but on the investigation of the problems of sus-
tainability in professional values reproduction within the sociology of professions and in the context of
professional structures transformation, with emphasis on not only constructive, but also destructive
social effects of a dynasty, is becoming relevant. Within this approach, the author sets the problem of
studying the patterns and features of the constructing of images of a professional dynasty in the mod-
ern Russian scientific environment. This will allow applying some “objective” parameters of the exist-
ence of academic dynasties as a social group to an imaginary identity. According to the empirical data
obtained during interviews, the objectives are set to identify the features of positive and negative dyn-
asty image design by members of the interviewed families, and to focus on the procedure and factors
for the creation of retrospective and perspective images of their families as professional dynasties. The
author draws a connection between the constructed image of a professional dynasty in general (its
advantages and disadvantages as such) and the perception of oneself as a real participant in family
dynasty strategies. In the latter case, it is possible to classify the obtained data into three groups, ap-
proximately equal in quantitative terms, in line with the “emotional” attribute — positive, neutral and
skeptical. Of these, the first two form a fairly stable and effective image of dynastic ties in professional
trajectories. It is also noted that the “skepticism” of the respondents’ interpretations (group 3) derive
from these three factors: concentration on personal efforts in the profession, underestimation of their
own contribution to family achievements, and either complete or partial failure of professional self-
realization. The author also notes that the various evaluations that account for the transformations of
the professional dynasty as a social phenomenon are attributable to the action of socio-psychological
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factors, such as characteristics of family members affecting the productivity of interpersonal interac-
tion within the dynasty, the specificity of scientific creative activities as a special social environment,
and the psychological basis of social interaction.

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The author believes that the postsecular society in Russia has a number of features that distin-
guish it from the European model. The specifics of the postsecular society in Russia are determined by
the form of Soviet secularization and the cultural and sociopolitical context within which the transition
to postsecularity was taking place. The author considers Soviet secularization through the concept of
political religion, the essence of which is the sacralisation of social and political phenomena and the
replacement of the transcendental sacred with the immanent. The results of Soviet secularization were
different from those of Western secularization. In particular, legal worldview pluralism, which had
become the norm for Western secular societies, was not possible in Soviet society, no “market of reli-
gions” emerged, etc. The weakening and collapse of the Soviet regime determined the context in which
Russian society was transitioning to a postsecular state, and this context was different from that in
Europe. The author identifies the following features of the postsecular society in Russia. (1) Acute
polemics related to the presence of religion in secular spheres (education, science, army, etc.). More
often, there is no dialogue between the bearers of secular and religious worldviews, but their confron-
tation, which is complicated by explicit or implicit government intervention. (2) Convergence between
the state and the dominant religious organisation, the Russian Orthodox Church. In Western societies,
the postsecular activization of religious organisations does not lead to a stronger connection between
the state and any religious groups. (3) Religion has been revived in Russia not so much to perform its
own religious function — to save the soul, but to solve a number of worldly tasks — ideological, cultural
and identificational. The postsecular Russian Orthodoxy reminds a secular religion. 4) Russia’s transi-
tion to a postsecular state was due to: a change in the policy of the authorities towards religion; a tran-
sition from suppression to religious freedom, which was later replaced by a policy of supporting tradi-
tional religions and restricting all others; the fall of the Soviet regime and its political religion; the
formation of a new state and the problem of its legitimisation; anomie and a crisis of values in society,
which is used to having the only official worldview supported by the state. These factors, along with
the legacy of Soviet secularization, predetermined the form of religious revival and the characteristics
of the Russian postsecular society.

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STREET ART AND ITS FUNDAMENTAL COMMUNICATION FEATURES
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Street art is an important global sociocultural phenomenon which is of interest to many research-
ers in the social sciences and humanities. Street art is a specific way of communication since street
artists, through their topical social and political works, involve audience in a dialogue. In this regard,
this article discusses street art from the perspective of its communication features. The first fundamen-
tal communication feature of street art is its location in the street and, as a consequence, its contraposi-
tion to museum and gallery art. In this respect, communication initiated by a street artist is able to
cover potentially more people than a museum that addresses a limited audience. Street artists create
artworks for all city residents. From this point of view, street art contributes to the democratization of
contemporary art. Secondly, street art is of mandatory nature for the audience since it initially exists in
the urban context and thus takes away the choice from the audience. Thirdly, street art appeals to an
unready viewer, and, from this point of view, it also opposes museum art since visiting a museum is
determined by a person’s willingness to interact with artworks. Finally, the street artist’s message is
extremely ephemeral. The author of the article examines this last feature in more detail and refers to
data collected from a series of expert interviews. The author explores experts’ attitudes and opinions
on ephemerality as one of street art’s communication features. In addition, the author analyzes current
methods of overcoming street art’s impermanence. Among these methods are the restoration of eradi-
cated and time-worn street artworks and the museumification of street art, that is its inclusion into the
museum and gallery space. Often, museumification concerns those street art pieces that for various
reasons have disappeared from city surfaces. The author explores experts’ attitudes towards these in-
struments of street art conservation. The attitudes are highly controversial: some experts highly appre-
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ciate the methods of overcoming street art’s ephemerality because they mainstream street art for the
urban population, while others, on the contrary, deny the necessity of these instruments because they
radically change the nature of street art. The author comes to the conclusion that currently there is no
consensus in the expert community on the issue of street art’s ephemerality and the necessity to con-
serve it.

REPRESENTATION OF THE CONCEPT AGGRESSOR’S DEFEAT IN CARTOONS OF
THE GREAT PATRIOTIC WAR
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The article studies how cartoonists link the addressee of the cartoon (an average citizen of the
Union of Soviet Socialist Republics) to the concept AGGRESSOR’S DEFEAT in 194145, making
use of associative relations between concepts in the Russian language world picture and possibilities of
different visualization methods. In political cartoons, codes of different semiotic systems cooperate,
each of them has its own features. This fact implies that, during the study of political cartoons, differ-
ent methods are employed: definitional, semantic, contextual, and elements of cognitive analysis. The
study demonstrates that cartoonists link the addressee of a message to complex political questions with
the help of everyday occurrences and notions from the addressee’s nearest area, for example: ‘desire to
regale oneself with buns’ — ‘have an idea to grab somebody else’s lands’; ‘lack of heat from the fire-
place in the room’ — ‘deprivation of fuel resources’; ‘be beaten black and blue’ — ‘suffer a defeat’.
The link to political questions is established with the help of both verbal and iconic means. Visual
presentation of abstract notions is based on different visualization methods (1) metaphor, (2) associa-
tion by contiguity, (3) comparison, (4) usage of the bridge meaning of the language unit, (5) usage of
interrelation between meanings of a polysemous word. The analysis of cartoons created in 194145
proves that the notion ‘suffer a defeat’ is represented by elements which group in the associative field
of the concepts PATRIOTIC WAR OF 1812 (e.g. retreat of Napoleon’s army, cold weather) and FIST
FIGHT (e.g. bruise, give smb a bloody nose). The notion ‘loss of life’ is represented by elements
which group in the associative field of the concept DEATH: skeleton, cross, coffin, grave. The choice
of a concept which refers to an element in the associative field of the concept AGGRESSOR’S
DEFEAT can be caused by its capability to develop a certain connotation. For example, the German
fascist’s command staff perception of warfare is evaluated with the help of notions which group in the
associative field of the concept CARD GAME. Taking into consideration the addressee’s background
knowledge about the history of their country, Russian folk observations fixed in proverbs and popular
sayings, and the addressee’s knowledge of Russian phraseological units which base on knowledge of
life, cartoonists save on verbal means, ensure laconism of the message in the form of a political car-
toon. The roundabout form of the message catches the eye of the addressee and gives an attractive
form to political information. Verbal and visual supports related to the situation under discussion give
contemporaries informed about the state of things an opportunity to decode and understand the mes-
sage in the form of a political cartoon.

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IMPLEMENTATION OF THE STATE ETHNIC POLICY OF RUSSIA AT THE
MUNICIPAL LEVEL IN DIFFERENTIATED ETHNOCULTURAL LOCAL COMMUNITIES
(EXPERIENCE OF THE REPUBLIC OF SAKHA (YAKUTIA))
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The solving of the problems of harmonizing interethnic relations and strengthening Russian
identity is directly related to the organizing of the management of Russia’s state nationality policy
(RSNP) implementation at the municipal level. The analysis of the local self-government (LSG)
management in the field of RSNP implementation is becoming very relevant, and the issue of
determining LSG’s main and secondary activities in the field of RSNP implementation is a primary
task, which became the aim of the article. The article is based on the data of the author’s expert survey
“Features of the Implementation of the State National (Ethnic) Policy in the Republic of Sakha
(Yakutia)”. The author used instrumentalist methodology, the theory of constructing social reality; in
parallel, the existence of the relationship between culture, institutional processes, and social
development is recognized. In view of the small number of domestic publications on the RSNP
implementation at the local level, the author used works of R. Valiev, S. Minyurova about Sverdlovsk
Oblast. The LSG of the national republic organizes activities for RSNP implementation very inertly.
The author has found that, in practice, the specifics of the ethnic structure, the probability of
interethnic interaction and people’s immersion in a different environment are poorly taken into
account. It would seem that the national character of the region actualizes work on harmonizing
interethnic relations; nevertheless, it is not a priority for most of Yakutia’s LSG, as well as for
municipal authorities of other Russian regions, such as Sverdlovsk Oblast. At the same time, there is a
certain dependence between LSG’s activities and the importance of the problems associated with the
rights of the indigenous peoples of the North. The territories of the minority peoples’ predominant
residence, in their practice, use means to support native languages and the traditional way of life more
often and more actively. The comparative analysis of the experience of Yakutia and Sverdlovsk Oblast
showed identical problems in RSNP implementing at the local level: weak interest in solving issues in
the field of interethnic interaction; lack of integration with scientific institutions; weak horizontal and
vertical interconnection in organizing the exchange of experience; a narrow range of mechanisms for
harmonizing interethnic relations and strengthening unity. The limited financial and human resources
of local authorities make the search for new forms of work, the importance of research, and the active
development of digital technologies urgent. In general, the study and its results emphasize that, if the
regional and federal levels have formed the basics of work in the field of RSNP, the local government
remains aloof from the process of strengthening civic identity, ethnocultural diversity and interethnic
relations.

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The aim of the study is to find an answer to the questions of what determines the political lon-
gevity of “old-timer” governors and what personal qualities help them to stay on the political arena for
a long period of time. A political and psychological analysis of three “experienced” governors was
carried out to achieve this aim. The results allowed extrapolating the data to the rest of the “old-timers”
of the current governor’s corps, but with some reservations. The governors’ personalities were exam-
ined using a comparative case study method. The first block of research is associated with the study of
the politician’s life path using the biographical method; the second part is linked with the construction
of their motivation-and-need profile within three levels: cognitive, affective and behavioral. All the
components of the levels were studied by remote assessment, but with the use of qualitative and quan-
titative content analysis of spontaneous texts of heads of regions, non-included observation and in-
depth interviews with experts. The material for the analysis was publications in electronic mass media,
analytical works of research institutes, materials of official websites of governors, Internet resources
with biographical and other information about them. The high complexity of the Self-concept with the
presence of low and adequate self-esteem was highlighted among the personal traits of “old-timer”
governors. Resistance to stress is manifested at the affective level while extraversion with a high level
of dominance and predominance of the achievement motive are on the behavioral level. These and
other personal features remained important during the election period and during the appointment of
governors. It is possible to assume that the personality of the head of the region in a certain way influ-
enced the transformation of the institution of governorship, which led to the demand for a personal
model in the implementation of the modern personnel policy. In turn, “old-timers” also try to meet the
requirements for new governors: they become more open, receive a second humanitarian education,
etc., skillfully balancing between the federal center and the capabilities of the region itself. The simi-
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larity of personal characteristics, the long term in office, the prosperous sociopolitical situation in the
region, adequate support of the federal government by the population of the region, stable support in
governor elections of the three governors suggest that all this can contribute to the politicians’ long-
term service as governors of the region, despite the presence of the effect of fatigue in relation to other
politicians.

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The article discusses the relevant problem of the spread of political innovation in world practice.
The main research method is the analysis of publications on the problems of policy diffusion, widely
represented in the world and only slightly in Russia. The work aims to review publications on the
problems of policy diffusion, analyze theoretical and methodological approaches to its study, assess
the current state of research on policy diffusion, determine its promising directions and special factors
of the Russian case. The analysis of publications on policy diffusion shows that the focus of the gen-
eral discussion is on issues of a paradigmatic nature: definition of the concept, research methods, de-
velopment of theories of policy diffusion, and application of theoretical approaches to the analysis of
existing practices. The most elaborated and coordinated in scientific discourse is the concept of policy
diffusion, and the most significant problem that needs to be studied is the operationalization of the
concept, taking into account the mechanisms of policy dissemination and related implementation prac-
tices. The directions of further research are the search for valid and reliable methods of measuring
policy diffusion; the conceptualization of its practices; the study of its communicative mechanisms,
such as “diffuse networks”; the study of non-institutionalized forms of policy reception. The generali-
zation of the review allowed determining the special conditions for the demand for policy diffusion
research in Russia: the maturity of the object of study, i.e., the independence of policy subjects in the
choice of development strategies, which is possible only in the context of the further democratization
in political governance; and the spread of policy diffusion practices as a result of decentralization in
political decision-making. The authorities in Russia always strive to control even the free democratic
processes of communication; therefore, mandatory mechanisms of policy diffusion will be of particular

importance. As a scientific problem, this can be expressed through the search for the justification of
ways to manage political freedoms; these ways assume that public administration goes to a more com-
plex level of interaction with society.

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The article reveals the relevant features of the Russian society’s mass political culture dynamics.
In this context, it is shown that, being an ordinary phenomenon, political culture transforms its value-
oriented structures only under the influence of basic political transformations which determine the
society’s immediate environment. The restricted area of public administration, related to key policy
decisions and dominated by interests affiliated with the government of the beneficiaries and corrupt
practices, is considered to be the main factor shaping the social order and the organizational and politi-
cal environment of the Russian population. Having become the most important means of resource
allocation, network communications (supported by informational and symbolic means) have a system-
atic impact on the inhabitants of the country, trying to accustom people to informal methods of master-
ing public resources and to a cynical attitude to public requests. The proposed sociopolitical orders
reinforce the basic value-orientation fractures of political culture. On the one hand, this contributes to
the expansion of traditionalist, power-centric identification models that strengthen feelings of “patient
inequality” and constantly slip to anthropic (activating fear, aggression, etc.) orientation mechanisms.
These mechanisms evoke direct ethological subordination and biologically determined dependence on
the centers of dominance. In the state bureaucracy, these mental changes give rise to many forms of
irresponsible governmenance. On the other hand, the “disciplining” pressure of elite networks pro-
vokes an increase in the activity of young people and civil activists who are guided by the values of
democracy and the priorities of human rights. As a result, the norms of network governance that cor-
rupt people’s consciousness and claim to be universal form new sources of cultural antithesis not only
to the principles of democracy and humanism, but also to official institutionalism. As a result, social
solidarity is declining in Russian society and the space of imposed consensus is expanding, which may
lead to the growing tensions and patterns of an alienated civicism culture.

The article reviews the Russian translation of the book Why Is There Philosophy of Mathematics
at All? by Ian Hacking. The book discusses the fundamental problems of the philosophy of mathemat-
ics. The author being an analytic philosopher nonetheless refuses the academic analytical style of text
presentation and creates a work extraordinarily saturated on the contextual and emotional levels. This
review pursues several aims: ostensive, explicative and interpretive. It means, firstly, the review is
designed to inform the Russian-speaking reader that, thanks to the talented translation, there is an op-
portunity to read an unusual and extremely relevant philosophical text. Secondly, the description of the
structural and thematic framework of the book allows understanding the “labyrinth” of the author’s
references, examples and narrative lines. Thirdly, the reviewer interprets key antagonistic pairs, in fact
agreeing with the author’s anthropocentric measurement of ontological problems of mathematics. The
free style of the review completely corresponds to the tonality of the considered text.
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
