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EDITOR’S NOTE

Dear Readers!

In the tenth year of its existence, as at the very beginning, our magazine
found itself at another turning point in time. This fracture has also affected
the scientific community. Anthropologists were among the first of these,
many of whom fell under the charm of the so-called post-truth, with an
abundance of fakes and trust in unverifiable sources and messages, and
groupthink, in which everything is seen in black-and-white and is divided
exclusively into “us” and “them”, without any semitone or nuance. The his-
tory of anthropological thought (and this includes the emic/etic approach, a
half a century of studying the phenomenon of groupthink, and the analysis of
modern cyber-technology), alas, did not help many colleagues in analyzing
what is happening. Perhaps it is so because black-and-white thinking does
not require straining your mind, simplifies orientation in social space, and
allows you to easily figure out the majority and join it. The result has already
been a number of “peaceful demarches” from several good old colleagues,
friends and former students in the form of refusals to hold international fo-
rums in Russia, withdrawals from the editorial boards of Russian journals,
refusals to participate in joint projects, and open threats of exclusion from
associations or even excommunication from the profession, etc., all of which
is, in my opinion, ordinary structural violence, but which is, in the percep-
tion of the “groups” who practice this form of violence and their “leaders”, is
described only in terms of “good”.

The world, fortunately, is much more complicated. And since modern so-
cio-cultural anthropology is all about this, I hope that we will all eventually
be able to find enough strength and common sense to continue cooperation
in all spheres of scientific life. Otherwise, the process of learning may be-
come flawed.

The first issue of this year included a selection of articles by Canadian
and Russian authors, in which the phenomenon of métisization and, in fact,
the category of “métis” is discussed using Canadian materials. The problem
of identifying new communities and their official recognition, which is usu-
ally associated with obtaining a certain preferential status, is extremely rele-
vant for the North and Siberia in the Russian Federation, so I am sure that
these articles will be met with interest by specialists. This year we also ex-
pect to continue the conversation we started earlier about the memory of the
Soviet past. We hope for a serious discussion on the results of the interna-
tional conference “Neighbors and Neighborhood: Jinns and People in Mus-

lim Cultures”, held at the end of October 2021 on the basis of the IEA RAS,
and we hope to present the results of modern research on Old Believers.

As before, the journal will publish articles on other issues, as well as re-
views and critiques of modern books.

I hope that the journal “Siberian Historical Research” will continue to
be a popular platform for an analytically rich discussion of topical issues of
Siberian studies and anthropological knowledge in general. There are
grounds for such hopes, if only because the overwhelming majority of our
colleagues, members of the editorial board and the editorial council, openly
declared their readiness to continue their work in the journal. I sincerely
thank everyone!
