Editorial 11

Dear members of the editorial board, authors and readers!

On November 11,2021, in Taraclia (Republic of Moldova), G. Tsamblak
Taraclia State University and The Rusin International Journal of History
Editorial Board held the Jubilee International Conference Inter-Ethnic
Cooperation in the Area of Ethnic Contacts (The Tenth I.A. Antsupov
Readings). The event was co-organized by the National Research Tomsk
State University (Russia).

Although some objectives remained unrealised due to the
challenging epidemiological situation, the Conference attracted
researchers from Moldova, Russia, Ukraine, Serbia, and Poland (25
presentations in total).

Many presentations focused on the history of the Carpathian-
Dniester lands,arousing great interest and active discussion among the
audience. In particular, Alexander Pascal (Russian State Library) spoke
about the book monuments of the Stephen the Great epoch; Dmitrii
Stogov (St. Petersburg State Electrotechnical University) focused on the
Russian Conservatives of the late 19th - early 20th centuries and their
interpretation of the Rusin problems; Zoriana and Mariana Lanovyk
(V. Hnatiuk Ternopil National Pedagogical University) discussed
V. Hnatiuk’s folklore and ethnographic works about the Ugrian Rusins;
Roman Odrekhivskyi (Ukrainian National Forestry University) dwelt
on the role of the Byzantine traditions of plastic arts design in the
preservation of the national identity of Lemko-Rusins in Galicia; Iryna
Mykytyn, Svitlana Lutsak and Oleksandra Fedorova (lvano-Frankivsk
National Medical University) presented a literary research of “Springtime
of Nations” (1848-1849) based on the story ‘At the Hunting Campfire”
from the collection Rusins by the Polish writer Kajetan Abgarowicz
(Abgar-Soltan); Sergey Sulyak (St. Petersburg State University) analysed
Konstantin Grotto’s works about Carpathian Rus; Anton Chemakin (St.
Petersburg State University) provided interesting information on the
elections to the Ukrainian Constituent Assembly (December 1917 -
January 1918).

Some of the articles based on the conference reports are published
in this issue of Rusin.

(Russia) and Taraclia State University (Moldova):
