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DEAR MEMBERS OF THE EDITORIAL BOARD,
AUTHORS AND READERS!

On October 27,2022, The G. Tsamblak Taraclia State University and
The Rusin Editorial Board held the International Conference Inter-
Ethnic Cooperation in the Area of Ethnic Contacts (The 11th |.A. Antsupov
Readings) in Taraclia. The scholars from Moldova, Russia, Ukraine,
Bulgaria, Slovakia, Germany,the USA,and Canada made 36 presentations
in two sections: “Interethnic borderland: The problem of dialogue of
cultures”and “Bessarabian Bulgarians: The problem of preserving ethno-
cultural specificity.

The first section saw the presentations from St. Petersburg State
University scholars: Alexey G. Novozhilov spoke about the concepts
for the identification of East Slavic peoples in ethnographic literature;
Sergey G. Sulyak presented his report “Evfimy Kryzhanovsky about the
Rusins in the Vistula region”, and Igor |. Vernyaev discussed imperial
justice in the Baltic region in the aspect of ethno-social diversity. Roman
W. Odrekhivsky (lvan Bobersky Lviv State Physical Culture University)
spoke about the crosses of Lemko-Rusins. A representative of the Taras
Shevchenko State University of Transnistria (Moldova, Transnistria),
Vyacheslav A.Sodol, dwelt on the activity of the Ukrainian Autocephalous
Orthodox Church in Transnistria in 1991-1995 based on the materials
of the periodical press. Mikhail M. Choref (Lobachevsky State University
of Nizhny Novgorod) and Nikolai I.Vinokurov (Moscow State Pedagogical
University) presented the results of their study of the third group of
signs on the slab found during excavations of the Citadel of the Artezian
Ancient Settlement in 2000.

Researchers from Tomsk State University Veronika S. Dibrova, Irina G.
Temnikova, Valeriia E.Vladimirova,Zoya |.Rezanova, Irina S. Korshunova,
Oleg A. Aleksandrov, and Zoya M. Bogoslovskaya raised the questions
of linguistic self-determination, reflection of ethno-linguistic contact
in the linguistic consciousness, reconstruction of the meta-linguistic
biography of the sub-ethnos, perception of the emotionality of Russian
vocabulary in the context of linguistic contact, and preservation of
dialects in Siberia.

The presentations of the second section were mainly focused on the
ethno-cultural specificity of the Bulgarian population of the region.
Among the speakers were researchers from Moldova, Bulgaria, Ukraine,
Canada. 13 reports were made by teachers and students of Taraclia
University.

A number of articles written on the basis of reports presented at the
conference are published in this issue of the journal.
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In 2023, the Editorial Board of International Historical Journal Rusin,
National Research Tomsk State University (Russia) and G. Tsamblak
Taraclia State University (Moldova) are going to hold three conferences:
