REALISTIC FOLLOWING CONSTITUTIONAL RULES

Abstract. All existing rules can be divided into two types: regulatory and constitutive ones.
Based on constitutive rules, new forms of activity arise. Therefore, the fact of their existence
in a certain sense can be considered objective. Once a constitutive rule for the game of
solitaire has been created, it is no longer dependent on the community. The article examines
the possibility of a direct solution to the problem of following constitutive rules. Based on
the concept of Philip Pettit, it is assumed that the essence of following constitutive rules lies
in two aspects. Firstly, it is the desire of the subject to carry out the corresponding activity,
which necessarily implies the desire to fulfill the corresponding rules. Secondly, it is the
objective nature of the existence of such rules that do not need understanding or
interpretation. The correctness of following constitutive rules is established through the
presence of aspiration or desire in the subject and through the result of his activity.

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Abstract. The formalization of the notion of knowability in terms of epistemic logic is a
serious problem even if a satisfactory formalization of knowledge is available. This has been
clearly demonstrated, in particular, by the Fitch paradox. Recently, Carlo Proietti suggested a
formalization of knowability in terms of a first-order hybrid epistemic logic (FHL). In the
paper, I examine a slightly simplified version of FHL (the simplification does not affect the
outcomes) that contains, in addition to the standard first-order modal vocabulary, a set of
state variables (ranging, given a model, over possible worlds), two hybrid sentential
operators |s. and @, and a term operator s:_ (in all the three hybrid operators s is a state
variable). In FHL, the knowability of a proposition ¢ is expressed by a formula in which all
terms and quantifiers occurring in ¢ are interpreted (given a model) de re, that is, with
respect to the actual world. For instance, the knowability of (3x)P(x, a), where a is an
individual constant, is expressed by |s.0|r.K0|q.@(Ix)@,(P(s:x, s:a)). If we evaluate the
latter formula with respect to a possible world w, we interpret both (3x) and a with respect to
w, that is, de re. I show that this approach yields intuitively correct results only when applied
to nonmodal propositions, that is, propositions without alethic or epistemic modal operators.
It does not work, however, when applied to propositions containing an individual constant or
a quantifier in the scope of a modal operator. For instance, ¢(3x)P(x) says, with respect to a
possible world w, that in a possible world u that is alethically accessible from w, there is an
object with the property P. It follows that the knowability of this proposition at w means that
the quantifier should range over the domain of u, not w. But the formal representation of
knowability suggested by Proietti makes the quantifier range over the domain of w, which
makes it counter-intuitive. This shows that Proietti’s approach provides just a partial solution
to the problem.

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ILLUSIONISM AND QUALIA

Abstract. 1llusionism is a physicalist theory of consciousness, according to which
phenomenal consciousness is an introspective illusion that appears as a result of the
functioning of introspective mechanisms that represent non-phenomenal properties as
phenomenal ones. In contrast to classical qualia, which are subjective, ineffable, and our
perception of them is direct and unmistakable, illusionism offers “zero qualia” — properties
of experience, by virtue of which we are disposed to claim that we possess classical qualia,
without actually possessing them. Zero qualia are quasi-phenomenal properties. Perceptual
illusions are usually given as examples. For instance, even knowing the mechanism of the
focus with the “sawing” of a person, I will still be subject to an illusion — it will seem to me
that I see two halves of a person not connected to each other. Illusionists believe that if I can
be wrong in such cases, then I can be wrong in the case of qualia: there is something that
seems to me — my experience has phenomenal properties, and that is real — the absence of
qualia. Cost-effectiveness is one of the main advantages of the illusionist approach to qualia.
Although it is equally important that, firstly, illusionism allows us to expand and improve
our argumentation about qualia, having illusionist arguments against them before us; and,
secondly, it emphasizes the difference between qualia and is available for study from a third-
person perspective. The latter may suggest the idea of both illusion and specific reality of
qualia. However, problems with the illusionist approach are more significant. One can note
the strategy of counterargument against the possibility of zombies, which boils down to the
assumption of their impossibility and does not offer a strong argumentative alternative. It is
also impossible to justify one’s own position, since, if qualia are illusory, everything can be
an illusion, including the content of the illusionist approach. In addition, the
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conceptualization that illusionists often point to as the reason for the belief about qualia does
not actually cover current qualia, but is aimed at past ones. Therefore, the statement about
the possibility of an error about qualia loses its force, and, therefore, so does the statement
about the lack of special access to them.

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PERSPECTIVISM AND CONTEXTUALISM

Abstract. Perspectivism and contextualism refer to epistemic strategies that focus attention
on a set of factors that cover the cognitive process not so much from the perspective of the
subject-object relation, but from the perspective of the environment in which this cognitive
relation is immersed. The set of factors can be regarded as a kind of a background, on which
the cognitive act is realized and thanks to which it becomes possible in general, and also as a
set of restrictions, significantly narrowing the cognitive possibilities in a particular epistemic
situation. Contextualism is a set of philosophical views that emphasize the significance and
determining role of the context in which this or that cognition is realized. Any cognitive act
cannot be considered in isolation from the context, attributing the status of “knowledge” to
the result of cognitive activity is possible only in relation to some context. Perspectivism
points to the dependence of all cognition on its limiting factors (position, point of view,
view, angle of view, horizon, focus, direction, picture, perspective), the totality of which
constitutes the cognitive situation. Perspective factors limiting cognition and concepts in
which they are expressed form a special problem field for philosophical analysis proper. This
article attempts an extended comparison of the epistemological strategies of perspectivism
and contextualism. A brief comparison of the programs shows that while they are justifiably
autonomous and independent, they turn out to be close to one another and can complement
one another. Perspectivism and contextualism capture different sides of the cognitive
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process, receive different material as a result of their analysis, and do not exclude each
other’s results. Perspectivism demonstrates to a greater extent the realization of the
structuralist approach to the analysis of the epistemological situation, while contextualism is
an application of the functionalist approach. With different emphases, both programs lead to
a more complete picture of cognitive activity as a whole.

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AESTHETIC JUDGMENT, THE POWER OF IMAGINATION,
AND FIRST-PERSON TESTIMONY

Abstract. There is much debate surrounding the nature of aesthetic testimony, mostly
concerning questions of its epistemic value. Testimonies are assumed to serve as a reliable
source of information about objects about which we obtain knowledge from other people.
For example, we usually trust a person to testify that s/he saw a red object. However, we are
not inclined to trust it when it comes to aesthetic experience. It seems that we are not ready
to accept his/her testimony that he saw a beautiful object until we get to know it ourselves.
This kind of asymmetry observed in relation to perceptual and aesthetic testimonies requires
explanation. Contemporary discussions of aesthetic testimony completely ignore the
distinction between third-person testimony and first-person testimony. This difference lies in
the fact that perception and the so-called “acquaintance principle” (as a right to knowledge)
play a constitutive role in third-person testimony, while, in first-person testimony, it is the
productive activity of imagination that reliably reports that I may or may not like it, even
without getting acquainted with the object itself. The acquaintance principle is closely
related to the concept of “awareness”, which strictly limits our experience to the realm of the
actual and perceptual. To form a belief based on third-person testimony, we only need to
show trust in witnesses — other people. By receiving third-party testimony, we form beliefs
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that indicate the firmness of our belief that things in the world are this way and no other way.
However, in cases of aesthetic experience this is not enough — one cannot simply claim to
convey, through third-person testimony, the relevant beliefs of the witness, even in matters
where s/he is an expert. In the example of the red object, the person is demonstrating his/her
participation in the general agreement to call the representations that s/he experiences in
his/her perceptual experience of being affected by the color red by the word ‘red’. In
aesthetic experience, in his/her judgment about an object, a person each time re-experiences
his/her own agreement with the object of experience no longer perceptually, but
transcendentally — when perceptions, having no empirical origin, nevertheless a priori show
their relationship to the objects of experience. The very activity of imagination here
prefigures experience, which simply follows the image that has arisen, creating new objects
or bundles of properties that I have not had acquaintance with before.

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Abstract. In contemporary society, epistemological questions are gaining increasing
relevance, particularly in the realm of social sciences, where formalizing concepts and
theories can be challenging. Meta-epistemological analysis emerges as a vital tool for
understanding the nature of knowledge and the foundations of its truth. This text delves into
epistemological assertions within social theories and institutional interactions. Within this
context, complexities arise when normatively assessing and analyzing epistemological
judgments, especially in conditions where subjects hold equal epistemological statuses.
Ethical, cultural, and psychological aspects play a significant role in shaping epistemological
positions. The primary focus is on the role of intellectual motivation and the formation of a
distinct epistemological metaposition referred to as the “researcher’s position”. The authors
propose viewing the epistemic status of a researcher as a combination of their competencies,
an ethical stance driven by a quest for truth, and a readiness for self-reflection. This
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connection with ethical principles and epistemic humility implies that not only the
researcher’s abilities and competencies contribute to knowledge formation but also their
moral convictions and their commitment to fairness and objectivity in research activities.
The concept of a “researcher” is introduced as a pivotal epistemic status that a subject can
adopt when articulating or analyzing epistemic judgments. This status encompasses the
subjects competencies, ethical commitments, and willingness to suspend judgment for
reevaluation. This position enables the interpretation of judgments from the perspective of
their normativity and truthfulness, fostering a high degree of trust in the knowledge
formation process. Another significant aspect highlighted in the article is the emphasis on
epistemological self-reflection. This process entails individuals or collectives contemplating
their methods of acquiring, interpreting, and evaluating knowledge. It is crucial to
understand how we arrived at knowledge, which methods and approaches we employed, and
which factors may have influenced our epistemological approach. Reflecting on the
foundations underlying the choice of a particular standpoint becomes pivotal in resolving
conflicts and ensuring the normativity of epistemic assertions.

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Abstract. This article examines the argument proposed in the philosophy of Richard
Swinburne “from simple laws of nature” or “from the success of science”. The argument is
to point to the fact that the development of science has led to the discovery of universal and
simple (that is, knowable) laws of nature, which confirms a certain correlation between
human cognitive abilities and the structure of the world. Such a correlation is probable,
according to Swinburne, only under the condition of the existence of God as an intelligent
Creator of nature and a person who created the world consciously according to such laws
that can be known by rational beings. Swinburne emphasizes that, with this type of
reasoning, God is not considered as a “God of the gaps” (that is, as a hypothesis explaining
what science has not yet been able to explain). On the contrary, the very success of science
in explaining the laws of the existence of the world can be considered as a justification for
the existence of God, who created nature according to such laws that a person (scientific
community) is able to reveal with certain intellectual efforts. In the article, the argument
“from simple laws of nature” is analyzed in the context of the controversy between realism
and anti-realism in the interpretation of laws of nature. It is inferred that the argument
“works” only under the condition of a realistic interpretation of laws of nature, in which they
are interpreted as something objective, existing independently of the knowing person. If the
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researcher proceeds from anti-realism in the interpretation of laws of nature and considers
them as the fruit of human intellectual activity (laws are formulated, not discovered), then
the correlation between the structure of the world and the human mind cannot be detected.
Consequently, it cannot be concluded that there is an intelligent Creator who established the
prerequisites for such a connection. The argument “from laws of nature” is also considered
in the article in the broader context of the controversy between theism and naturalism, the
essence of which was figuratively expressed in the middle of the 20th century by the British
philosopher John Wisdom in the form of the parable of the Invisible Gardener. It is
concluded that Swinburne’s argument modernizes the controversy between the Believer and
the Skeptic from this parable, since it makes the subject of their interest not only plants in the
garden (empirical facts), but also their own intellectual activity (the success of science).

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Abstract. This paper explores the historical impact of the philosophies of Proclus and Kiikai
on their corresponding traditions. I show that both figures present a congenial cosmological
account of beauty that significantly influenced the aesthetic developments of the Middle
Ages and Heian Japan. Proclus associated Beauty with a penultimate description of the One:
Beauty is the highest depiction attributable to the One, although Proclus admits that it
remains inadequate. For Proclus, Beauty also serves as the ubiquitous emanating principle of
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the cosmos. As such, Beauty is omnipresent in all grades of reality, an account later
appropriated by Pseudo-Dionysius the Areopagite. The Areopagite rendered this Proclean
scheme in a Christian format that ultimately contributed to the emergence and development
of the Gothic. As this study shows, the French Abbot Suger, tasked with rebuilding the
Basilica of St. Denys, was moved by expressions of beauty found in the Corpus
Dionysiacum. Suger thence rendered key features of Dionysius’ appropriation of Proclean
cosmology into the Gothic architectural design of the Basilica. A similar historical trajectory
is observed in Kikai, who saw nature’s alluring beauty as the natural expression of the
Dharmakaya, inspiring the development of his Shingon school. Hence, in Kiikai’s account,
the Heian establishment’s overemphasis on nature’s beauty exhibits the Dharmakaya’s
unravelling of its cosmic text. Kiikai thus sought to interpret the Dharmakaya’s text in
harmony with the society of his time. By introducing his writing and literary craft theory,
Kikai saw Dharmakaya’s expression expressing itself through him. Like Proclus’ progenies
reimagining his Neoplatonic emanation of Beauty in the architectural design of the Gothic
Basilica, Kukai’s Shingon school supplanted an aesthetical imperative into the foundation of
Esoteric Buddhism of Heian Japan. Much of Heian society’s architecture, poetry, and
literature were directly influenced by the teachings of Kiikai’s Shingon school. As scholars
regularly attest, Kuikai’s Shingon school constructed an elaborate conglomeration of rituals
and practices while focusing on beauty. By observing Proclus’ and Kiikai’s cultural impact,
I argue that both understood all manifestations of beauty to be of a cosmic projection
transcending the individual — grounded in the One and Dharmakaya, respectively. In sum,
this study shows that both Proclus and Kikai determined their writings to be a trans-
subjective and beautiful expression of the cosmic order.

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Introduction

Despite inhabiting different epochs and cultures that likely had little to no
interaction until at least the high Middle Ages, it is striking that Proclus and Kikai
held a consonant understanding of the nature of beauty. Proclus’ conception of
Beauty is indebted to the Greek tradition going back to Plato and the Pythagoreans,
while Kiikai’s account is primarily based on Buddhist scripture imported from
Tang China. Both figures were immensely influential in the subsequent
development of their respective cultures. In Proclus, I will focus on the adoption of
his cosmology by Pseudo-Dionysius, who later influenced the French Abbot
Suger’s rebuilding of the Basilica of Saint-Denis in Paris. Proclus’ cosmology of
Beauty was incorporated into the design of the Basilica, ultimately inaugurating
what is now known as Gothic architecture. Kiikai’s impact on Heian Japan was
also primarily based on his writings, appreciated for their beautiful composition
and rich aesthetic symbolism. While Heian society was renowned for its emphasis
on beauty in architecture, poetry and the like, Kiikai’s aesthetic writings were
unprecedented, especially in developing Esoteric Buddhism. After observing
Proclus’ and Kikai’s influence on their cultures, the paper shows that both
understood all manifestations of beauty to be of a trans-subjective power, namely,
the One and Dharmakaya, respectively. Both understood their contributions to be a
part of the natural ordering of the universe, a central cosmological postulate vital to
their thinking. Despite conceding that no description in language can encapsulate
the One, Proclus nonetheless associated Beauty with the One. Beauty naturally
emanates throughout the cosmos whilst naturally drawing all beings back towards
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itself. In Kikai’s case, the beauty of the world reflects the expression of the
Dharmakaya, and so all Buddhist practices must seek resonance with the
Dharmakaya, which Kiikai saw mirrored in nature. Thus, Kiikai designed his
Shingon practices with this understanding of beauty. In sum, this paper shows that
Proclus and Kikai viewed the human being’s appreciation of beauty as
demonstrative of the trans-subjective design of the cosmos.

Proclus’ Cosmology of Beauty

Of the four thinkers known as Neoplatonists or Late Platonists, Proclus
presented the most systematic philosophy of his predecessors, Plotinus, Porphyry,
and lamblichus'. The topic of Beauty is no exception in Proclus’ voluminous
extant works and commentaries®. Unlike Plotinus’ cosmological ambiguity
regarding Beauty’s role as the drawing power of One/Good (from here on the
One), Proclus further refined this cosmology. Additionally, any strict correlation of
Beauty with the One as observed in Plotinus, i.e., the Good is “the ‘source and
principle’ of Beauty” and “is the primary Beauty” [3] (Enn. 1 (1) §1.6.9: [40-45])° —
is resounded with more transparency in Proclus®. In his commentary on Alcibiades I
(the standard introductory dialogue for the Neoplatonists), Proclus accepts the
Platonic idea that Beauty is a force that “withdraws us” from beautiful appearances
towards Beauty itself. While in this way Proclus can also claim that the “beautiful
is the same as the good” [5] (4/c. I Comm. 16—17), he concludes that the drawing
force of Beauty — whether through desire or love — is the goodness of Beauty itself.
Therefore, it does not follow that assimilation with the One correlates with
assimilation with Beauty, for it is improper to speak of the One at all since it is
altogether beyond comprehension: “it secretly and ineffably [kpveiong Kol
appntwc], prior to all orders, irradiates [EALaumet] everything with its own gift, and
they partake of the good differently according to their own rank” (4lc. I Comm.
181-182). Effectively, Beauty represents the pinnacled description of the One,
beyond which one must remain silent; as Proclus concluded in his Parmenides
commentary, Plato’s silence “brings to completion the study of the One” [6]
(Parm. Comm. 76K)°. From here on, we see that Proclus’ One matches Plotinus’
own as the source and principle of Beauty, albeit concluding more decisively
regarding the latter’s placement.

So, speaking of Beauty instead of the One is more appropriate from this basic
cosmological outline. We gather that Beauty is the ultimate and the illimitable

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radiating principle that permeates the cosmos. In Proclus’ cosmology, all beings
receive a degree of Beauty or, instead, are beautiful according to their rank.
Therefore, for Proclus, the cosmos is inherently beautiful. In The Elements of
Theology, Proclus underpins his comprehensive cosmology with two hundred and
eleven propositions, of which, for our concerns, proposition fifteen is crucial: “A//
that is capable of reverting upon itself is incorporeal” [8] (ELl. Th. 15: [30]). Since
Beauty is incorporeal and present to varying degrees according to a being’s rank —
‘peaking’ in the One, it follows that Beauty is the penultimate reversion principle. In
other words, Beauty reverts upon itself from the lowest levels of the cosmos back
towards itself; all the “Ideas are beautiful by partaking of Beauty” (Parm. Comm.
757). Proclus illustrates this in another vital passage that is worth citing in full:

Beauty shines out in bodies [évactpantel toic cdpoot], and the
Good is manifest through the perfection [dyoafov xata 10 téletov] that
appears in every product of the forms when it has its natural completion.
Hence in this triad the Good comes first, Beauty second, and Justice third
(Parm. Comm. 810).

Besides Beauty’s role and position in his cosmology, Proclus shows that as
long as Beauty is manifest, regardless of its seemingly utter perfection, it remains
‘after’ the ineffable One. In sum, if anything can be said about the One, it is that
the One is ineffable in its perfect Beauty, although Proclus admits that it may not
be “lawful to speak of it in this way” (4lc. I Comm. 181).

Proclean Beauty and the Emergence of the Gothic

As Proclus scholar Gersh observed, Proclus’ thought more generally proved
immensely influential from the sixth to the seventeenth century [9. P. 1-27]. In
particular, Proclus’ cosmology of Beauty significantly impacted the early Middle
Ages. This includes the often-underappreciated influence on thinkers of the Islamic
Golden Age. A prominent example of this is in the ninth-century Arabic adoption
of thirty-two of the propositions of The Elements of Theology circulated as The
Book of the Pure Good (uas<ll jall 8 Gullh sl )Y =Lyl ) [10. P. 58]. The
Arabic manuscript was later translated into Latin as The Book of Causes (Liber de
Causis) [11. P. 4-7; 12. P. 77-78]. Perhaps the most prominent Islamic
Neoplatonist, Al-Farabi, owed much of his understanding of intellectual union with
the primordial causes to this Arabic rendering of Proclus [13. P. 413]. These are
brief and important markers for Proclus’ ideas as they percolated throughout the
Middle Ages. In the case of Pseudo-Dionysius the Areopagite’s (from here on
Denys) adoption of Proclean ideas, a significant impact on the aesthetics of the
Middle Ages is observed. As Josef Stiglmayr and Hugo Koch in 1895 showed, the
Corpus Dionysiacum is saturated with Proclean themes [14, 15]. Even earlier in
1842, August Friedrich Gfrorer suggested that Denys may have been a student or
perhaps a Christian convert seeking to assimilate the Christian faith with Proclean
philosophy [16. P. 569].

Proclus’ influence on Christian theology through Denys resulted in the latter
serving as an essential precursor to the development of Gothic architecture. Gothic
architecture emerged precisely during the rebuilding of the Basilica of Saint-Denis
in Paris during the 12th century [17. P. 518]. As one scholar noted, the twelfth-
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century French Abbot Suger (1081-1151), who was tasked with the rebuilding of
the Basilica, drew upon Denys’ writings to develop its Gothic style: “Its pointed
arches, clusters of columns, and vaulted ceilings would sculpt light into an allegory
of the divine ascent proclaimed by the Areopagite” [18. P. 65]. Jean Leclercq
would add that Suger used Denys’ ideas to project visually the “symbolism of light
in the basilica he had built” [19. P.27]. Denys’ appropriation of Proclus’
cosmological ordering, specifically, the varying degrees of Beauty that emanate
from the One, is architecturally rendered in the Gothic Cathedral. Denys’
description of the divine light that shines upon the corporeality of creation to
varying degrees “provided a theological rationale and inspiration for the aesthetic
impulses animating such early patrons of gothic architecture” [17. P.519].
Furthermore, the “Dionysian influence on early gothic architecture is all the more
significant because it was likely mediated to Suger by the writings and teachings of
Hugh of Saint Victor, who produced one of the first medieval commentaries on the
Dionysian text, The Celestial Hierarchy [17. P.519]. In other words, Suger’s
outlook was very much shaped by Hugh and Eriugena, who commented on and
translated Denys’ work [20. P. 34].

While Denys adopted Proclus’ emanationist scheme, he blended the latter’s
ideas with the theology of light per the Gospel of St. John. Thus, Denys’ creation is
an act of illumination, representing varying gradations of the divine light following
Proclean cosmology. Gothic scholar Otto Von Simson claimed in his The Gothic
Cathedral, “such influence is eminently likely, even on the mere basis of
circumstantial evidence” [21. P.54-57]. Whereas Simson highlighted Denys’
emphasis on the divine light, Denys’ writings betray at least an equal emphasis on
Beauty. Further still, I am willing to argue that the Corpus Dionysiacum equates
the divine light with Beauty. A prominent example is Denys’ recital of a quasi-
poetic prayer entitled ‘What is the divine darkness?’ at the start of Mystical
Theology:

...beyond unknowing and light, up to the farthest, highest peak of
mystic scripture, where the mysteries of God’s Word lie simple, absolute
and unchangeable in the brilliant darkness of a hidden silence
[kpvoropwotov oyl yvopov]. Amid the deepest shadow [okotevotdt®]
they pour overwhelming light [dnepAdpmovta] on what is most manifest.
Amid the wholly unsensed and unseen they completely fill our sightless
minds with treasures beyond all Beauty [bmepkdrwv] (Mys. Theo. 997a—
997b).

This idea of illuminating darkness is depictive of the Gothic form; as Simson
explained, no inner space of the Gothic is to remain dark: “They seem to merge,
vertically and horizontally, into a continuous sphere of light, a luminous foil
behind all tactile forms of the architectural system” [21. P. 54-57]. Moreover, the
gradual illumination of all inner chambers of the Gothic structure is an
architectural rendition of Denys’ description of illuminating the ‘deepest shadow.”'

! The word skoteinotdts can also mean ‘deepest dark,” which would be more consistent with Denys’
earlier word choice gnophos (from the root word dvogoc) for ‘darkness.” Denys deliberately (and metaphori-
cally for artistic and inspirational effect) refers to a brilliant darkness beyond light and any human compre-
hension. See [23. P. 288, 1274].
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So by reimagining Proclus’ relation between the One and Beauty, Denys
advanced light concurrently with Beauty qua Good, or as one scholar argues,
Denys equated Beauty itself with God [24. P. 128-129]. In the Divine Names,
Denys explained that since the light emerges from the Good, “the Good is also
praised by the name ‘Light,” just as an archetype is revealed in its image.” (Div.
Na. 697¢). With this in mind, Denys saw it fit to pronounce:

The Beautiful is therefore the same as the Good [éott Tayaf@ TO
kaAdv], for everything looks to the Beautiful and the Good as the cause of
being, and there is nothing in the world without a share [petéyet] of the
Beautiful and the Good (Div. Nam. 704b).

Thus, all beautiful things are a manifestation of God. The light that shines
through the inner chambers of the Cathedral allows God’s divine Beauty to become
visually present. The light unifies the whole; the Cathedral’s gradual illumination
shows that all of God’s Beauty reaches all of creation: “light is conceived as the
form that all things have in common, the simple that imparts unity to all” [21.
P.55]. The intention is also to rouse the religious sentiment in the perceiver,
drawing one towards the Beauty of the light as it shines upon the beautiful inner
chambers and crevices of the Cathedral. Even the darkest of corners is inevitably
illuminated and beautified.

Therefore, it is not unfounded to claim that the Gothic is, at least in some
measure, a ‘product’ of Denys’ writings or, perhaps more strongly, if I may: the
Basilica of Saint-Denis in Paris is the architectural rendition of the Corpus
Dionysiacum. While Denys is indebted to Proclus in corresponding Beauty with
the Good, it is the latter that deployed a detailed cosmology to explain Beauty’s
emergence in varying forms of art. For Proclus and like Kiikai, as we will soon see,
the central point is that Beauty emerges in the world through symbols and
preparatory stages for union with the divine. Great works of art, statues,
architecture or poetry all contain a divine presence that draws us towards the One.
To take the Proclean angle, the religious fervour in the Gothic Cathedral’s
perceiver represents the natural drawing power of the cosmos. The emergence of
the Gothic is the cultural and architectural expression of the cosmos’ Beauty.

Proclus’ Inspiration: Beyond the Subject

It is important to note that Proclus’s cosmology was not based on a
subjectivistic metaphysics prone to Heidegger’s critique of the subjectum or
vmokeiugvov [25. P. 61-67]. As covered earlier, Proclus’ emanationism is a holistic
cosmology transcending the subject. Proclus details this throughout his Elements of
Theology, although proposition thirty-three explains that all that proceeds
(mpdodog), reverts (émotpoen) and remains (povi)) does so in a cyclic activity: “all
things proceed in a circuit” (EL Th. 33: [11-15]). Therefore, the soul, the intellect
and Beauty’s procession occur cyclically, aesthetically, historically, topologically
and so on, since Proclus’ cosmos is a unified whole: “Every effect remains in its
cause, proceeds from it, and reverts upon it” (El. Th. 35: [9—10]). For Proclus, the
individual soul is but a minute reflection of the overall expression of the cosmic
order and can only be understood as such. To determine the continuity of influence
solely from Proclus to Denys onwards to Suger as a causal chain of events leading
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to the inauguration of the Gothic movement overlooks the holistic nature of
Proclus’ cosmology. Beauty illuminates the world of matter to infinite complexity,
influencing all spheres of the human (and non-human), be it social, cultural or
ideological. All historical periods and their characteristics are not just a product of
ideas from a particular philosophical lineage or idea akin to Blumenberg’s
“Darwinism in the realm of Words” [26. P. 159]. The emergence of the Gothic is
instead a trans-subjective projection of the cosmos beginning with Beauty (after-
the-One). Beauty’s inspiring power remains central to Proclus’ cosmology and
crucial for understanding artworks, architecture, etc.

In inspiration, however, the soul models itself after beings of higher
cosmological rank, i.e., gods and daemons, to allow for their reflection in the world
of matter:

And as the art of “telestic [teAeotikn]” consecration through certain
symbols and ineffable signs fashions [dnewkdle] the statues which are in
this way like the gods and makes these statues [dydipoto] suitable for the
reception [vmodoynv] of divine illumination [Beiov EAAdpyewv], so too
by the same power of assimilation [dpopoiwtikniv dbvapv] the art of
legislation institutes names as effigies of their objects, when it represents
through echoes [fjywv] of this sort or that the nature of real beings; and
having instituted them it handed them on to men for use (Cra. Comm.
19,1: [11-20]).

Divine illumination grants the perceiver a simultaneous reception Aypodoché
of the divine in beautiful art. In other words, Beauty emanates simultaneously with
its drawing power for assimilation. Since all beings proceed in a cyclic activity, the
projection of beautiful art fosters reversion in the inspired. In the context of Gothic
architecture, the French Abbot Suger contributed to the Gothic by rebuilding the
Basilica of Saint-Denis in Paris; the Gothic was cosmologically pre-existent in
Proclus’ cosmos. Beyond the artistic capacity of Suger, the Cathedral echoes échon
the Beauty of a higher order. Suger’s soul nonetheless remains inextricably bound
to Proclus’ more grandeur cosmological order. It is for this reason that Proclus
described the artisan as creating at the behest of the gods as “guardians and
protectors,” albeit to the “forms at their own level and to the formulae which they
possess of artificial things” (Cra. Comm. [22,1: 11-23,1: 1]). Thus, Gothic
architecture reflects the higher Beauty in one historical period, namely, eleventh-
century Paris. Moreover, following Proclus’ cyclic activity, the perceivers of the
Basilica are drawn back to Beauty.

As Van Den Berg explained, Proclus described two forms of divine presence:
the visual arts, such as statues of the gods and literature, i.c., Plato’s myths [27.
P. 231]. These divine presences are a product of the first manifestation of the One
that is Beauty; it is a “perceptible manifestation (if only to the soul’s eye) of the
One or the Good” that otherwise remains hidden in its perfection [27. P. 235].
Proclus is also explicit that Beauty is a power that produces beautiful things,
whether the Beauty in words or phenomena, “and thus every primary cause
produces all similars from itself” (Pl Theo. 99). It is precisely this power of Beauty
that gave rise to the construction of temples projected by beautiful architectural
design: “Hence temples imitate the heavens, but altars the earth; statues resemble
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life” (Pl Theo. 27). Proclus then compared the temple to the soul of the human
being; the illumination of a temple corresponds to the soul’s divine inspiration:

And as in the most holy of the mysteries [teAet®v ayiwtataig], they
say, that the mystics at first meet with the multiform, and many-shaped
genera; which are hurled forth before the Gods, but on entering the
interior parts of the temple, unmoved, and guarded by the mystic rites,
they genuinely receive in their bosom divine illumination [Oeiav
Eopyv], and divested of their garments, as they would say, participate
of a divine nature [Bgiov petodlappavev]; — the same mode, as it appears
to me, takes place in the speculation of wholes [Bewpia t@vV dAwv] (PL
Theo. 58).

The likening of the soul to a temple is reiterated throughout Proclus’ writings,
which likely influenced Denys. This analogy is important for Proclus to describe
Beauty’s manifestation in perceivable objects'. The continued emanation of Beauty
is allegorised as the illumination of the inner parts of the temple. In the soul’s
inspiration, the temple is illuminated, thus allowing for participation
metalambanein in that which is divine. As Proclus admits to believing (fon auton
oimai), it is through divine inspiration that one can contemplate the whole theoria
ton holon.

Kiikai and the Heian Period

Kikai (774-835) was likely the most important figure of early Esoteric
Buddhism and the founder of the Shingon school during Japan’s Heian period.
Kikai lived through the end of the Nara period (710-794) and the beginning of the
Heian period (794—1185), usually understood to be the transition from Ancient to
Early Middle Ages Japan. In Japanese history, several features define the Heian
period, such as the emergence of warrior culture, the inviolable code of love, the
cherry blossoms’ symbolism and the Japanese script’s emergence [28. P. 3—-66].
More importantly, the Nara period’s archaic religiosity remained, although it was
subject to amelioration. It is from out of this cultural milieu that prioritised the
beauty of art, poetry and literature that Kikai emerged.” As one scholar of
Japanese history explained, the artistic expression characteristic of the Japanese
court at the former capital Heiankyo (Kyoto):

The preoccupation with Beauty, one of the most conspicuous aspects
of the new culture, influenced attitudes toward nature, standards of
judgment in the arts, appraisals of human worth, and norms of social

! This is not limited to objects. In his Parmenides commentary, Proclus described Plato “as the exact
image of philosophy for the benefit of souls here below, in recompense for the statues, the temples, and the
whole ritual of worship, and as the chief author of salvation for men who now live and for those to come
hereafter” (Par. Comm. 618). Here, we see that Plato is not described as an individual but as an archetype of
philosophy who emerged for the benefit of souls as repayment for the statues and altars constructed in the
image of the divine.

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behavior. It also powerfully affected almost every facet of ordinary life,
both public and private, as may be seen from a survey of upper-class
living accommodations, dress, and dietary customs [30. P. 462—-79].

Preoccupation with beauty was the defining feature of the Heian period.
Architecture designed in harmony with its setting, estates built with elaborate
libraries, natural environments reimagined in the form of gardens, fishing pavilions
and flowering plants were all demonstrative of the “happiest expressions of Heian
sensitivity to visual beauty” [29. P. 462—479].

Amidst this cultural backdrop, Kiikai contributed to the development of
Buddhism by introducing a unique theory of writing, literary craft, and text [30.
P.310]. Kikai also merged Nara’s archaic religiosity with high Buddhist
contemplation to produce Japan’s most comprehensive treatment of Buddhist
thought before the modern era [31. P. 131-140]. Kikai’s input was significant
since the Heian court valued poetry’s depiction of the Japanese landscape’s natural
beauty in writing and for heavenly affirmation of the Emperor’s rule. Essentially,
the Heian court understood writing as a ‘political technology’ enabling the poet to
capture and transform such natural beauty to reinforce the sovereign’s will [30.
P. 306-307]. While accepting writing as a technology, especially its power to
portray the beauty of nature, Kukai saw that it was nature’s beauty, not human
culture, that inspired the poetic writing'. So, writing was not a tool of the state but
“a sacred technology necessary for creating and maintaining cosmic order” [30.
P. 309-310]. For Kiikai, the beauty of nature and its apprehension reflected the
natural process of the Dharmakaya”. In other words, the entire cosmos is ‘reality-
embodiment’s teaching’ that tries to tell us something [31. P. 140]. Despite
believing in the superiority of Shingon Buddhism, Kiikai, like Proclus, understood
other traditions as already “written/woven” in the Dharmakaya’s cosmic text [30.
P. 334]. The cultural movement of the Heian period and aesthetic appropriation of
beauty is already ‘written’ into the natural cosmic order of which, like Suger
apropos the Gothic, Kiikai is a mere part. As a result, Kiikai did not hold an
anthropocentric view of culture, art, beauty and literature. On the contrary, Kuokai
chastised those who advocated any subjectivism: “deranged men wronglz believe
in the notion of a permanent ego and are firmly attached to it” [34. P. 158]".

Kiikai’s cosmology coincides with Ryiiichi Abé’s thesis in The Weaving of
Mantra: Kiikai and the Construction of Esoteric Buddhist Discourse, the most
comprehensive study of Kiikai in the English language. Abé makes the case that
many of the elements of Shingo Buddhism had already been transmitted from
China to Japan before Kiikai. Kiikai’s contributions centred on the transformation,

! Kiikai’s understanding of nature is strikingly similar to Proclus, although it would be beyond the
scope of this paper to investigate in detail. To comment briefly, in Proclus’ view, nature does not exist sepa-
rately from its existents despite reflecting the eternal Intellect. In resemblance of of Kiikai’s view of nature’s
mirroring of the Dharmakaya, Proclus’ nature is participated and immanent; there is no such thing as a
‘primal nature’ [32. P. 48—49].

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innovation and appropriation of an already extant body of knowledge. Therefore,
by Kikai’s own account, we must understand the establishment of Shingon
Buddhism in alliance with the Nara establishment as the self-expression of the
Dharmakaya. Since all historical and cultural movements were bound to the
Dharmakaya, Kikai sought common ground with the establishment of the time
despite advocating the superiority of his school. Kiikai could introduce his Esoteric
Buddhism without undermining the Nara establishment, thereby eliminating
friction with Heian society. Kukai’s experience differed from Saichd’s, who, in
introducing the Tendai School in early Heian society, was met with a hostile
reception and inevitably suffered banishment by the Nara establishment [30. P. 11—
12]. Kikai would eventually command the highest post in the Office of Priestly
Affairs and successfully replace Confucianism with Buddhism as the state’s
ideology. As Abé explained, “Kiikai had become one of the most prominent
leaders of the early Heian Buddhist community and that he was exercising his
influence in shaping the relationship between the state and Buddhism” [30. P. 11—
12]. In another parallel worthy of note, like Denys’ influence on the emergence of
the Gothic traceable back to the Proclean emphasis on Beauty, Kiikai’s aesthetic
writings and Buddhist practices were a product of Heian society’s focus on beauty
traceable back to the Tempyo period (729-749) and especially Emperor Shomu’s
reign (701-756, r. 724-749). For it was following Shomu’s enhancement of
relations with China and the state institution of Buddhism, the importation of
esoteric texts began [35. P. 662].

The Beauty of Nature in Kiikai’s Shingon Practice

Kikai understood all human affairs reflecting the Dharmakaya’s order and
consistently based Shingon practice on this fundamental principle. Like Proclus’
determination of beautiful art composed under the guidance of a higher
cosmological order, for Kukai, the Dharmakaya inspired the poet, or rather, the
Dharmakaya expresses itself through nature, which inspires the poet. In other
words, “it is nature’s taming of the mind, rather than culture’s control over nature,
that provides inspiration for his poetic compositions” [30. P. 309]. Nature, as it
were, is a closer mirroring of the Dharmakaya than the tumultuous essence of
human society. Hence, Kiukai constructed his Shingon practice to attune the
adherent to Dharmakaya’s resonance. Nature’s beauty was vital here for Kiikai’s
cosmology. All Shingon rituals emblematised a “synaesthetic enterprise, a fact
which contributed to Kiikai’s success in the refined upper class society of his
times” [36. P. 498]. As Huiguo (746-805) taught during Kuikai’s tutelage in China,
nature’s beauty, along with all signs and sounds, is the Dharmakaya [30. P. 130]".
This also explains why Kikai regularly recluded into the mountains, often
declaring that he had sworn to the Buddhas and bodhisattvas to remain undisturbed
irrespective of social functions [30. P. 130]. Kiukai sought inspiration from the
mountains, and on return from China, Kiikai consecrated the monastery at Mount
Koya as a commitment to the gods, which later became the centre of Shingon
Buddhism [38. P. 121].

! Kiikai travelled to China during the Tang Dynasty in 804 for some thirty months and studied under
Huiguo a prominent Buddhist monk of the Ximing Temple, resulting in the latter proclaiming Kiikai a
Dharma heir and instructing him to transmit the esoteric doctrines to Japan [37. P. 78].
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Kiukai was nonetheless adamant that despite nature’s mirroring of the
Dharmakaya, the latter remained hidden in its formlessness, beyond
conceptualisation and verbalisation [34. P.154]. So, to integrate with the
Dharmakaya, Kikai distinguished between Esoteric and Exoteric Buddhism.
Exoteric Buddhism was practised by various Buddhist schools that were not
“intended to advocate the final truth,” whereas Esoteric Buddhism was “preached
by the Dharmakaya Buddha himself” [34. P. 154—157]. Since the Dharmakaya
remains concealed, the esoteric should only be applied to “the secret teaching
revealing the innermost experience of the ultimate Dharmakaya Buddha” [34.
P. 157]. Kukai elaborated upon the nature of the esoteric teachings in response to
Emperor Junna’s edict in 830 that all Buddhist schools issue their doctrines in
writing. Kiikai replied in what one scholar called his “most ambitious work” — The
Ten Stages of the Development of the Human Mind and its sister version, The
Precious Key to the Secret Treasury [33. P.334-335]. In these works, Kikai
detailed the esoteric by distinguishing between the ten stages of development in the
religious mind. The tenth and final stage of the development of the human mind,
Kiikai called the “Glorious Mind, the Most Secret and Sacred,” is where all secret
treasures are manifest: “It is the supreme Truth, the most secret and imperishable,
like a diamond” [34. P. 217] ' The esoteric teaching culminates in one’s realisation
of their being a unity of body and mind grounded in the Dharmakaya; “all sentient
beings are endowed with the all-pervading Mind” [34. P.219]. Again, this
realisation is closely associated with beauty. Hence, for Kikai, practising aesthetic
interpretations of the Dharmakaya through mantra and ritual is imperative; mantra
theory must be intrinsically poetic or aesthetic in contrast to regular conceptual
language. For Kiikai, poetic or aesthetic language can evoke responses that reorient
our perspective of the world. Therefore, the mantras and rituals must produce
aesthetic experiences [39. P. 532-536].

The Emergence of Shingon Buddhism

In keeping with Kikai’s cosmology, we are to understand that Shingon
Buddhism was a product of the Dharmakaya’s beauty itself, not Kukai the subject.
Kiukai’s own interpretation of the Dharmakaya is fundamentally trans-subjective.
Aside from Kiikai’s position, we can understand the beauty of the Heian period
based on several events of the Heian period. Firstly, much of the Buddhist culture
and written tradition of the late Nara and early Heian period had set the stage for
Kukai’s work. Kiikai effectively appropriated and refined the resources that had
already arrived in Japan before his time, much of which initially failed to capture
the clergy’s attention. Understandably, Abé argues that it was distinguishing
between Esoteric and Exoteric Buddhism that exhibits the weight of Kiikai’s
influence during the Heian period, not his importation of Chinese scripture, rituals
and icons [30. P. 6-10]. Secondly, Shingon Buddhism appealed to the

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establishment because they were consistent with Kiikai’s historical conditions,
particularly the intense aestheticism of Heian society. Kiikai was an astounding
poet, and a series of correspondence letters between Kiikai and the Emperor Saga
between 809 and 816 are but one example of Heian society’s appreciation for
Kikai’s poetry and calligraphy [30. P. 43].

Kikai’s aesthetic systematisation of religion, rich in symbolism, appealed to
Heian society, showing that Kiikai’s influence on the arts of Japanese culture
should not be understated. Apart from composing poetry and beautiful calligraphy,
Kukai was the first Esoteric Buddhist to synthesise and organise the “Womb and
Diamond Worlds into a single religio-aesthetic system” [40. P. 738]. The Womb
World (Taizékai mandara) and Diamond World (Kongokai mandara) make up the
most crucial mandala for the Esoteric Buddhist tradition in Japan, known as the
mandala of the Two Worlds (ryokai mandara); the primary mandala for Kikai’s
Shingon Buddhism [37. P. 33-95]. Consistent with the Esoteric Buddhist tradition,
Kukai’s synthesis of the two mandalas expressed the unity of potential
enlightenment and the nondual wisdom as symbolic of his nondual doctrines [40.
P. 738].

The Two Worlds thence fell under the general curriculum of religious art in the
Shingon school, showing Kiikai’s emphasis on the beauty of the arts. Given the
rich paintings and symbolism portrayed therein, Kiikai’s understanding of art
motivated his establishment of the Two Mandalas. The school established four
different art categories: a) painting and sculpture, b) music and literature, c)
gestures and acts, and c) the implements of civilisation and religion [41. P. 138].
For Kukai, competency in the arts resulted in “the creation of flowers of
civilisation which are Buddhas in their own right... whatever was beautiful partook
of the nature of Buddha. Nature, art and religion were one. It is not difficult, then,
to see why so aesthetic a religion found favor at a time when Japanese civilisation
was at the height of its flowering” [41. P. 138].

The centrality of art in Shingon school shows that despite the Dharmakaya
being beyond the reach of conceptualisation, it is attainable through art, as Kukai
elaborated:

In truth, the Esoteric doctrines are so profound as to defy their
enunciation in writing. With the help of painting, however, their
obscurities can be understood. The various attitudes and mudras of the
holy images all have their source in Buddha’s love, and one may attain
Buddhahood at sight of them. Thus the secrets of the sutras and
commentaries can be depicted in art, and the essential truths of the
Esoteric teaching are all set forth therein. Neither teachers nor students
can dispense with it. Art is what reveals to us the state of perfection [42.
P. 137-138].

Visual representations of the “two aspects of potential and dynamic
manifestations” served to illustrate the Shingon school’s unified teachings of the
Two Mandalas, the “indestructible potential of the cosmos” of the Diamond
Mandala and the Womb Mandala’s dynamic portrayal of the “manifold group of
deities and other beings” — following the kinds of powers and intentions they
personify [42. P. 156]. Expressions of beauty, whether in poetry, paintings or
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various mandalas, were integral to the Shingon school and fundamental to the
nature of the universe, consistent with Kiikai’s teachings. Therefore, to allow for
the reception of the Dharmakaya’s teachings, beauty must be portrayed by the most
potent aesthetic mediums.

Conclusion

Scholars have often speculated on the ostensible Eastern influences on
Neoplatonism, especially in the case of its founder, Plotinus. While much scholarly
ink has been spilled on this potential connection, no scholarly consensus exists,
given the lack of substantial evidence. Kikai’s work, alternatively, is heavily
indebted to the Eastern tradition, especially the Buddhism inherited from Tang
Chinese. The profound point here is that barring the differential use of labels such
as Intellect, One, Dharmakaya and mind, significant consistencies between the two
remain, as this paper showed. Of course, I am not suggesting a complete overlap in
the cosmology of Proclus and Kikai; however, I maintain that certain core
principles align. Both figures view the world’s beauty as divine, for beauty is
inherent to the expression of the Dharmakaya or One. Even more interesting is that
both thinkers considered the natural cosmological order as acting through
themselves in a manner that transcends the subject. Proclus’ role via Denys in the
emergence of the Gothic is still visible today. Similarly, Kiikai was responsible for
the temple at Mount Kdya, which was not completed until after Kiikai’s death but
has become somewhat of an icon of Japanese Buddhism. Kikai’s synaesthetic
application of Shingon rituals is still in use, while Proclus’ thought significantly
shaped Islamic and European philosophy of the Middle Ages and beyond. The
Gothic has undergone numerous changes throughout the centuries, with Gothic
literature, film and architecture now a popular theme in contemporary culture.
Likewise, Kiukai’s Esoteric Buddhism has become fundamental to Japanese
Buddhism. This study has been but a brief introduction to the origin of thinking of
the early Middle Ages, which underpins, to a large part, subsequent history.
However, much work remains to enhance further our understanding of the thinking
behind contemporary philosophy and Buddhism.
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Abstract. The idea of well-being as an integral characteristic of life becomes irrelevant
within the context of human entrepreneurialization in all processes of life creation, including
the production of ideas about well-being. The article aims to substantiate the need for a
pragmatic turn in well-being studies. The method is based on the distinction between studies
of representations of well-being in things, activities and indicators, and studies of well-being
as a set of practices. The pool of well-being practices was obtained from articles on well-
being from the OpenAlex catalog in two stages. We retrieved words that co-occurred with
marker terms of practice theories first and then, based on the analysis of the terms’ network,
words denoting well-being practices. We conceptualized well-being as practice on the basis
of discourse theory. We obtained the following results. (1) Well-being is the successor to the
concept of wealth in terms of both its conceptual history and similarity of research stages.
(2) The network of well-being practices studies is structured by the interconnection of its
largest nodes: “practice”, “experience”, “intervention”, “policy”. (3) Based on the analysis of
tensions, these nodes are identified as signifiers of the elements of the concept “well-being as
practice”. (4) Elements of the concept have their own features: “practices” in the proper
sense are embodiments of established norms and laws; “experiments” are improvisations in
life creation; “interventions” are interferences by local administrations, corporations, medical
authorities aiming to improve people’s lives; “policies/politics” are practices of the state in
the field of well-being intended to normalize citizens’ lives from birth to death. We conclude
that a pragmatic turn is emerging in well-being studies. In the future, a continuous analysis
of well-being practices in a territorial context may be useful for shaping the identity of
regions, developing tourism and attracting investment.

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EPISTEMIC RISKS OF THE SOFTWARIZATION
OF MODERN RESEARCH ACTIVITIES

Abstract. Software is gradually becoming a fundamental component of modern research
activities from preparation for research (information retrieval activities, creation of databases
and metacatalogs, generation of hypotheses) and its conduct (connection to virtual
instruments and devices, implementation of experiments, automatic proof or refutation of
theorems, analysis and visualization of data/information, modeling of complex systems and
simulation of their behavior in various states, solving complex computational problems) to
the presentation and distribution of the results obtained in the process of research and
maintaining scientific communication. This process is also called the softwarization of
modern research activities. An epistemological understanding of the development of the
softwarization of modern research activities may lead to a reevaluation of the process of
cognition and the creation of a non-anthropocentric epistemology, in which knowledge of the
world is carried out from the perspective of not only people, but also users who are not
biologically human (software, intelligent or cognitive agents, robots, avatars, artificial
intelligence objects, etc.). Currently, attempts to create a non-anthropocentric epistemology
are expressed in the emergence of android epistemology, robot epistemology, software
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epistemology, and artificial intelligence epistemology. From the point of view of
epistemological analysis, the epistemic risks of the softwarization of modern research
activities are interconnected and consist in epistemic opacity, loss of epistemic control over
the research process and trust in the results obtained, difficulties in maintaining and
developing scientific software, as well as reproducibility of research results, and also in the
lack of a scientific understanding and explanation of the results obtained with the help of
software. So, as modern science becomes more and more dependent on scientific software,
the epistemic risks of its use increase accordingly. Overcoming the epistemic risks of the
softwarization of modern research activities is a critical and necessary condition for
understanding and reproducing research results, and can contribute to the progressive
evolution of modern scientific computer methods.

Abstract. The article is dedicated to the theory of European society transit from
multiculturalism to policulturalism. In comparison with multiculturalism that promoted
cultural differences toleration, policulturalism esteems cultural differences a significant
advantage that allows reaching the goals of intercultural communication. Policulturalism is
based on the idea of cultural competence, which suggests the existence of special paradigms
and skills of intercultural communication. “Cultural competence” is a complex term. It
includes cultural awareness, cultural sensitivity, cultural humility, and cultural
responsiveness. It highlights that, if a person tends to communicate with someone from a
different culture, they, first of all, have to learn and understand their own culture, its specific
features, values, historical aspects. Moreover, an evidence of a new strategy implementation
is a special attention to citizens with a migrant background. These are migrants’ children,
who were born or grown up in a new country. Therefore, they are already socialized in the
European society. They are native speakers and culture beams. However, because of their
culture and individual appearance, they still face a lot of challenges in terms of
discrimination and inequality in education, employment, healthcare and housing because of
migrant stereotypes. That is why efficient integration policies should be built both upon
formal (education system) and informal (mass media, interpersonal communication) levels.
The Action Plan on Integration and Inclusion 2021-2027 developed by the European
Commission highlights this problem. Therefore, multiculturalism that was based on
tolerance and perceived cultural differences as a communication barrier has been replaced by
policulturalism. It was an important step that allowed preparing the ground for the next step.
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Moreover, it is logical that policulturalism may be a transition to a more developed kind of
intercultural relationship in European society.

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THE ONTOLOGICAL ESSENCE OF CREATIVITY:
ANCIENT EASTERN, RENAISSANCE AND ENLIGHTENMENT
PHILOSOPHICAL TRADITIONS

Abstract. The object of the research is creativity as a cultural and philosophical phenomenon.
The focus of the research is the ontological essence of creativity revealed in the
philosophical traditions of the Ancient East, Renaissance and Enlightenment. The aim of the
research is the historical and philosophical reconstruction of the ways of conceptualizing the
ontological essence of creativity within the framework of these epochs. The topicality of the
research is determined by modern socio-cultural transformations in the sphere of creative
being, characterized by the spread of new creative practices that prioritize the presentative
side of creativity over the value content and replace the freedom of the creative process with
algorithms. Such trends require the development of an adequate system of criteria for
creativity, for which it is necessary to turn to the history of its philosophical understanding.
The first part of the research examines the specifics of the ontological approach to the
phenomenon of creativity, which is revealed as an attribute of being and as the potency of
the subject. The second part of the research is dedicated to the investigation of the
ontological rootedness of creativity in ancient Eastern philosophy, in which the process of
the formation of the cosmos itself appears to be creative, carried out due to the dialectical
interaction of opposite principles. The meaning of creativity is found here in the inactive
following of the subject to the creative self-unfolding of transcendental substations. The third
part of the research analyzes the Renaissance substantiation of the ontological essence of
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creativity, which is understood both as bringing a thing to being by God, who is in the modes
of the Creator, Ruler and Guardian, and as the unfolding of being by the subject from its
center. The fourth part examines the Enlightening understanding of the ontological essence
of creativity as a divine emanation of being and as the preservation of being by God. The
ontological source of the subject’s creativity is the mind, which allows actualizing the
creative potencies inherent in it by God. In each of the considered epochs, there is a tendency
of an ambivalent understanding of the essence of creativity, consisting both in the
differentiation of the productive and reproductive aspects of creativity and in the gradation of
true and imaginary creative intentions. In the final part, the working concepts of true and
imaginary creativity are proposed.

A POLITICAL EVENT ACCORDING TO BADIOU:
FROM CONSTRUCTING A SITUATION TO ASSESSING
PROGRESSIVENESS

Abstract. The article examines the possibilities of applying Alain Badiou’s approach to
complex-unstable processes. The French philosopher considers the ontology and
phenomenology of an event as the mathematics of sets. The similarity of Badiou’s views
with the description of politics is shown, as well as the possibility of applying the concept of
political progress to the sequence of events and assessing their moral value. Badiou proceeds
from a situation that does not represent unity, changes according to internal laws, is infinite
in content. Before the situation becomes unstable, these properties allow us to apply modern
methods of processing and scaling big data. By its composition, the situation has a set of
non-political elements that objectively characterize stationary processes, and a growing
“wandering” variety of political facts that subjectively reflect reality. This situation is called
a pre-political situation, in which there is a “duality”. When the duality becomes apparent,
Badiou’s approach should be applied, in which a special count procedure is carried out. This
procedure involves choosing an external “generic” set and forcing into the situation. A well-
constructed generic set has elements that are suitable in practice for ordering “chaotic”
political elements in the overall structure of the set. As a result, an event is declared. The
new situation consists of modified elements of the previous situation and generic elements. It
can be completely or partially structured, so again it is possible to apply the big data
methodology. Forcing an event is seen as a fragment of policy. According to Badiou,
revolutionary events correspond to truth and birth procedures. For less singular events, it is
necessary to search for and clarify the “right direction” to the truth, which can be clarified
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through the concept of political progress. The big data methodology and Badiou’s approach,
supplemented by the research of Denquin, Ranciére, and Domanov, can describe a wide
range of phenomena.

MODERN TRENDS IN THE COMMUNICATIVE INTERACTION
OF SCIENCE AND SOCIETY

Abstract. In the article, the author analyzes the relationship between science and society, as
well as communicative resources for its establishment. The phenomenon of “open science”,
the construction of scientific communication and the specifics of its network nature in our
time are discussed; the influence of expert knowledge on the public perception of science is
noted. The author aims to demonstrate the implementation of the scientific communication
functioning mechanism in network societies based on the reproduction of communication
with other subsystems. An overview of models of such interaction between science and civil
society as part of the popularization of scientific knowledge is given, a hierarchical (scarce)
dialogical model and a model of “engagement” are reconstructed. The “citizen science”
project is involved in the analysis of the Science-society interaction, which is characterized
not only as one of the options for popularizing scientific knowledge, but also as a platform
for changing the angle of professional expert examination and including “citizen scientists”
as subjects of interaction with scientific and political subsystems. The above trends indicate
the integration of the communicative fields of science—politics—economics, hybrid forms of
communication. However, this is not enough at the moment to talk about the own
subjectivity of science in the political or other social subsystems.

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“Functional political correctness of disability issues: the relationship of technology, language
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opinions on the role of technical means of rehabilitation in shaping attitudes towards people
with disabilities through the prism of the main disability models: medical and social.
Important factors that determine the role of a technical means of rehabilitation in the context
of shaping attitudes towards people with disabilities are the characteristics set by
manufacturers, since they determine the scope of opportunities available to a person with a
disability at a given stage of society’s technological development. Based on the results of the
study, it was revealed that the respondents’ opinions on the purposes of using technical
means of rehabilitation reflect to a greater extent the medical model of disability; however,
the characteristics of the means themselves show features of the social model. In general,
this corresponds to the transitional stage from the medical model to the social one, about
which Elena larskaia-Smirnova writes. However, during the interview, the “culture of
wearing a technical rehabilitation device” and the perception of this device both by the
person with a disability and by those around him were identified as a significant factor. In
the context of technological development, it is concluded that there are indirect signs of the
formation of a technical model of disability proposed by Bolshakov and Iarskaia-Smirnova,
which can be considered outside the context of the transition from the medical model to the
social one, as independent, including combining the features of the two models indicated
above, introducing as the main parameter the possibilities of human functioning in society,
determined by the characteristics of the technical rehabilitation means used.

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Abstract. The article uses concrete empirical material to investigate the formation of a
“forced” identity in three “waves” of migration to the Far East, mainly to Khabarovsk Krai,
of natives from the republics (states) of Central Asia and Transcaucasia. It is compulsory
insofar as it is forced to be guided by the discourse about migrants formed in the host
community. At the same time, in the eyes of the host community, the factor that
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“distinguishes” migrants is not their official status but the ethnicity of a person. As shown in
the article, the main population of the region formed in the 1960s—1980s. Accordingly, the
ethnicity of some of the new Far Easterners (“zero wave”) was not a significant factor, and
their identity was not different from that of the rest of the regional community. Over time,
they became the basis for facilitating the migration of new migrants (“first wave”) who
arrived throughout the post-Soviet period. The peculiarity of these waves was the focus on
rooting in the local community, acquiring an identity that would allow integration into the
host community. However, in the 2010s, a new wave of migrants appeared in the region,
arriving under state programs, mostly contracted to work on construction projects in the Far
East. Central Asians predominated among them. Unlike the previous agents arriving from
the national republics of the USSR and Eurasian Economic Union countries, who gradually
dissolve into the local community, the new migrants arrive en masse and become visible. At
the same time, they have a number of features that distinguish them from their predecessors.
This group of migrants (“second wave”) does not seck integration into the local community,
remaining mentally at the place of origin. They begin to be perceived as the “Other”,
endowed in the dominant discourse with a number of negative traits. However, as the article
shows, the quality by which the “Other” is defined was not the length of stay in the region or
perception of local culture, but ethnicity as a stigma. Moreover, this stigma on the parameter
of ethnicity also applies to previous waves of arrivals who were already well adapted to the
local community, destroying their established identity and forcing them to build a new one,
which must also take into account the negative discourse itself.

TRANSFORMATION OF MEDICAL UNIVERSITY STUDENTS’
LIFESTYLE AFTER EMPLOYMENT IN THE “RED ZONE”
(BASED ON INTERVIEWS WITH STUDENTS OF TVER STATE
MEDICAL UNIVERSITY)

Abstract. Studies on the peculiarities of the lifestyle of the population in Russia in the 19th
century are analyzed; the main works on this problem in the 20th and 21st centuries are
described. The analysis is based on the understanding of this phenomenon through the prism
of the activity approach, in which lifestyle is considered as an essential and meaningful
characteristic of the way of activity, and not traits, properties and qualities of a person. From
the sociological analysis perspective, lifestyle is analyzed using such variables as standard of
living, quality of life, lifestyle, material wealth, goods and services consumed by a person,
the lower needs of an individual. This article presents an analysis of the main trends
affecting changes in the lifestyle of students due to the onset of the coronavirus infection in
the last two years. The results of an applied study conducted in January—February 2022 with
students of Tver State Medical University employed in hospitals for the treatment of patients
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with COVID-19 in the city Tver are presented. The informants were selected by the snowball
method; the study was conducted by the in-depth interview method. According to the results
of the study, the lifestyle of medical students employed in infectious diseases hospitals for
the treatment of patients with the coronavirus infection has undergone significant changes
after starting work there. These changes affected such aspects of the students’ lifestyle as
employment (and its goals), the daily routine (reduction of sleep, shift of day and night, non-
compliance with the diet), well-being (its increase), and material needs (their increase along
with a constant level (or some decrease) of spiritual needs). The time spent on leisure and
sports was minimized. There is a transformation of the educational process, which has led to
certain difficulties in attending classes, perception of the material. The physical and mental
state of medical students has also changed in the direction of deterioration (the level of
nervousness has increased, but stress resistance has increased). New necessary skills were
also formed due to such employment (time planning and professional skills of medical and
nursing work). Changes in the direction of a positive attitude towards the future profession
and immunity to the death of patients occurred among senior students with long work
experience. Social and political life, rules of conduct, spiritual needs of the individual
remained unchanged in the medical students’ lifestyle.

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YOUTH OF THE PLANT, THEIR EXPECTATIONS
AND LABOR VALUES

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Abstract. At present, the problem of attracting young people to work at industrial enterprises
and their opportunities in the context of increasing labor volumes, reducing the working-age
population under the age of 30, needing to constantly learn and master new skills is relevant.
The youth, because its development took place at the beginning of the 21st century with
alternating crises and tremendous upheavals, have many values and interests that differ from
traditional ones. Businesses are forced to adapt the human resource (HR) management
system for a value proposition that is in demand among young people. The study aims to
identify the main problems of young professionals’ adaptation and consolidation at industrial
enterprises, and to evaluate the possibilities of changing approaches to HR management to
satisfy the demands of the youth. The research methods — in-depth interviews with directors
and HR officers, focus groups with young workers of industrial enterprises — served to
determine the features of young workers’ perception of their work. The study shows that
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staff turnover among young people is low; they are generally satisfied with benefits their
enterprises offer for the staff; during the adaptation period, they face problems and
limitations, which does not allow them to engage quickly and fully in work; some of their
labor expectations and needs (working conditions, wages, and career expectations) are not
coordinated with industrial enterprises. The results of the study can be used by HR services
of industrial enterprises to revisit their work with young people for employing them and by
researchers who study the issues of employing young people at enterprises.

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RESOURCE MOBILIZATION OF THE ACADEMIC COMMUNITY
OF RUSSIAN UNIVERSITIES IN NEW CONDITIONS:
METHODOLOGICAL APPROACHES TO RESEARCH
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Abstract. The article analyzes resource mobilization of the academic community (AC) of
Russian universities through the prism of methodological approaches to the study of the
problem. Attention is drawn to institutional, normative, community, resource, and
communicative approaches. The content of each of them is revealed. The ways of their use in
the analysis of the mobilization of AC resources are shown. For this purpose, the article
specifically provides one of the possible typologies of AC resources. Applying the resource
approach and mobilizing various types of AC resources, the author proposes to allocate: a
research resource (activity and/or willingness to participate in grant and initiative projects,
contractual work, the ability to obtain significant scientific results, etc.); a publication
resource (publication activity, its quality, the degree of involvement of various AC groups in
it, etc.); an academic qualification resource (the real level of academic skills, Ac activities in
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academic development); a symbolic resource (“productivity” of titles, academic degrees,
awards, expert statuses, etc.); an “ideological” resource (the level of knowledge,
understanding, acceptance of the goals of the university development strategy, as well as AC
readiness to participate in its implementation in the new conditions of the trauma society); a
research teams resource (the presence of research teams, schools and groups, their traditions
and social capital); a communicative resource (quality and density of academic
communications, etc.); a temporal resource (resources of AC social time, age, etc.); a
mentoring resource (AC resources necessary for the reproduction of academic staff,
including motivation, mentoring competencies, etc.); an educational and pedagogical
resource (AC resources necessary for the formation of personnel for the new economy,
including professional and academic mobility, interaction with practitioners, modern
knowledge of the industry), etc.

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Abstract. The article presents the results of an analysis of the relationship between the event
series of the coronavirus infection and its reflection in the texts of the leading Russian news
agencies TASS and RIA. Temporal dynamics (2020) and spatial-administrative (ratio
between Moscow and the regions) variation were studied. The analysis was carried out using
the method of automatic text analysis to identify information gaps as one of the reasons of
the infodemic. The study is based on the basic concept of modern discourse analysis about
the “non-neutrality” of news, about the structuring of events in news according to the
principle of relevance, determined by the processes of institutional and social production and
consumption of news. The empirical material is data from statistics on the spread of the
coronavirus infection Stopcoronavirus from the Yandex DatalLens service and Wikipedia,
mentioning the most important events during the pandemic. Texts from news publications of
RIA and TASS related to the pandemic and published in 2020 (794,611 words) were used as
material for constructing a thematic model. The probabilistic topic modeling method was
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used to highlight the thematic structure of news content. The constructed generative model
determines which words generate each topic and which topics generate the document. Thus,
the model makes an assumption about the surface semantic structure of the text. As a result
of the use of automatic thematic modeling, the most frequent lexical units were identified,
representing the development of the pandemic during 2020, organized into thematic units.
On this basis, the following conclusions were made. 1. Leading Russian news agencies, with
varying degrees of efficiency, reflected the dynamics of the development of the pandemic at
different stages of its spread and significant events. 2. The characteristics of the reflection of
the pandemic noted as positive are: 1) the combination of thematic updating (peaks of
informational thematic highlighting) with the retention of a significant topic throughout the
year, 2)the presence of variation in thematic focuses in its correlation with the
administrative-territorial uniqueness of the Russian Federation. At the same time, a
discrepancy was revealed between the increasing criticality in the development of the
pandemic by the end of 2020 and the decreasing level of information activity as it was
presented on the pages of leading federal news agencies. This fact can be interpreted as one
of the factors in the formation of an infodemic in a situation characterized by high social
risks in risk communication in the field of health.

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STATE APOLOGIES FOR COLONIAL-ERA CRIMES:
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Abstract. The resort to state apologies has become common practice in contemporary
international relations. This practice is used not only by big ex-colonial powers but also by
smaller states like the Benelux that are proud of their international image as progressive
multicultural societies. As researchers note, state apologies for historical injustices have
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become a common form of satisfaction for the inflicted harm, though without actual
reparations. This diplomatic practice has become especially important in the conditions of
“global crisis of liberalism” and “memory upsurge”. Post-colonial discourse has challenged
North-South relations and brought about an alternative viewpoint of state responsibility for
colonial crimes. This article examines the Netherlands’ apologies to the former colonies
made by state representatives in the period of 20012023 (10 apologies in total). Using
quantitative and qualitative content-analysis, we seek to uncover discursive strategies of the
texts. We note that apologies tend to downplay the historical past, which is presented as cruel
and irreparable, threatening the stability and future of a progressive European country. We
have found out that the state’s representatives tend to deny the Netherlands’ responsibility
for the past violence. Voices of victims and their descendants are silenced, subsumed by the
dominant Eurocentric discourse. The past is framed as horrible/inactive, and the
present/future are as positive/active. We conclude that the choice of such discursive
strategies has to do with the unwillingness to address the question of reparations, with the
maintenance of the country’s image as an open, tolerant liberal democracy. The plan of the
future is constructed with the concepts of hope, forgiveness, development, and tolerance.
The apologies reveal the dynamics of discourse associated with the increasing expression of
remorse and the fact that the young generation of former colonists and their victims were
included in a single multicultural space. The choice of such discursive strategies may be
associated with a reluctance to resolve the issue of compensation for damage and with the
maintaining of the image of the country as an open tolerant liberal democracy. Meanwhile,
the discourse of apologies shows a steady tendency of European countries to engage in a
dialogue with the former colonies and move away from considering them as the former
victims in favor of future partners in international communication.

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Abstract. Modern political science within the framework of the study of informal institutions
allows us to project the accumulated theoretical and empirical experience on the countries of
the African continent. It becomes possible to trace the practice of integrating informal
institutions with a touch of ethnic culture into the political life of the Sahel countries. The
traditionality of society, and its simultaneous dynamism in development and change, is
exactly what makes the African experience unique in comparison with any other.
Considering informal institutions through the prism of the classification of Helmke, it is
possible to find certain deviations from the proposed approach, which is associated with the
absolute identity of the African society. Subjects to a brief comparison and analysis are West
African units such as: Traditional Dozo hunters, which have spread in the Sahel countries;
the Congolese May-May movement, which has become a kind of a symbol of the national
militia in Africa; Azawadi combatants from the Platform and CMA associations in northern
Mali; the Vigilance and Patriotic Defense Brigade, representing the national militia from
Burkina Faso. This far from complete list of informal institutions, however, demonstrates
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how widespread they are on the continent, and how serious an impact they have on the
political situation in each of the states. Parallel attempts by European countries and UN
missions to gain a foothold on the mainland and stabilize the processes of rapid escalation of
armed conflicts are traced. Their effectiveness in some cases is called into question, which is
proved by the gradual outflow of foreign military personnel from Africa. As a conclusion, it
can be noted that national community-based armed groups in a legalized and “polished”
form, taking into account their partial integration into regular army units, can be the very
solution that many countries of the “golden” continent are looking for. The research of such
observations is the subject of scientific interest within the framework of the article.

COMPONENTS OF RUSSIA’S FOREIGN SUCCESS
IN THE INDIAN OCEAN

Abstract. The aim of this article is to identify areas of Russia’s strategic presence in the
Indian Ocean region. In recent years, the Indian Ocean region has increasingly become an
arena of strategic rivalry between great powers, primarily China and the United States, as
well as China and India. A significant part of the planet’s conflict potential — military,
territorial, ethno-confessional, environmental conflicts — is concentrated in the Indo-Pacific
space. In the 21st century, the geopolitical significance of the Indian Ocean and the Western
Pacific has become more tangible both in the geo-economic and security aspects. The Indian
Ocean region, stretching from the east coast of Africa to the Pacific zone, which includes
New Zealand, Australia, New Guinea, Malaysia, Indonesia, the Philippines, and Indochina,
has always been of strategic importance for Russia. During the Soviet period, Moscow
maintained a permanent, including naval, presence in the Indian Ocean. With the end of the
Cold War, the Russian Navy effectively withdrew from the Indian Ocean. After the collapse
of the Soviet Union, Russia, due to predominantly internal circumstances, could not pay the
same attention to the Indian Ocean region, but in recent years there has been a growing
activity of Moscow in regional affairs. The Indian Ocean direction is defined as one of the
six priority regional directions in Russia’s maritime policy along with the Arctic, Pacific,
Atlantic, and Caspian. Russia’s long-term strategic interaction with the Indian Ocean region
includes four main areas: geopolitical — expanding influence by attracting partners,
participating in international associations; military-strategic — the fight against asymmetric
security threats, including assistance to regional partners against organized crime, piracy,
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regional terrorism, and internal militant opposition, strengthening regional defense ties and
force projection; economic — strengthening economic interests in the Indian Ocean region
and in Africa; scientific — conducting marine scientific research. One of the key allies of the
Russian Federation in the Indian Ocean is India. Russia, with its significant military,
economic, and scientific potential, could play an important role in ensuring the regional
security of the Indian Ocean, in particular in operations to eliminate the consequences of
natural disasters and catastrophes and maintain information security. Russia’s participation
in such international organizations as the SCO, BRICS, and IORA will allow it to stabilize
regional security and strengthen its authority in the Indian Ocean region.
