ANTINOMIANISM IN THE INTERDISCIPLINARY DIALOGUE
OF PHILOSOPHY AND PSYCHIATRY: FROM PHENOMENOLOGY
TO NEUROSCIENCES

Abstract. The article discusses the genesis of antinomianism in the philosophy of psychiatry,
analyzes its origins in the philosophical interpretation of mental illness in the 20th century.
Antinomianism is the interpretation of methods, concepts, and practices through
contradictory but equal categories that set different perspectives for interpretation. The study
of antinomianism has a critical orientation, i.e. (implementing Kant’s critical method) is

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aimed at characterizing the foundations and specifics of the philosophy of psychiatry, the
nature of its problematization, its boundaries. The article reveals not only the positive
achievements of the philosophy of psychiatry, but also its problem points, its modern
situation. The author traces the transformation of antinomianism from the existential-
phenomenological tradition in psychiatry to the philosophy of psychiatry. It is emphasized
that the history of the field is based on the opposition between traditional psychiatry and a
person-centered philosophical approach, within which the research perspective changes from
external (objective) to internal (subjective). Based on philosophical problematization and
bringing concepts rather than functives to the center of its field, philosophical psychiatry
designates the main problem points of the theory with antinomic concepts that capture the
non-objectifiable field of experience of a mentally ill person. Existential-phenomenological
psychiatry replaces biological (anatomical) theory with phenomenological ontology, and
anti-psychiatry develops a social theory (social ontology), on the basis of which it develops
deinstitutional practice. The author analyses the antinomianism of the first studies of the
philosophy of psychiatry as a problem field and scientific branch, the attempts to overcome
it, coupled with the removal of antinomianism in neurophenomenology. The new model of
consciousness develops a dialectical philosophical interpretation of mental illness, where the
experience of consciousness is consistently explored simultaneously in the causal analysis of
neuroscience and the structural analysis of phenomenology. This leads to the construction of
a complex (philosophical and neurophysiological) theory of pathological experience. In the
study of antinomianism as a platform for the philosophy of psychiatry, the article lays the
basis for fundamental and applied studies of its problem field.

EPISTEMOLOGICAL PROSPECTS IN THE DEVELOPMENT
OF SOFTWARIZATION OF CONTEMPORARY
SCIENTIFIC RESEARCH ACTIVITIES

Abstract. Currently, software is becoming an important tool (agent) for obtaining and
systematizing knowledge in many disciplines (physics, astronomy, bioinformatics,
chemoinformatics, ecoinformatics, mathematics, epidemiology, social and human sciences)
and industries (pharmacological, biotechnical, chemical and agricultural); it also often serves
as a representation of knowledge. The active use of software is becoming an important
component of modern research practices leading to their significant socio-technological
transformation, which is called the softwarization of scientific research activities. Over time,
it becomes the ethos of science and, in this status, strives to expand its further influence on
various disciplines and industries. The essence of the softwarization of scientific research
activities lies in the assumption that scientific knowledge can be generated not only through
the work of human thinking, but also during the functioning of software, which gives rise to
many thoughts about its role in the scientific process. To identify epistemological prospects
for studying the role of software in the scientific process, the article examines the
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development stages of the softwarization of scientific research activities as a cognitive entity,
an intellectual and epistemic agent. So, the epistemological prospects for software
development in contemporary scientific research activities lie in several trajectories for
research: (1) in studying the increase in the epistemic status of scientific software from a
“tool” to a “cognitive entity”, from an “intelligent agent” to an “epistemic agent”; (2) in
clarifying the definitions of the concept “alien intelligence” in the context of contemporary
research activities softwarization, new types of knowledge and criteria of truth for research
results using software; (3) in studying the emergence of hybrid and new, non-human (non-
anthropocentric or, in particular, machine-oriented) modes of research and the emergence of
the contours of the fifth paradigm for the development of scientific methods.

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Abstract. The article discusses theoretical propositions of “principled empiriocritical
coordination” and “naive realism” in connection with the phenomenological concept of the
“lifeworld”. At the beginning of the article, the author notes that in connection with socio-
political events in Russia, in the early twentieth century, disputes even within the framework
of dialectical materialism and Marxism went far beyond philosophical ones. After the
publication of Lenin’s work “Materialism and Empiriocriticism” in 1909 for many years, up
to the 1990s, the philosophy of empiriocriticism, including Russian one, existed as a kind of
“reactionary, bourgeois” subjective idealism. The objectives of the research are, firstly, to fill
in the “gap” in the study of empiriocritical philosophy to some extent, especially the
philosophy of the “Russian Machists”, by analyzing primary texts, and, secondly, to
overcome the stereotype about contradictions purely within the framework of “materialism —
idealism” in relation to the philosophy of empiriocriticism, and to determine points of
contact between the ideological provisions of Richard Avenarius’s “principled
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coordination”, Vladimir Bazarov’s and Anatoly Lunacharsky’s “naive” and “living” realism
with the concept of the universal “lifeworld” in the late philosophy of Edmund Husserl. In
the body of the article, the author notes the fact that empiriocritics themselves, unlike Lenin,
did not consider the classical opposition of materialism and idealism fundamental; therefore,
the conclusion is that it is necessary to refer to the texts of empiriocritical philosophers
themselves. Further, the development o Avenarius' thought is shown in relation to the idea of
“principled empiriocritical coordination” of “self” and “environment” as two members of an
inseparable “lifecycle” as the natural basis or foundation of any further cognitive
construction. The following statement shows the points of contact between the concepts of a
realistic worldview within the framework of the philosophy of “Russian empiriocriticism”
and the phenomenological theory of Husserl’s “lifeworld”, which are considered as a
universal basis or “soil” for the entire cognitive “horizon” against the background of
criticism of natural science and mapping of life reality. As a result, the author concludes
about the development of independent, but similar ways of thinking within the framework of
empiriocritical philosophy, including Russian one, and phenomenology.

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THE OBVIOUS NUANCES OF THE “BIG COUNTRY”
(BASED ON THE RESEARCH BY FYODOR DOSTOEVSKY
AND ALEKSANDR PANARIN)

Abstract. The article analyzes the status and potential dynamic of the “Big Country”, or
Russian civilization. This dynamic is significantly determined by the apologia of traditional
values, the spirit and patriotic motivation of the Russian people, and Russia’s historical and
cultural achievements. The novelty of the study is associated with an attempt to understand
its basic specifics and the main path through the nuances of the metaphysics of the “Big
Country”. A new understanding of Russia as a Mainland Civilization based on Religion is
also announced. The method of hermeneutics and the method of analysis are used. To
achieve this aim, a number of works by famous Russian thinkers Fyodor Dostoevsky,
Aleksandr Panarin, and others were analyzed. Russian philosophy has always sincerely and
strenuously sought answers to the main questions of man and humanity, with little regard for
strict rational science. Its searches and conclusions were often reduced to an apology for the
spiritual and moral tradition, with a national emphasis. Its value-based “imperialism” was
perceived and is perceived as destructive to Western liberal democratic values. The article
shows that Russia is not an Island or a blurred Eurasia, but a Civilization — a Continent based
on Religion. The article reveals the reasons for the rejection of Russia by the West, fear of it
and a centuries-old racist attitude to it. The inevitability and long-term nature of the clash of
Russian and Western civilizations is asserted; the causes and disadvantages of Western
axiological and philosophical-ideological positions are given. The probability of Russia’s
realization of the “completeness of the Logos” is proved, and specific aspects of this modern
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completeness are shown. The Russian civilization scares the “civilized world” with its stable
Tradition, certain non-bourgeois values, “barbarism” (from the point of view of the West),
indiscipline, unwillingness to remake itself under Western standards and insufficient
rationality. The aspects of “too much” in both Russia and the West are shown, which expose
the deep contradictions of the two defining civilizations. The West is too unchristian, too
free, too lost. And this will not allow it to overcome the spiritual Big Country. In general, the
clashing Russia and the West are inevitably called upon to peacefully coexist,
complementing each other. It is necessary to fight for the continuation of the cultural,
economic and political consensus of these civilizations.

ETHNIC STEREOTYPES: TOWARDS UNDERSTANDING

Abstract. The article examines the essence of ethnic stereotypes, which are an integral
element of intercultural communication in the modern world. An ethnic stereotype is a stable
subjective image of another people, its representatives, belonging to the field of the
unconscious and determined by culture. It is necessary to understand that an ethnic
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stereotype, on the one hand, gives an idea of a foreign people, but since it develops in the
consciousness of a certain ethnic group, it characterizes this group itself, allowing it to
differentiate itself. An ethnic stereotype acts as a barrier in intercultural communication,
giving it subjectivity, evaluativeness, emotionality, and determining the behavior of the
actor: from predisposition to tension and possible aggression, depending on the context.
However, it also performs positive functions, since it helps to accelerate and simplify
perception in the context of a constantly incoming and updated large amount of information.
Ethnic stereotypes are assimilated in the process of socialization; that is why they are
characterized by conservatism and static. Moreover, even if stereotypical thinking about a
particular ethnic group is abandoned due to interpersonal interaction, a return to the
stereotype is possible. In the conditions of the information society, the problem of ethnic
stereotyping is most acute, since the media, along with the institutions of socialization of the
individual (family, education system), become important sources of their formation and
transmission in the context of the spread of “hate speech”. The main tool in overcoming this
problem can be the formation of skills of communicative competence, implying an adequate
understanding of the foundations of one’s own and other cultures, and building various
behavioral models based on the designated behavior, as well as conducting a purposeful state
policy to form mutually respectful relations between different cultures that make up the
nation.

PESSIMISTIC ANTHROPOLOGY OF PROTESTANTISM
AND THE FATALISM OF SOLITUDE AS THE COLLAPSE
OF HUMAN EXISTENCE

Abstract. The article is an attempt to reconstruct the original concept of loneliness within the
framework of the pessimistic anthropology of the “fathers” of Protestantism, plunging to the
necessary ontological depth in order to explicate its meaning in terms of the fundamentals of
human existence, since the dominant undivided Weberian model, revealed in the first part of
the article, grew up on the soil of socio-religious knowledge. Therefore, it cannot express the
deep (metaphysical) essence of solitude, fixing only the multidimensional spectrum of its
consequences in the form of inner experiences (“inner isolation”, “spiritual solitude”,
individually closed “communion of the Calvinist with his God”). Therefore, a philosophical
reconstruction of the deep meaning of solitude was made, which is necessary and relevant
for today. As a result of analyzing Martin Luther’s teachings and John Calvin’s doctrine of
the “double decree”, the archetypal meaning of solitude as passive being-not-so-action,
which expresses the complete collapse of human existence and the triumph of the present
order, which denies the freedom of the individual as a modus of its existence, was
explicated. The article pays special attention to the question of the fatalism of solitude,
which is a consequence of God’s decision. Therefore, the center of cognitive interest is
Calvinism, which strengthened the fatalistic consequences of Lutheranism. It is shown that
Calvinism converges on this ground with Stoicism, or rather is united with it in the attitude
that solitude is “imposed” on man by a force fundamentally alien to his freedom and directed
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against him. In fact, both of these teachings urged man to courageously come to terms with it
by renouncing his will, on the one hand. On the other hand, the difference between them is
that in Stoicism solitude is conditioned by the rationalistic predetermination of the objective
course of things, while in Calvinism it comes from the authority of God, who completely and
unconditionally subjects man to solitude as a “law” (necessity, nature). For man rejected by
God, solitude becomes unfreedom — a “law” from which he received “liberation” only after
death, and only if he was originally predestined by God to salvation. It is noteworthy,
however, that even if he received assurance of his chosenness, the “phantoms” of solitude
apparently troubled his consciousness for a long time. Such is the pessimistic anthropology
of Protestantism. The author also draws attention to the fact that in Calvinism the attempt to
escape the fatality of hostile loneliness is declared (following Weber’s exegesis) to be a
tireless work for the glory of God, in the process of which man realized himself to be God’s
instrument, the chosen one. However, vocation, perceived by the Protestant as a sure sign of
chosenness, is in fact the “freedom” to be seen only as an expression of man’s submission to
the order established by God’s authority. Thus, in the splendor of such freedom, the value of
personal existence is negligible.

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CIRCLES OF PERMANENT MODERNITY:

Abstract. In the article offered to the reader’s attention, in the most concise form, the essence
of the author’s concept of permanent modernity is outlined in the ratio of its main
components, which can be likened to circles: contiguous planes built into each other, within
the boundaries of which one or another action unfolds, ultimately affecting the overall
structure. Like circles on water, modernity is a relation of circles diverging in breadth. At the
same time, each circle is in a situation of existential dialogue with another and affects the
whole. Ultimately, this contact (dialogue) and the expansion of circles ensure the dynamics
of culture, its emergence and transformation. The aim of the article is to show how the
cultural matrix (and its appearance) changes and to what extent this change is ontologically
and ontically conditioned. However, within culture, under the influence of a person who
knows, acts, engages in creativity, the development of culture takes place in the sphere of the
political and in the sphere of culture itself as a part of the public sphere. In the political
(politics is understood here from the perspective of Alain Badiou, Jacques Ranciere, Chantal
Mouffe as a struggle for the birth of a new order on the site of everyday life), the subject
creates an idea and enters into a dialogue with other subjects, and also (voluntarily or
involuntarily) accumulates a set that participates in the struggle to establish the unique utopia
proposed by the subject as a universal order. The political field is the clash of multitudes for
the project of the future. Culture itself is part of the civilization—culture-modern—postmodern
quartet, the relationship of which is revealed in more detail in the text of the work.
