THE CULTURAL UNIVERSAL “DESTINY” AND THE SCIENTIFIC
WORLD PICTURE: VECTORS OF SEMANTIC INTERACTION

Abstract. The revealed semantic correlations of the cultural universal “Destiny” and the
“man—world” relationship in the scientific world picture is that both build a certain type of
worldview by generalizing human experience (the experience of life in general, the image of
reality, the principle of determinism, etc.), determining a person’s relationship with the
world. It is shown that there are at least two main stages of semantic interaction between the
cultural universal “Destiny” and the scientific world picture, which result in the generation
of new types of worldviews with corresponding world pictures (ideological “turns”). The
cultural universal “Destiny”, like all cultural universal phenomena, performs a worldview
function, carries a holistic image of the world and a person’s place in it. The cultural
universal phenomenon “Destiny” participates in the formation of a common cultural and
historical picture of the world, the content of which contains heterogeneous, non-
systematized knowledge, and there is a need for the allocation of more objective knowledge,
the need for their systematization. Initially, such a systematizer of knowledge about the
world is the semantic core of the cultural universal “Destiny”, which unites objective

knowledge about the essence of the world, its structure, etc. As such, it becomes a
prerequisite for the development of the theoretical and categorical framework of science and
the corresponding scientific picture of the world, having gone through a preliminary
philosophical and reflective processing. The article shows the multilayered structure of the
cultural universal “Destiny” and the mechanism of renewal of meanings under the influence
of the modern cultural context, whose dominant factor is science and the modern scientific
world picture, which is being formed under the influence of scientific knowledge that sets
the ways of seeing and exploring objects and, accordingly, affects not only general ideas
about the world, but also the ways a person interacts with it. The role of the cultural
universal “Destiny” as an important participant in the deep program of social development,
containing ideas about the world and a person’s place in it, is substantiated.

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Abstract. The article discusses issues regarding the ontology of technology. The ontological
approach to technology involves the identification of reality of a special kind. The captivity
of the modern world is technical; the built-in technology as an equal component in any
dialogue and human dependence on technology, its presence, on its serviceability indicate
that modern civilization is immersed in the technical. But technology is not only technical
objects, and not only technological processes that are akin to technical things. The article
draws attention to the fact that with all the availability of technical objects, it is impossible to
answer the question of what technology is. In the essence of technology there is a semantic
unity that unfolds in time according to its potentials: the technical is produced, each time
completing itself. Based on the study, the author concludes that technology is both a tradition
and a logic built into tradition, and the implementation of a special being orientation, and the
embodiment of a special kind. The article distinguishes essential features of technology,
and also concludes about the special curved flat nature of technical ontology. The flat nature
of ontology suggests that entities are not subordinated to a sustainable hierarchical
subordination; the degree of influence and championship of a particular technical essence
is determined situationally and depends on many random factors. The curvature of technical
ontology lies in the fact that the individual nature of entities is no longer considered as an
unshakable border, all kinds of restrictions are conditional, and entities of different nature
can interact and combine, creating various alliances. People and machines are connected
into sociotechnical ensembles and are connected by numerous relations with each
other. Techology is both an attitude and a state. Every technical item can be represented
through a function and through a connection. The world is filled with technical events that
unfold through the interaction of entities of different naturals. The article formulates
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a hypothesis that the main ideological task of the technical world is to overcome any

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AN ANALYSIS OF THE PROBLEM OF SCEPTICISM REGARDING
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Abstract. In this work, I show the perspectives revealed for an analysis of the problem of
scepticism regarding meaning (“Kripke’s problem”™) using the categories of linguistic prag-
matics (performativity, the distinction of locution, illocution and perlocution). 1 provide a
critical analysis of the argumentation against scepticism proposed by Vsevolod A. Ladov and
Evgeny V. Borisov, who appeal to performative contradiction ascribed by them to sceptical
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discourse. With extrapolation of this style of argumentation to the discussion of scepticism in
general, I show its vulnerability in light of the counter-argument from sceptical illocution
proposed in the present work. Taking into account the polemic discussion spread out around
the “straight solution” in the literature, I point out that knowledge of meaning by introspec-
tion, postulated by Borisov, should be understood as a performative establishment of mean-
ing in individual speech acts (thus, the notion of performativity arises once again in his ar-
gumentation). I propose and substantiate the opinion that the appeal to such performativity is
not a full-aspect solution for the problem. Addressing the distinction of locution, illocution
and perlocution allows analysing the problem of scepticism regarding meaning in a new per-
spective, posing the question: What aspect of meaning — locutive, illocutive or perlocutive —
is concerned? I propose and explicate the hypothesis that objectivity and stability of mean-
ings is maintained by the perlocutive aspect of speech; that does not exclude relativity and
fluidity of reconstruction of meanings in the illocutive aspect.

THE PROBLEM OF INCONSISTENCY IN RELEVANT
CONNEXIVE LOGICS

Abstract. The article addresses the issue of inconsistency in relevant connexive logic CR. It
demonstrates that inconsistency can be eliminated by rejecting the semantic postulate of
idempotence. This modification yields a new logical theory, CRW, which retains the
properties of relevance and connexivity while ensuring consistency. The work is grounded in
the broader context of combining relevant and connexive logics, which aim to address
classical logical paradoxes and better align with natural reasoning patterns. The study builds
upon the foundational system of relevant logic R, developed by Anderson and Belnap, as a
framework for analysis. While the initial attempts to integrate Aristotle’s thesis into R led to
trivialization, recent efforts to extend certain subsystems of R with connexive principles have
avoided this problem. The CR system proposed by Francez serves as the basis for further
exploration. Although CR satisfies relevance and connexivity, it exhibits inconsistency — a
property the study aims to resolve. This inconsistency is addressed through both syntactic
adjustments and semantic innovations. The article introduces CRW, a variant of CR that
excludes the contraction axiom (A — B) — (A — (A — B)). This modification is supported
by an alternative semantics based on commutative monoids. The CRW system is
axiomatically defined and satisfies key properties of relevance, connexivity, and consistency.
The article rigorously demonstrates these properties through semantic models and logical
proofs, including Aristotle’s and Boethius’ theses, and highlights CRW’s non-trivial nature.
The results suggest that CRW offers a promising framework for further exploration of
relevant and connexive logics. Future research directions include proving the completeness
of CRW’s semantics, developing natural deduction or Gentzen-style systems for CRW, and
investigating extensions incorporating additional logical connectives. These efforts aim to
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refine CRW’s theoretical underpinnings and enhance its applicability in modeling natural
reasoning processes.

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IDEALIZED COGNITIVE MODEL OF THE ABSTRACT CONCEPT
“ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE”

Abstract. The article attempts to consider an idealized cognitive model of the concept
“artificial intelligence”. The methodological basis of the study is the concept and typology of
idealized cognitive models introduced by George Lakoff. To analyze the concept of artificial
intelligence, metaphorical and metonymic projections were selected from the typology
Lakoff proposed. It is shown that the term “artificial intelligence” is of an umbrella nature
and is used as a metaphor to denote systems that model intellectual activity. The analysis of
the media and social networks shows that a complex idealized cognitive model has been
formed to understand the content of the abstract concept “artificial intelligence”, including
metaphors of a machine, subject, person, electricity, weapon, assistant, building, student,
sports, living being, seasons, space, and goods. Spatial metaphors reflect ideas about the
essential characteristics of artificial intelligence systems, and the metaphor of the seasons
helps to explain the heterogeneity of the development of the artificial intelligence sphere.
Anthropocentric metaphors serve as a means of understanding the activities and functions of
systems, as well as the problems they solve. The explanation of the design and learning
process is achieved through the use of both technical and biological metaphors. Comparison
of models with living beings is especially noticeable in the language of developers. Some
identified metaphors can be compatible and form integral images. The analysis of statements
by developers of intelligent systems identifies stable images of a student (a child or a young
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person with abilities who needs to be taught, trained); a pet who is cared for, trained,
prepared for exhibitions, tests, competitions. The media actively broadcast images of high-
speed cars and new types of weapons. Revealing the differences in the idealized cognitive
models of ordinary people and developers can help achieve a unified understanding of the
opportunities and threats created by modern intelligent systems.

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Abstract. This article addresses the problem of abstract objects in neo-Fregeanism, a version
of Fregean logicism that holds that mathematical truths are fundamentally truths of logic.
Another key thesis shared by most logicists is that there exist abstract objects, such as
numbers, sets, and directions, which present significant ontological challenges. Neo-
Fregeans Bob Hale and Crispin Wright propose a framework inspired by Frege’s works.
Abstraction principles, which typically take the logical form of a biconditional
¥(a) = Z(b) «> [IR(a,b), are a central elements of their approach. An example of abstraction
principles is Hume’s Principle: “The number of Fs is equal to the number of Gs if and only if
there is a one-to-one correspondence between Fs and Gs”. Hale and Wright use Hume’s
Principle to derive the axioms of arithmetic — a formal result known as Frege’s Theorem,
which has been proven consistent. They argue that numbers and other mathematical entities
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exist independently as objects, identifying “objecthood” with being the referent of a singular
term in a true statement. Hale and Wright view abstraction principles as implicit definitions
that introduce new concepts contextually; such definitions, they maintain, are analytic truths.
Moreover, these principles establish criteria of identity for abstract entities, thereby granting
epistemic and referential access. In their examination of Frege’s Grundlagen der Arithmetik,
Hale and Wright introduce the notion of “reconceptualization”, illustrating how a single state
of affairs can be depicted differently by adopting various “modes of presentation”. However,
neo-Fregean ontology has also faced criticism. Nominalist philosophers propose alternative
interpretations of abstraction principles. Two main nominalist strategies are reductionism
and eliminativism. Reductionism seeks to show that when we speak of abstract objects, we
are actually referring to a different category of concrete entities. Eliminativism rejects the
truth of abstraction principles altogether. Consequently, abstract objects are excluded from
ontology, since any expressions that purport to denote them are seen merely as useful
fictions lacking real referential content. One of neo-Fregeans’ primary responses to these
criticisms is to argue that the a priori knowledge derived from abstraction principles remains
sufficiently robust, and that relying exclusively on empirical epistemological procedures
reflects an unfounded orthodoxy. In addition, this article outlines several other challenges
facing the neo-Fregean approach to ontology. In conclusion, it is noted that despite these
criticisms, neo-Fregeanism continues to attract significant interest from both philosophers of
mathematics and metaphysicians.

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Abstract. The article aims to show that Laurence BonJour’s concept of coherentistic
justification of empirical knowledge can be reconciled with the concept of causal-doxastic
epistemic basing relation (K. Korcz, D. Mittag, R. Neta, et al.). This will allow responding to
John Pollock’s claim that “any holistic coherentist theory cannot distinguish between
justified and justifiable beliefs”. The main emphasis is placed on the explication of the
doxastic component in the proposed interpretation of the basing relation. As one of the
variants of explanatory meta-belief, which will be a part of a corresponding sufficient
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condition for establishing the desired basing relation, a conditional “narrative” is considered
that reveals the idea of a current belief’s belonging to a given coherent set of beliefs within
the framework of BonJour’s theory. Given the limitations inherent in BonJour’s theory, such
as the notion that observational beliefs with which all the other beliefs of a system must be
coherent will be epistemically justified only in the presence of, and by virtue of,
accompanying background empirical knowledge in the relevant contexts specified by other
beliefs, or that a belief system must have a sufficient degree of coherence, greater than the
degree of coherence of any alternative system; and the decision which one to accept will
depend on the practical situation, and not on reasoning about the “level” of coherence, or that
the relation of epistemic priority between individual beliefs depends on the question which
particular belief or set of beliefs will be analyzed; and would be solved in each particular
case, and others, — the essentially empirical question of the difference between “justified”
and “justifiable” empirical, and therefore contingent, beliefs is guaranteed to have an answer
in each particular case; and that answer will be interpreted at least as a part of sufficient
conditions for justification.

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Abstract. The article examines the subject-specific features and functions of terminology
(terminological activity) through the prism of the main historical and philosophical premises
of the latter, as well as the factor of social priorities in its functioning and development.
Considering that today terminology is recognized as a separate independent sphere of human
activity, a scientific discipline, a profession that has great prospects in the structure of future
specialties, researchers pay attention to the problematic state of the subject field of
terminology and seek to clarify it by referring to the types of activity that acted as its
historical premises. In addition, it is argued that the diversity of the presented premises
through a socio-philosophical approach allows them to be integrated within the space of
terminological activity, due to which the problematic aspects of terminological activity in the
modern world are clarified. The work aims to identify the historical premises of terminology
and show the proximity of the problematic field and functions of the designated historical
premises with its similar aspects, as well as to demonstrate that the factor of social priorities
is an imperative mechanism for managing and integrating their main subject-specific features
and functions in terminological work. The following subject areas and activities have been
identified as the main historical prerequisites for terminology: linguophilosophy (philosophy
of language), the development of scientific terminology in the New Age, engineering, and
translation. These are far from all the historical prerequisites for terminology (for example,
linguistics and information technology are not represented), but the above-mentioned
grounds most fully express the specifics of terminology’s subject field. It is substantiated
that the historically first prerequisite for terminology is linguophilosophy, which arose in
antiquity. Within its framework the main questions requiring their solution both in the
philosophy of language and in terminology are formed: a cognitive question (To what extent
is language capable of expressing true knowledge?), a communicative question (To what
extent does language contribute to the achievement of understanding by the participants in
communication?), and a synthetic (cognitive-communicative) question (To what extent does
language contribute to the achievement of both truth and understanding?). The second
historical prerequisite is the development of New Age science with its transition to national
languages as a linguistic basis for scientific terminology. On the one hand, the necessity of
universality of the language of science (terminology) as a way of ensuring the key function
of science — achieving truth (cognitive) — is emphasized; on the other hand, there is a
complexity of the communicative plan associated with the fact that scientists use different
linguistic bases — national languages, which does not contribute to achieving understanding
in professional communication, since terminology based on national languages has
significant cognitive differences. The third historical premise of terminology is recognized as
engineering activity, as a result of which mass production and mass use of engineering
products are formed by common people who do not know professional terminology, but, as
main consumers, need to master terminology to be able to use products at the consumer
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level. Here, the communicative function of terminology is actualized by bringing certain
cognitive knowledge and skills to people. Translation activity is considered as the fourth
historical premise, in the process of which the communicative function is dominant, but the
cognitive function should be preserved to the extent that the translation allows preserving the
truth of the knowledge being translated from one language to another. It is substantiated that
the priority of social factors in the process of implementing terminological activity lies in the
fact that these factors play a decisive role in combining the cognitive and communicative
functions of terminology. An analysis of the historical prerequisites of terminology confirms
this thesis.

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ON THE AUTHENTICITY OF THE “SELF” IN THE STRUCTURE
OF A NARRATIVE IDENTITY

Abstract. “Who are we?” is not a question with an obvious and unambiguous answer for us.
Over the course of our lives, we discover that we were mistaken about who we thought we
were in the past: in retrospect, we discover events in our biography that shape who we are
now, as well as those aspects that reveal versions of ourselves about which we did not know
before. We understand that we are often mistaken about who other people are, that we and
others lie about ourselves, sometimes without even knowing it. However, when we review
our past and make plans for the future in the present, we discover in them a subjectively
experienced sense of self-identity. Paul Ricoeur’s theory of narrative identity offers an
explanation of how the self is formed and constituted and how our identities emerge. This
article analyzes the concept of narrative identity, and also provides a response to the
frequently encountered objections raised against this theory, which claims that the narrative
identity reveals a divided “self”: the initial “empirical self” and the later emerging narrative
about the “self” (the “narrative self”). This objection is based on an empiricist-positivist
attitude that asserts that what is given directly in sensory perception is most real, while
narrative is understood as a “cognitive tool” through which a meaningful order is
retrospectively constructed, falsifying the true nature of the subject’s experience of
existence. That is, in order for the self to be told, it must already exist. From a critical
perspective, this doubling of the self asserts a false understanding of the self in a narrative
identity, as we create a division between who we are and who we say we are. The research
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presented here offers a conceptual answer to this objection, eliminating the apparent division
between different levels of the self. Responses to criticism are formed in two directions.
Firstly, with the help of Jan Patocka’s concept of ontological dynamics of “movement”, it is
possible to demonstrate how the “self” can simultaneously be both an actor and a narrator,
constituting a personality. Secondly, the issue of the truth and falsity of narratives that
constitute a narrative identity is considered in the context of Judith Butler’s ethics of
vulnerability and Christine Corrsgard’s ethical subjectivism.

PRISON “REGISTRATION” AS A CORRELATE OF ARCHAIC
INITIATION

Abstract. One of the characteristics of the Russian cultural space is the existence of
aggressive counterculture. The distinctive features of the prison subculture include such a
phenomenon as prison “registration”, which is a procedure for accepting newcomers into the
community of prisoners. Prison “registration” is an analogue of the initiation ritual, existing
in many archaic cultures. The main stages of initiation are subject to a single algorithm:
(1) a three-part temporal division of the ritual: preliminary, liminary and postliminary
phases; (2) the plot line in the initiation scenario as a ritual death and resurrection in a new
quality; (3) mythological reactualization, consisting in the transformation of the meaning of
the existence of the individual in the new community; (4) participation of the initiator’s
personality; (5) lustration of the neophyte. The ritual of prison “registration” is associated
with the archetype of t Great Mother. The initiation rite can be divided into three stages:
(1) separation, (2) transition, and (3) incorporation. The stigmatization of a neophyte consists
of: (1) a verdict on the classification of the newcomer into a particular prison caste,
(2) assignment to the newcomer of a prison nickname, (3) branding of the newcomer —
applying a tattoo encoding the person’s position in the prison hierarchy. Prison initiation
games and guessing prison riddles play a huge role in the “registration” ritual. The unified
structure of the initiation procedure in the prison subculture and in archaic societies allows
classifying prison “registration” as a phenomenon of cultural homoplasy. The reason for the
similarity between the “registration” ritual and primitive initiation is the reduction of
complex forms of social life.

Abstract. The subject of the research is the relations between moral principles humanism,
hedonism and transhumanism in the context of Natural Law Theory. This article reflects new
aspects of Natural Law Theory through the combination of these ideas. The aim of the
research is to adopt Natural Law Theory to the conditions and requirements of contemporary
culture and technical progress. The methodological basis of the research is the logical and
systematic methods of scientific knowledge, as well as methods of analysis and synthesis,
formal-dogmatic and comparative-legal methods. This article deals with contradictions
between humanism and hedonism. They show ambiguity of humanism due to its equal
understanding of hedonism in legal culture. Within the framework of this approach, anything
that a person likes is declared humane even if it harms one. The process of interpenetration
of the principles of humanism and hedonism completes in transhumanism theory. But pure
transhumanism has an unrestricted technical impact on the modification of the biological
nature of a human being. It determines the law enforcement practices in issues of medical
intervention in human body in different cultures and countries. This is how humanism and
transhumanism can be used both to justify the ban on the death penalty, euthanasia, and birth
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control, and to legalize abortions, sex changes, genetic modifications. An attempt to
eliminate contradictions between humanism, hedonism and transhumanism is made in the
article. The author claims that the true understanding of humanism is impossible without
Natural Law Theory. Law as a traditional regulator of social relations cannot afford
experiments and must be based on time-tested concepts. In this connection, a contemporary
adaptation of Natural Law Theory has been made. The author proposed complex criteria for
reasonable intervention in human nature based on a biopsychosocial approach. Since a
person actively integrates into interaction with natural, social and technical realities, it seems

necessary to talk about the criteria of “natural humanism”, “social humanism” and “technical
humanism”. To keep human instincts means to comply with the natural humanism of
medical influence on humans. The basic human instincts that should be preserved as vital for
the human species include instincts of self-preservation, procreation, posterity care, and a
territorial instinct. Respecting the freedom of choice is the next important part of social
humanism. A voluntary legal consent is an essential condition for any medical intervention
or modification in the human body. Finally, the technical impact on human body has to
restore its lost or weakened natural capabilities. Morphological changes and modification of
the body’s functions are at risk for the human species. They should not be done without
serious medical indications. In conclusion, it is proposed to provide the right to a natural
biological status legislatively.

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Abstract. The creation of new information and communication technologies at the turn of the
21st century required the formation of new skills for working with an ever-increasing
amount of information, as well as a deep knowledge of the nature of digital technologies.
Under these conditions, the concept “digital literacy” was introduced into scientific
discourse, designed to reflect the ongoing changes in perceptions of literacy in the digital
age. The high dynamics of the development processes taking place in the field of digital
technologies, the involvement of an increasing number of countries with different economic,
social, and intellectual potential in this area necessitate the improvement of our
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understanding of what is happening and requires further study of ideas about digital literacy.
The aim of this study is to identify the main trends in the transformation of ideas about
digital literacy in both foreign and domestic research. In the course of this study, analytical
and comparative methods were applied, the combination of which allows identifying the
features of the approaches under consideration in relation to the interpretation of digital
literacy, achieving the best understanding of the processes taking place in modern society, as
well as obtaining results that can have practical significance related to finding invariant
requirements for this type of literacy, which can be used in the work to improve educational
programs in the field of computer science. The study revealed several key trends in modern
digital literacy research, which manifest themselves in the further development of
standardized definitions, including an indication of a particular set of knowledge and skills
that define national and international standards of digital literacy, and in the actualization of
the desire to rethink school literacy in accordance with changing information and
communication technologies. It was found that in Russian research on information literacy,
there is a tendency to analyze the concept “digital literacy” in connection with the
development of the so-called digital economy and consider it in conjunction with the concept
“financial literacy”, which is somewhat at odds with those areas of digital literacy research
that are being developed by foreign scientists. It was established that the further development
of digital technologies raises additional questions for researchers and forces them to look for
new approaches to conceptualizing ideas about digital literacy.

SUSTAINABLE CRUISE TOURISM IN THE RUSSIAN ARCTIC
(CASE OF SOLOVETSKY ARCHIPELAGO)

Abstract. This article examines the cruise tourism industry in the Russian Arctic from the
perspective of the sustainable development theory. Cruise tourism is a tourist product that
includes the transportation of passengers on a cruise ship along a pre-agreed tourist route
along sea and (or) inland waterways. The main areas of cruise tourism in the Russian Arctic
are island territories located in the waters of the northern seas, which are part of the Arctic
Ocean. Cruise tourism plays an important role in the economic development of the Arctic
territories, but it can also have a negative impact on the ecosystem and the livelihoods of the
local population. In this regard, the problem of sustainable development of cruise tourism
becomes urgent. The aim of this article is to identify the factors of formation of sustainable
cruise tourism in the Russian Arctic. The study was conducted on the example of the
Solovetsky Archipelago using a stakeholder approach and high-quality semi-structured
interviews with key stakeholders. It is shown that the sustainability of cruise tourism is
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influenced by economic, environmental and social factors. Economic factors include the
underdevelopment of the coastal infrastructure, the lack of cruise ships, regular water
communication with the administrative center, as well as a unified passenger accounting
system. Environmental factors include seasonality of cruise tourism, uneven distribution of
anthropogenic pressure on the archipelago and lack of an environmental risk management
system. Social factors include low involvement of the local population in cruise tourism
activities and lack of information about the economic benefits of cruise tourism for residents
of Solovki. Specific but no less significant factors affecting the sustainability of cruise
tourism in Solovki are epidemic and geopolitical processes. To increase the sustainability of
cruise tourism in the Russian Arctic, it is proposed to develop a cruise management strategy
based on the coordination of actions of all cruise tourism stakeholders.

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TURKEY’S STRATEGY FOR EXPORTING HIGHER EDUCATION
TO CENTRAL ASIA: 2013-2023

Abstract. The relevance of the study of the export of higher education by Turkey to Central
Asian countries is due to the fact that the soft power of education is one of the important
tools of this state in strengthening its influence in the post-Soviet space. Based on current
foreign policy doctrine, Turkey acts as a competitor to Russia for influence in this region.
The research objectives include the analysis of the institutionalization of the export of higher
education in Turkey and the dynamics of admission of students from Kazakhstan,
Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan and Uzbekistan to public and private universities of
this country in 2013-2023. Attention is paid to the gender characteristics of students. Data
from the Turkish Higher Education Information Management System (Yiiksekdgretim bilgi
yOnetim sistemi) are used as a statistical basis. The tables summarize the dynamics of the
admission of students from Central Asian countries to public and private universities.
Information on student enrollment in the charts is given separately by public and private
universities. The publication draws on a wide range of sources on the development of higher
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education in Turkey and Central Asian countries. The study concludes that the export of
higher education by Turkey, the practice of interaction between countries in the educational
space are subject to the influence of the political situation. The reasons for changes in the
number of applicants to Turkish universities of different kinds are explained. A peculiar
interpretation of the push-and-pull mechanism is discussed due to the diversification of
educational migration flows in Central Asia. In general, the dynamics of admission of
students from Central Asian countries to universities in Turkey is upward with a noticeable
increase in the last two years of the period under review. This may be due to the
reorientation of some applicants from Russia to other countries, including Turkey. Turkey’s
success in exporting higher education, subordinated to the promotion of its socio-political
model, is largely due to the reformatting of relations in the post-Soviet area. The current
situation is transitory, and its further development will depend on many international

variables.

Currently, significant work is being done at the state level to develop a healthy
lifestyle (HLS) value attitude in children and young people. Universities are seeing a trend to
additionally search for organizational and educational strategies to solve the problem of
healthy lifestyle formation and development. Student life is not only a period of intensive
physiological maturation of the body, but also a period of personality and worldview

formation, and an active formation of value orientations. This study used the capabilities of
digital sociology (digital data analysis). The aim of the study is to analyze the information

agenda of universities regarding the value of a healthy lifestyle, as well as the students’
reaction to this agenda. A comprehensive analysis of online university communities of
Russian higher education institutions in the VKontakte social network was carried out. The
empirical base consisted of 9,239 communities of 674 universities from 145 cities of Russia.
The research methodology included collecting and analyzing data from two types of
university communities: official (53%, 4,937), administered by universities, and unofficial
(47%, 4,302), created at the initiative of students. The time period of the study covered the
2022-2023 academic year (September—July). A total of 13,141 posts and 1,175 comments on
the topic of healthy lifestyle were analyzed. At the first stage of the study, the agenda that
universities broadcast to students regarding the topic of healthy lifestyle was identified. It
was determined that the main publication activity of universities on the topic of healthy
lifestyle occurs in the autumn months, which is explained by the beginning of the new
academic year, the complication of the epidemiological situation, as well as significant dates
in the field of public health. Further, thematic distribution allowed us to identify the main
topics that are discussed in the communities (coinciding with the generally accepted
components of a healthy lifestyle): physical activity, medical prevention, good and bad
habits, healthy sleep, proper nutrition, and personal hygiene. It was found that the “physical
activity” topics are most often discussed in posts published by university administrations,
while student youth are more active in commenting on the topic of “bad habits”. The topic of
“hygiene” does not receive due attention. It was found that students are aware of the
significant components of a healthy lifestyle and the importance of following them. Posts on
the topic of a healthy lifestyle are characterized by a neutral or positive tone, which is most
likely due to their informational nature. Posts with negative assessments on the topic of a
healthy lifestyle are not presented. The task of universities, as before, is to form a healthy
lifestyle as a value, expand the range of informational and educational activities to develop
sustainable motivation of students for a healthy lifestyle.

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DEVELOPMENT WITHIN BOSORE AND ABIREM COMMUNITIES:
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Abstract. Background: The empowerment of women is contingent upon the attitudes of both
women and men, especially when there is no opposition from men. The project study sought
to explore the barriers that hinder women to challenge themselves to be capable for their own
development. The study, in the form of a social analysis, was initiated along with a project
that served as a social action, within the period of 2021-2023. It was a collaboration between
Mama’s Helping Hand community-based group, which emanated from the support of ASA
International to the two women’s groups in Bosore and Abriem communities (Salvation
Army Group and Amazing Grace Group respectively). Methods. The study employed a
qualitative approach, which involved 40 women aged between 20 and 65 years. Non-
probability sampling was adopted, in regards to purposive sampling and snowball sampling
for focus group discussions (10 participants each for 4 groups). A vignette design for an
open-ended structured discussion guide was used for data collection. The process was
framed within the characteristics and principles of Participatory Action Research (PAR).
Thematic analysis was employed, in which the retrieved data were transcribed and coded.
Subsequently, the data were interpreted by sorting them into broad themes per the 9 central
human functional capabilities of Martha Nussbaum, and their subtopics. One of the 10
human capabilities, being the 8™ (other species: to live with animals/plants and concern for),
was omitted as the study goal did not focus on the women’s ability to live with the world of
nature. Results. The data discovered how the actions of the communities and existing
barriers that conform to the system of the communities which recognized social institutions
tend to limit the women’s capabilities to be empowered. Such existing barriers include
traditions, gendered values and roles that create gender hierarchy, lack of family support, and
religious practices that build submissive women. Some of the women hold barriers like
traditions and gender roles high esteem, as some do not. In such cases, social expectations
and the actions of the local people that are based on locally held beliefs, make the women
face difficulties to decide and perform paid jobs aside from their domestic responsibilities.
Stigmatization happens to both men and women. Those of the women, who choose to go
against the gendered traditional practices, are sometimes stigmatized. At the same time, the
men, who choose to support and empower their wives to be economically active, are also
stigmatized. Wise sayings were revealed as a heritage of their traditions, which administer
the femininity of females and the masculinity of males in the communities, as the people are
socialized as such. Conclusion. The concept of women empowerment is also significant to
the consideration of the role of men. This is because the involvement of men will enable
them to gain the necessary understanding of the positive aspects of women’s development
and the negative consequences that may arise when women remain underdeveloped.

Introduction

Gender inequality is evident in all countries, particularly in the Global South,
and the most affected are Sub-Saharan Africa, Arab States, and South Asia
[1. P. 367]. This issue tends to manifests itself in a number of sectors within the
aforementioned regions, including education, health, economic participation and
political representation [2. P. 686984]. Collectively, these hinder women’s
empowerment and societal progress [3. P. 1-62]. Amadiume discovered that, in
Africa, patriarchal gender arrangements are reproduced within kinship structures as
familiarization of women whose social roles are reduced to those of daughters,
wives or mothers when it comes to the redistribution of goods and title-taking [4.
P. 173]. All these conditions lay the ground for the global significance of
Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) for women’s development, addressing
gender equality and women’s empowerment [5. No. 267638; 6. P. 76-79].

Among SDGs, recognizing the critical roles of women and girls in achieving
sustainable development is seen as a crucial agenda by nations [7. P. 66—75]. This
article is grounded in Amartya Sen’s and Martha Nussbaum’s human capability
approach [8. P. 130; 9. P. 78-81] and presents an analysis of the women’s
awareness of their capabilities, the barriers preventing them to fully participate in
their communities, and the ways they envisage to be empowered and develop, per
the significance of women’s agency.
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The capability theory serves as a conceptual framework, where this study
begins, followed by the presentation of the empirical research. The article
continues with the analysis of the empirical data collected, in accordance with
Nussbaum’s central human functional capabilities [9. P. 78—81]. The main section
of the article presents the results of the analysis of the Kwabre women’s
experience, which has been discussed per Nussbaum’s capability theory. This is to
highlight specific challenges of the women, explore their capabilities, and promote
comprehensive empowerment. The conclusion emphasizes the ways to solve the
lack of essential capabilities for women to identify and develop their potential in a
manner that is meaningful to them.

Conceptual Framework

The foundational work of the theory of capability approach (CA) was
pioneered by Amartya Sen [8. P. 130], for the understanding of human dignity and
justice. He argued that evaluating people’s well-being should not be solely based
on their access to resources, but consider their actual capabilities to function in
society and lead a fulfilling life. The recognition of such “major sources of
unfreedom” [10. P. 3] that limits individuals’ ability to make their own decisions is
essential to understand how development can alleviate them [11. P. 153-174].
Nussbaum built on the theoretical framework of Sen, positing the need for social
and political transformations that expand women’s capabilities and freedoms [9.
P. 78-81]. Nussbaum identified a list of ten central human functional capabilities
(life, bodily health, senses, imagination and thought, emotions, practical reason,
affiliation, other species, play, and control over one’s environment) [9. P. 78-80].
She considered that these components are “of central importance and all are
distinct in quality” [9. P. 81]. The significance of CA to this study is to identify and
analyze the freedoms, unfreedoms, and opportunities the women have to engage in
in various dimensions of life, which can contribute to their overall well-being. To
explore the Kwabre women’s experiences and interpret them in the framework of
Nussbaum’s CA, the next section lays the methodology ground of this study.

Methodology

Foremost, the project was initiated with other significant stakeholders during a
pilot study. In 2021, the author of this article was collaborating with a community-
based group (CBG) known as Mama’s Helping Hand, which emanated from the
support of ASA International (https://ghana.asa-international.com/). The group had
a vision of implementing a project with women, and this collaboration led to
conducting research and elaborating an action plan.

The study used a qualitative approach to describe the life experiences of the
participants, to interpret gender arrangements in their social relations. Purposive
and snowball sampling was employed for the selection of 40 participants (aged
between 20 and 65 years). Ethical clearance was gained from Mama’s Helping
Hand CBG prior to the study, as of 10" January, 2022. After an informed consent
was received from all the participants, discussions were audio recorded, and hand
written for documentation.

Each record (total duration of 40 minutes) was further transcribed, coded and
analyzed. Subsequently, the data were interpreted by sorting them into broad
themes, per the 9 central human functional capabilities [9. P. 78-81] and their

subtopics. One of the 10 human capabilities, being the g™ (other species: to live
with animals/plants and concern for), was omitted.

Research Setting

The townships of Bosore and Abirem are among 86 settlements of Kwabre
East District in the Ashanti Region of Ghana [12. P. 15-38]. Kwabre East District
is located in the northern part of the Ashanti Region, with a total population of
115,556, with 52.3% being females and 47.7% being males [12. P. 15-38]. Most of
the habitants are the Asante ethnic group, who speak Asante Twi from the 7 Akan
ethnic groups in Ghana. The dominant occupations in the district are “service and
sales workers”, “craft and related trade workers”, “elementary occupations” and
“skilled agricultural forestry and fishery workers” [13. P. 58-91]. Bosore and

Abirem were targeted due to their farness from each other.
Results and Discussion

The first capability in Nussbaum’s approach is life, which means “being
able to live to the end of a human life of normal length; not dying prematurely, or
before one’s life is so reduced as to be not worth living” [9. P. 78]. As narrated by
Serwaa (42 years): “I was engaged in the occupation of craft trading. I was able to
save an amount of money that [ was content and proud of. But with family pressure
for me to marry, I used the money I had from my trading for the marriage
ceremony. This is without my husband assisting me”. It was stressed that,
traditionally, it is the responsibility of a man to finance all activities pertaining to
the ceremony held for marrying a woman, but not the other way round. This
depicts the capability of life for a woman is not achieved so far as some of them
have regrets and see their lives not to be worth living. The deprivation of
capabilities tends to affect people’s ability to lead well-lived lives [14. P. 1055—
1061]. A healthily well-lived life of the women is crucial for extending their lives,
so it is relevant to consider other conditions that influence their longevity outcomes
[15. P. e518-519].

The second capability is bodily health, i.e. “being able to have good health,
including reproductive health; to be adequately nourished; to have adequate
shelter” [9. P.78]. Overall well-being entails reproductive health, adequate
nutrition, and shelter [16. P.2-17]. Women who decide to go against the
expectations of them to perform their domestic responsibilities suffer domestic
abuse from their husbands. Here, the capabilities framework highlights the
significance of tackling any social determinants [17. P. 74-95]. Jenny (42 years)
commented: “Say and say it again oo. I have been complaining about his (her
husband) behavior. This idiot (her husband) is asking me for a divorce, and that he
will go to my family to tell them about it”. Most of the women tend to be
threatened by their family or husband when they voice out, which can lead to any
form of abuse (verbal or domestic). Holistically, it is essential to address the
interconnectedness of gender-based violence and women’s disempowerment, and
attain significant progress in improving women’s development.

The third capability is bodily integrity, i.e. “being able to move freely from
place to place... being able to be secure against assault, including sexual assault,
child sexual abuse, and domestic violence...” [9. P. 78]. It is also discovered that
some of the unmarried women are compelled to leave their home if they decide to
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pursue paid jobs, and some of the married women are threatened with divorce. Esi
(26 years) disclosed that: “I was once beaten by my husband, which made me tell
my family about it and their response shocked me especially from my mother. All
they could tell me was that is how marriage is because they have never seen any
marriage that has no quarrels or beatings. Maybe he hit me because I disrespected
my husband”. The need for females to be educated and empowered is crucial for
bodily autonomy, as determined among Brazilian societies, whose unrestricting
practices can reduce domestic violence [18. P. NP925-943]. Thus, the
prioritization of a more balanced approach, in regards to policy reforms and
community engagement, ensures that all the women are able to exercise their rights
to safety and autonomy.

The fourth capability is senses, imagination, and thought, i.e. “being able
to use the senses, to imagine, think, and reason — and to do these things in a ‘truly
human’ way, a way informed and cultivated by an adequate education... to search
for the ultimate meaning of life in one’s own way... to have pleasurable
experiences, and to avoid unnecessary pain” [9. P. 78-79]. There are distinct roles
that are assigned to each sex (male and female) in the domestic sphere that were
developed per the traditions and customs of the communities. Asabea (35 years)
argued: “If it is the tradition for a man to have such duties, why not? Provide for
us and let’s see”. The discussion led to the actions the women will take when they
lack support from the husband, with their decision to do paid jobs outside home.
Asabea (35 years) vocalized: “I will rather keep it (her decision) to myself and
watch my husband to provide for us just like how he is insisting. I don’t want any
stress”. Some of the women remain silent and perform their duties, as expected of
them. This is because they do not want to go through any stressful and
uncomfortable circumstances, which is termed as “hedonic pursuit” by Huta [19.
P. 80—89]. This highlights the need for a supportive social environment with the
practice of cognitive and emotional learning in the Kwabre people’s gender
socialization system.

The fifth capability is emotions, i.e. “being able to have attachments to
things and people outside ourselves...to grieve, to experience longing, gratitude,
and justified anger...” [9. P. 79]. Irene (33 years) shared how her father treated her
mother when she was young: ‘He will later throw you and your children away, and
go in for another woman. My father did the same thing to my mother when I was in
my teens, and it was never easy for us”. Irene’s father also verbally abused her
mother, as she stated: “He (her father) even called her names like ‘bad luck’,
‘witch’” and even, ‘musuo’ (a taboo)” (Irene, 33yrs). From the extract of Irene, it is
seen that her childhood experience has had an effect on how she sees men.
A widow among the participants narrated how her deceased husband’s family used
to accuse her of killing her sick husband, as she was tagged as a killer. All the
women’s early experiences of neglect and abuse implicate the reasons why women
tend to refrain from discussing their situations to other people in the communities.
This serves as one of the barriers that prevent the women from having intrinsic
motivation to develop themselves, which leads to the creation of an inferiority
complex trait of women [20. P. 429]. The need is to tackle any barrier that may
challenge the women’s social connections and complicate their emotional
responses and interpersonal relationships.
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The sixth capability is practical reason, i.e. “being able to form a conception
of the good and to engage in critical reflection about the planning of one’s life” [9.
P. 79]. Empowering the women has to be the conscious efforts of both the women
and their various families, as they serve as a faculty of practical reason [21. P. 833—
840]. For married women, it should be a joint effort by the women and their
husbands. The situation is different within the communities. Some of the men tend
to see women who are not performing paid jobs to be lazy. Aba (38 years)
declared: “Men will be the same individuals who boast that they are the primary
providers for the family. These same men will gossip about their wives’ being lazy,
with the lack of commitment to work”. Such negative connotations of women
degrade femininity in regards to their roles, which makes up the reasons behind
some of the women not to work or to work. Afia (37 years) decided: “So, if I am
seen as lazy just to be told to be a housewife, then I will stop being a housewife and
work. It is better if I solve my own problem rather than because nobody is willing
to do so”. The gendered separate sphere is the ideal conception of the Bosore and
Abriem communities. This is essential to recognize the interplay between practical
reasoning and the social norms of the communities, which can serve as a guiding
force for the women’s autonomy and moral reasoning for their decision-making
processes.

The seventh capability is affiliation, i.e. “being able to live with and toward
others... to engage in various forms of social interaction... to be treated as a
dignified being whose worth is equal to that of others...protections against
discrimination... exercising practical reason...” [9. P. 79]. Women agency is an
essential tool to achieve collectivism for the women to come together and form
social networks. Boahemaa (57 years) affirmed: “This even encourages mutual
support and the identification of strategies for pursuing meaningful activities that
align with this self-help group members’ values and aspirations, before it is too
late to unite, be there for each other, and assist each other”. Initially, the two
women’s groups comprised only economically active women. These women’s
course of actions to support each other attracted other women to join. Asabea
(35 years) assured new members that: “...Right now this group is here to support
so don’t worry”. As time went on, they had external support from organizations
like Asa International and Mama’s Helping Hand CBG. Most of the new members’
motive of joining the women’s group was to be able to gain financial assistance
from Asa International. To understand affiliation, it is needed to create healthy
connections between the identity of individuals and the dynamics of their societies
[22. P. 518-531; 23. P. 280-287]. It is crucial to consider any condition that
undermines communal bonds, which tend to create imbalance between affiliation
and alienation, leading to the practice of gender discrimination.

The ninth capability is play, i.e. “being able to laugh, to play, to enjoy
recreational activities” [9. P. 80]. Play is essential throughout life for emotional and
mental health repair and development, for the enhancement of people’s intrinsic
motivation, which can boost their overall well-being. The declaration of Naana
(33 years) was: “I was socialized in the community accordingly. Especially when it
comes to how I have to play with girls because it was weird for a girl to be seen
playing with a boy”. Such characteristics of boys, having to possess masculine
qualities, and girls, expected to possess feminine qualities, are related to the
practices of gender roles and traditional values by the people. Some of the women

accepted the traditional practices as they are, as ascertained by Asana (30 years):
“That is the traditions of the land. Each family has been educated on that since the
time we were born. Just like how we dress, cook our foods, do our house work,
speak, play, and others”. Mostly, children learn by seeing [24. P. 17-31]. If they
live in an environment where their parents conform to such stereotypical traditions,
they are naturally able to also adopt them before socialization in their schools and
the community begins. This is critical to reflect cultural differences of people for
the understanding of women’s social interactions and development, emphasizing
their role to play and have leisure in their societal existence.

The tenth capability is control over one’s political and material
environment. This pertains to the political aspect, “being able to participate
effectively in political choices that govern one’s life; having the right of political
participation, protections of free speech and association” [9. P. 80], and the
material aspect, “being able to hold property, not just formally but in terms of real
opportunity; and having property rights on an equal basis with others; having the
right to seek employment...” [9. P. 80]. In terms of material capability, lack of
skills in occupations could cause imbalance in the labor market [25. P. 225]. There
is the need to ensure equal opportunity in employment, and protection is crucial for
a just society [26. P. 425—-444]. It was also discovered that most women want men
as political leaders. The women then compare the work of men and women as
political leaders during their tenure to make such decisions. Cee (24 years)
described: “My sister, men need to be voted for, because the women do not do
anything when they are voted for”. The emphasis of the women’s individual
subjective experience in the political landscape shows their perceptions of political
control. This is where the women’s attitudes for women’s political leadership
compared to the male counterparts were disagreed among the participants. There is
the need for the reform of local political structures that can improve women’s
political control and enhance the democratic governance of Ghana.

Limitation of the study

The method of having mixed aged groups as participants could have prevented
younger women from speaking up in the presence of the elders. However, the
participants were comfortable with each other, as most of them are long-term
members of the women’s groups, they treat each other as friends and family.
Although the discussion guide was open-ended, a reactivity threat was
experienced, causing confusion over definition. Two interpreters were then
introduced to assist with detailed translation and explanation. Additionally, the
views and experiences of other Kwabre women located at the different settings of
Kwabre East District can differ. Thus, the findings may be generalized to all
Kwabre people only tentatively, since all of them share deeply ethnically rooted
culture, beliefs and values.

Conclusion

Empowering rural women in Ghana, such as the Kwabre women, is crucial for
achieving gender equity and overcoming the barriers that hinder their development.
Such barriers include most of the participants seeing no wrong with gendered
traditional and religious practices. This perpetuates segregation of economic
activities per gender, rural women living in poverty, deterioration of their nutrition
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and health, regress in females’ education and training, their unsupportive spirit
towards female political representatives, and marital restrictions with threats from
husbands, which lead to domestic and human rights abuse. Here, Nussbaum’s
central human capabilities offer a comprehensive framework for understanding and
addressing such challenges of the Kwabre women in their communities. However,
ensuring the women to have a “fulfilled life”, is for them to have access to
significant resources and support needed for them to tackle gender issues in their
communities. For that matter, this could contribute to combating issues such as
domestic violence, inadequate healthcare services, unavailability of resourceful
information, marital restrictions, and their unfreedom to reproductive choices,
ensuring the women having the capability to gain a “healthy body” and “bodily
integrity”. Hence, promoting public education and dissemination of information
among the rural women can help them acquire knowledge and critical thinking
skills, enhancing their capability of “senses, imagination, and thought”. This will
foster the women’s “emotional well-being”, when supportive environments are
established, Thus, where the women will gain emotional intelligence and can
express their emotions about the challenges being encountered without fear or
anxiety will promote healthy relationships and self-respect. The women also need
to be encouraged to have “practical reason” for critical reflection and decision-
making skills that will enable them to challenge any form of discrimination. This
can be achieved via the capability of “affiliation”, by building social connections to
support each, just as the existence of the Salvation Army and Amazing Grace self-
help groups in the Bosore and Abirem communities. The availability of such social
networks can enhance the women’s capability of “play”, providing opportunities
for recreational activities that will help them to mitigate the stress and difficulties
associated with their rural life. By having “control over their environment”, the
women can be empowered enough to participate in social processes such as
communal leadership, political participation, own property, and to be economically
viable. However, for the Kwabre women, having these capabilities being addressed
through interventions can effectively empower them to overcome any challenges
for the enhancement of their well-being and dignity as rural women.

Introduction

On June 4, 2015, Bangladesh’s Awami League-led government introduced its
2015-16 national budget, embedding within it a proposal that seemed minor at first
glance but soon proved explosive: a 10% value-added tax (VAT) on private
university tuition fees [1]. After the initial pushback from educators and
administrators, the rate was trimmed to 7.5%, yet this concession did little to quell
the outrage it sparked among students [2]. Presented as a fiscal mechanism to
enhance state revenue amid Bangladesh’s accelerating integration into the global
economy, the VAT proposal struck a nerve in a nation where higher education is
both a coveted pathway to upward social mobility and a financially burdensome
endeavour for many. Over the ensuing months, what began as murmurs of
discontent evolved into a full-fledged protest movement, peaking in September
2015 with widespread demonstrations that paralysed urban centres and forced the
government to retract the VAT on September 14 [3]. On its face, the “No VAT on
Education” movement might be interpreted as a conventional economic protest:
students mobilising against a measure that threatened to intensify the already
considerable costs of private education, thereby risking the exclusion of middle-
class and aspiring lower-income families. Yet, a more rigorous analysis reveals
dimensions beyond material concerns, encompassing cultural, symbolic, and
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political significance that necessitate a comprehensive theoretical framework to
elucidate fully.

Conventional theories of social movements, notably Marxism and resource
mobilization, provide critical yet partial frameworks for interpreting the 2015
protests. Marxism situates collective action within the dynamics of class
antagonism, foregrounding the contest between labour and capital over material
resources. In contrast, resource mobilization theory highlights the calculated use of
organisational resources — such as leadership, financial support, and social
networks — to secure defined objectives. These perspectives shed light on the
concrete stakes of the VAT policy: annual fees at private universities, ranging from
$2,000 to $10,000, far exceed those at public institutions, which accommodate just
50,000 students against the 300,000 enrolled privately [4]. The proposed VAT,
potentially adding hundreds of dollars per student, intensified pressures in a nation
where per capita income stood at $1,900 [5], and youth unemployment
skyrocketed. However, these approaches fall short of capturing the protests’ deeper
currents: the fervent appeals to rights and dignity, the symbolic interruption of
urban routines, and the insistent call for inclusion in governance processes. This
multifaceted unrest points to the necessity of a theoretical lens that engages with
identity, moral commitments, and opposition to entrenched systemic authority.

The New Social Movement (NSM) theory, articulated in the late 20th century
by thinkers such as Alain Touraine, Alberto Melucci, and Jiirgen Habermas,
emerged to account for activism within post-industrial and transitional societies.
Departing from traditional emphases on economic redistribution, NSM theory
foregrounds the construction of identity, the pursuit of post-material values —
autonomy, justice, and democratic inclusion — and the cultural resistance to
hegemonic forces wielded by state or market actors. This paper contends that the
2015 “No VAT on Education” movement aligns with NSM characteristics,
functioning not merely as a reaction to a tax policy but as a profound critique of
neoliberal governance, a reassertion of student identity, and a demand for agency
within Bangladesh’s increasingly centralised political system under Sheikh
Hasina’s prolonged rule since 2009. The movement’s roots in economic policy
belie its broader aspirations, positioning it as a transformative moment in
Bangladesh’s social and political landscape.

Bangladesh’s socio-political context provides fertile ground for this analysis.
Since achieving independence in 1971 through a war fueled by student activism,
the nation has witnessed its youth as pivotal agents of change. The Language
Movement of 1952 enshrined Bengali identity against Pakistani domination, the
1969 uprising accelerated liberation, and the 1990 protests toppled General
Ershad’s military regime, restoring democracy. These movements blended material
demands — linguistic access, economic autonomy, and political rights — with
ideological visions of nationalism and justice, prefiguring NSM traits. By 2015,
however, Bangladesh had entered a new era. Under Hasina’s Awami League,
economic growth averaged 6—7% annually, earning accolades as an emerging
“Asian Tiger”, yet this prosperity coincided with democratic erosion: electoral
irregularities, opposition suppression, and centralised control. Neoliberal reforms
reshaped education, with private universities exploding from a handful in the 1990s
to over 80 by 2015, serving a burgeoning middle class and urban youth. This
privatization expanded access but introduced market logic, clashing with cultural
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expectations of education as a public good rooted in the liberation struggle. The
VAT proposal crystallised this tension, igniting grievances that extended beyond
affordability to encompass rights, dignity, and societal purpose.

This paper embarks on a threefold exploration. It first seeks to unpack the
New Social Movement (NSM) theory, articulating its pertinence to the 2015
protests in Bangladesh and grounding it within the specificities of that moment.
The analysis then turns to interpreting the movement through this lens, interlacing
historical trajectories, rich accounts of the protests themselves, and insights drawn
from primary voices to construct a textured narrative. Finally, it engages in a
critical appraisal of the NSM theory’s interpretive capacity, weighing its merits
against other theoretical perspectives and probing its limits within the complexities
of a postcolonial, developing society. Drawing together secondary scholarship on
neoliberal currents in Bangladesh’s educational landscape, historical
reconstructions, and original sources that echo the movement’s pulse, this study
offers a layered synthesis. By reframing the protests as an NSM, this study
contributes to understanding contemporary activism in the Global South, where
material and post-material struggles intersect. In a country where education is a
lifeline for youth facing unemployment and inequality, the VAT symbolized state
indifference to their aspirations. Through the NSM theory, the 2015 movement
emerges as a bridge between Bangladesh’s activist past and its neoliberal present,
raising questions about youth agency in a society at a crossroads. This
reinterpretation challenges us to look beyond economics to the cultural and
political currents shaping modern resistance.

Conceptual Framework

The New Social Movement theory emerged in the 1970s and 1980s as a
response to the evolving nature of activism in post-industrial societies, where
traditional class-based conflicts — central to Marxist analyses — began to give way
to struggles over culture, identity, and symbolic meaning. Unlike classical
frameworks that prioritise economic redistribution or organisational logistics, the
NSM theory offers a lens attuned to the complexities of modern social dynamics,
making it particularly apt for analysing movements like the 2015 “No VAT on
Education” protests in Bangladesh, which blend material triggers with broader
societal aspirations.

Alain Touraine [6] pioneered the NSM theory, arguing that contemporary
movements contest “historicity” — the capacity to define and shape societal
meanings and self-determination. In post-industrial contexts, Touraine asserts,
conflicts shift from the economic sphere (e.g. wages and workplaces) to the
cultural domain, where actors challenge systemic control over personal and
collective life. He distinguishes NSMs from older labour movements by their focus
on autonomy and symbolic production rather than purely material gains, framing
them as struggles over who controls the narrative of societal progress. For
Touraine, NSMs are not about seizing the means of production but about
redefining the ends of social existence — a perspective that resonates with the 2015
protests’ resistance to education’s commodification and their assertion of education
as a right.

Alberto Melucci [7] expanded this foundation by conceptualising collective
identity as a dynamic process rather than a fixed attribute. For Melucci, movements
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are “laboratories of experience”, where participants negotiate shared meanings
through collective action, often in opposition to dominant ideologies or power
structures. This process becomes both a means and an end, as actors redefine
themselves through their resistance — a dynamic evident in how Bangladesh’s
students transformed from fee-paying individuals into a cohesive force advocating
for educational justice. Melucci’s emphasis on the submerged networks of
everyday life — where movements incubate before erupting — further illuminates the
grassroots momentum of the 2015 protests, which lacked formal leadership yet
achieved rapid escalation.

Jirgen Habermas [8] complements these insights with his theory of the
“lifeworld” — the realm of culture, identity, and interpersonal communication —
which he argues is increasingly "colonized" by systemic forces like the state and
market. NSMs, in Habermas’s view, emerge to defend the lifeworld against such
encroachments, resisting the imposition of bureaucratic or economic logic into
spheres of human experience. This framework aligns with the 2015 movement’s
rejection of neoliberal policies that subordinated education to market imperatives,
positioning students as guardians of a cultural domain under threat. Habermas’s
focus on communicative action — where resistance fosters dialogue and solidarity —
also mirrors the protests’ use of social media to amplify their cause.

The collective insights of these theorists illuminate several core attributes that
distinguish NSMs. A process of identity formation emerges, through which
movements forge cohesive collective identities, binding together a multiplicity of
participants beyond their individual discontents and cultivating a profound sense of
solidarity rooted in joint struggle. This dynamic is both enacted and transformative,
evident in how students recast themselves from mere consumers within an
educational market to active agents of resistance. The embrace of post-material
values, inspired by Ronald Inglehart’s 1977 exploration of post-materialism, shifts
the focus toward ideals such as autonomy, justice, and democratic engagement,
eclipsing a singular concern with economic subsistence [9]. Inglehart’s analysis
posits that such priorities take root among educated youth, even within economies
in transition, a pattern that finds resonance among Bangladesh’s student activists.
Cultural contestation also comes to the fore, as these movements confront
entrenched norms and ideologies through symbolic gestures, seeking not just to
capture institutional authority but to reconfigure the very values that define society —
an impulse reflected in the 2015 protests’ disruption of urban rhythms to elevate
education above commercial imperatives. Finally, a decentralised mode of
organisation prevails, eschewing the rigid frameworks of conventional labour
unions or political entities in favour of adaptable, networked configurations that
draw strength from grassroots vitality, a characteristic mirrored in the fluid,
leaderless orchestration of the protests through social media and campus
connections.

The NSM theory, while compelling, does not escape scrutiny. Claus Offe
contends that the theory places undue weight on cultural facets, potentially
sidelining the enduring salience of material realities [10] — a point that carries
particular resonance in a developing context like Bangladesh, where economic
subsistence remains a daily struggle for many. Meanwhile, Craig Calhoun [11]
challenges the theory’s claim to originality, observing that identity-driven
mobilisations — such as religious or nationalist surges — stretch back well before the
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post-industrial era, implying a thread of continuity rather than a sharp rupture from
past activism. In Bangladesh, the Language Movement of 1952 exemplifies such
continuity, blending material and cultural goals. These critiques highlight the need
for contextual adaptation when applying the NSM theory to a postcolonial,
neoliberal setting, where material and post-material elements are entwined.

For the 2015 movement, the NSM theory provides a robust framework to
unpack dimensions overlooked by economic reductionism. The VAT’s material
impact — raising tuition costs and threatening access — was undeniable, yet
students’ rhetoric (e.g. “Education is not a commodity”, “We demand our rights”)
and tactics (e.g. road blockades disrupting commerce) [12] suggest broader
aspirations: resisting neoliberal commodification, asserting agency, and redefining
education’s societal role. This framework bridges the movement’s immediate
trigger with its symbolic and cultural stakes, offering a lens to explore how
students positioned themselves as both victims of and resistors to systemic power.
In Bangladesh, where neoliberal reforms intersect with postcolonial legacies and
authoritarian governance, the NSM theory’s flexibility allows it to illuminate the
interplay of material and post-material struggles. Applying the NSM theory to a
developing nation requires nuance. Bangladesh’s economic constraints — low
income, high unemployment — might temper post-material claims, yet the protests’
emphasis on rights and dignity aligns with Inglehart’s observation that post-
material values can emerge among educated youth in transitional contexts. The
movement’s hybrid nature — material grievances fueling symbolic resistance —
suggests the NSM theory’s adaptability, guiding this analysis with precision and
depth while acknowledging the need for balance with material perspectives.

Historical Context: Student Movement in Bangladesh

Bangladesh’s history of student activism provides a critical lens to understand
the contemporary movement, revealing a deep-rooted tradition of youth-led
resistance that blends material demands with ideological aspirations. This legacy
situates the 2015 movement within a continuum of activism while underscoring
their adaptation to a modern, neoliberal era marked by globalisation, privatisation,
and state centralisation.

The Language Movement of 1952 [13] stands as the foundational moment of
student power in Bangladesh, then East Pakistan under Pakistani rule. Students
from Dhaka University protested the imposition of Urdu as the sole national
language — a policy that marginalised Bengali speakers, who comprised over 50%
of Pakistan’s population, and restricted their access to education, employment, and
political participation. On February 21, 1952, police opened fire on demonstrators,
killing several students, and sparking a nationwide uprising. This event, now
commemorated as the International Mother Language Day, fused material
grievances (linguistic access to jobs and education) with cultural identity (Bengali
nationalism), establishing students as moral and political vanguards [14]. The
movement’s success in securing Bengali’s status as a state language in 1956 laid
the groundwork for Bangladesh’s independence struggle, demonstrating students’
capacity to shape national destiny through sacrifice and solidarity [14].

The 1969 mass uprising built on this foundation, with students again at the
forefront. Facing economic exploitation — East Pakistan contributed 60% of
Pakistan’s exports yet received only 25% of imports [15] — and political repression
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under Ayub Khan’s martial law, students organised strikes, rallies, and clashes
with authorities [16]. The Six-Point Movement, led by Sheikh Mujibur Rahman
and supported by students, demanded regional autonomy, escalating into a broader
rebellion that eroded military control in East Pakistan. This activism culminated in
the 1971 Liberation War, during which students played critical roles as organisers,
fighters, and propagandists — many joining the Mukti Bahini (freedom fighters) —
helping secure Bangladesh’s independence in December 1971 after nine months of
brutal conflict. The war’s toll — millions dead, displaced, or traumatized —
underscored students’ willingness to risk everything for collective goals, blending
material demands (economic equity) with ideological visions (national
sovereignty).

Post-independence, the 1990 protests against General Ershad’s military regime
reaffirmed this legacy [17]. Ershad, who seized power in a 1982 coup, ruled
through repression and rigged elections, prompting students from Dhaka and other
universities to lead nationwide demonstrations. From October to December 1990,
they endured arrests, baton charges, and shootings — culminating in Ershad’s
resignation on December 6, restoring democratic governance. This movement
combined material stakes (economic hardship under military rule) with ideological
goals (democratic restoration), echoing earlier struggles while showcasing
students’ enduring role as agents of change.

These historical movements share traits with NSMs — identity formation,
symbolic resistance, challenges to hegemonic power — yet were anchored in
national or class-based objectives: linguistic sovereignty in 1952, economic and
political autonomy in 1969, and democratic legitimacy in 1990. Each blended
tangible demands with broader visions, prefiguring the hybrid nature of later
activism. By 2015, Bangladesh’s socio-economic and political landscape had
transformed significantly. Under Sheikh Hasina’s Awami League, the nation
achieved consistent economic growth, averaging 6—7% annually, earning accolades
as an emerging “Asian Tiger” [18]. Yet prosperity masked democratic erosion:
electoral irregularities, suppression of opposition parties, and centralised control
over state institutions [19]. Neoliberal reforms reshaped education, with public
universities — state-subsidised but capped at 50,000 students — contrasting sharply
with a burgeoning private sector. By 2015, over 80 private universities enrolled
more than 300,000 students, driven by demand from an expanding middle class
and urban youth seeking professional qualifications [4].

This privatisation broadened access but introduced market logic, with tuition
fees ranging from $2,000 to $10,000 annually [4] — exorbitant in a country with a
per capita income of $1,900 [5]. Education, once a public good tied to national
development and the ideals of 1971, increasingly resembled a commodity, creating
a cultural dissonance. Faculty quality varied, with many private institutions relying
on part-time instructors, and infrastructure lagged behind rising fees, fueling
student discontent. The job market compounded these tensions: youth
unemployment exceeded 10% [20], and graduates faced underemployment,
diminishing education’s promised returns. The VAT proposal emerged against this
backdrop, announced on June 4, 2015, as a revenue measure targeting private
universities. Initially set at 10% and later reduced to 7.5%, the tax threatened to
add $150-$750 annually to fees, intensifying financial pressures and symbolising
neoliberal overreach.
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Unlike earlier movements tied to nationalism or democracy, the 2015 protests
reflect a globalised youth confronting market-driven policies in a semi-
authoritarian state. Their decentralised organisation — lacking formal party
affiliation, cultural critique of commodification, and emphasis on rights distinguish
them as an NSM-style uprising, rooted in yet diverging from Bangladesh’s activist
tradition. Students inherited a legacy of agency — forged through bloodshed in
1952, resilience in 1969, and triumph in 1990 — but adapted it to a neoliberal era
where education’s privatisation clashed with societal values. The VAT became a
flashpoint not just for economic survival but for a broader struggle over meaning,
identity, and purpose, setting the stage for an NSM analysis that bridges
Bangladesh’s past with its contemporary challenges.

The 2015 “No VAT on Education” Movement: An Overview

The movement unfolded over three months, triggered by the Awami League
government’s June 4, 2015, budget proposal to impose a 10% VAT on private
university tuition fees, later reduced to 7.5% amid the initial pushback from
educators and students. What began as localised campus demonstrations escalated
into a nationwide uprising, forcing the government to retract the policy on
September 14, 2015.

The budget announcement sparked immediate discontent among private
university students. Early protests at campuses like East West University (EWU),
North South University (NSU), and BRAC University featured rallies, petitions,
and press conferences. The government responded with assurances of dialogue,
temporarily quelling unrest, though scepticism lingered. As the academic year
began in July—August, renewed protests emerged. Students formed loosely
coordinated efforts across campuses. Demonstrations included sit-ins and small
marches, with chants like “No tax on knowledge” echoing through Dhaka’s streets.
The government maintained the VAT would proceed, citing fiscal necessity, while
students warned of escalation. The turning point came when police attacked EWU
protesters with tear gas and rubber bullets, injuring over 20 students after a rally
escalated into a confrontation [21]. This brutality, widely shared via social media,
galvanised outrage nationwide, transforming a policy dispute into a broader
struggle [22]. Mass protests erupted, with road blockades paralysing Dhaka,
Chittagong, and other cities. Students formed human chains stretching kilometres,
chanted “No VAT, no surrender”, and trended #NoVatOnEducation online, with
posts like “Education is our right, not your cash cow” amassing thousands of
shares [22]. Clashes with police intensified, with baton charges and arrests
reported, yet students persisted, occupying key intersections of the city. Facing
unrelenting pressure — hundreds of thousands mobilised, urban life disrupted — the
government withdrew the VAT, with Finance Minister AMA Muhith citing
“student sentiment” in a rare policy reversal [3].

The movement’s tactics were multifaceted, blending physical disruption with
digital amplification. Road blockades halted commerce, signalling education’s
societal priority over economic routine — on September 11, Dhaka’s traffic stood
still for hours [12]. Sit-ins occupied university gates, while marches converged on
government offices, with banners reading “Stop selling our future”. Social media —
particularly Facebook and Twitter — mobilised support beyond campuses [23]. The
movement’s decentralised nature — lacking a single leader — enabled rapid
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escalation and adaptabilityl, as impromptu rallies sprang up across dozens of
campuses. Economically, the VAT’s stakes were stark. Private university fees,
already 10-20 times higher than public ones, burdened middle-class families, with
a 7.5% tax adding $150-$750 annually — significant against a $1,900 per capita
income. In a job market where youth unemployment stood almost at 11%, this
threatened exclusion, particularly for students from lower-middle-income
backgrounds aspiring to professional careers. Yet, the movement’s rhetoric
transcended costs. Slogans like “Education for all, not the elite” and “We’re not
here for discounts, we’re here for justice”” — framed the VAT not only as an assault
on rights and dignity but also as encapsulating a critique of neoliberal
commodification.

Police violence catalysed escalation, echoing Bangladesh’s history of state
repression fueling resistance — like the 1952 killings or 1969 clashes. Many
accounts describe baton charges scattering crowds, only for students to regroup:
“Tear gas stung, but our resolve grew”, a BRAC University protester recalls’.
Arrests numbered in the dozens, yet solidarity deepened, with Facebook posts
rallying: “They hit us, we rise — #NoVatOnEducation”. This shift from economic
negotiation to broader defiance marks the movement as distinct from earlier, party-
driven struggles, aligning it with NSM characteristics of spontaneity, cultural
resistance, and collective agency. The movement’s diversity — urban students from
elite and mid-tier universities united — further underscores its reach. While EWU,
NSU, and BRAC led, smaller institutions like Stamford and Daffodil joined,
reflecting a shared stake in education’s future. This coalition, forged in the streets
and online, defied stereotypes of private university students as apathetic or
privileged, setting the stage for an NSM analysis of their transformative potential.

Reimagining the 2015 No VAT Movement Through an NSM Prism

The 2015 movement presents a sociological puzzle that challenges
conventional interpretations of social movement. At first glance, the movement
appears rooted in economic self-interest — a reaction to a policy threatening to
inflate already steep tuition costs in a nation where education is a fragile lifeline to
social mobility. Yet, to confine this episode to a materialist frame risks obscuring
its deeper currents, which ripple through questions of identity, values, and cultural
meaning. The economic pressure became a catalyst for a broader process of self-
definition, as students shed their fragmented identities as fee-payers to coalesce
into a collective force. Melucci’s (1989) insight into identity as a relational
endeavour proves instructive here: rather than inheriting a pre-existing class
position, these students crafted a shared narrative through their resistance to the
VAT, positioning themselves as defenders of a societal good against neoliberal
encroachment. Touraine’s (1981) notion of historicity — the contest over who

shapes societal trajectories — further frames this shift, as students asserted agency
over education’s meaning in a polity increasingly governed by market logic. The
forging of this collective subject was neither automatic nor uniform, unfolding
through the crucible of public action and digital solidarity. Rallies erupted across
campuses — North South University, East West University, BRAC University — and
spilled into Dhaka’s streets, where human chains linked students from elite and
mid-tier institutions alike. A voice from Southeast University declares: “The VAT
didn’t spare the rich or the poor — it bound us together”'. Online, the hashtag
#NoVatOnEducation became a virtual thread, weaving a tapestry of unity as posts
proclaimed a shared stake in the struggle. This process diverged from Bangladesh’s
earlier student mobilisations, which rallied around linguistic or national causes;
instead, it reflected a modern battle against the commodification of a cherished
domain. Symbolic acts — chants like “Education is ours, not yours” — crystallised
this emerging identity, offering a stark contrast to the hierarchical affiliations of
past movements and aligning with NSM’s emphasis on organic, action-driven
cohesion.

What distinguishes this collective identity is its resonance with Bangladesh’s
historical ethos, reimagined for a neoliberal age. Education has long been a pillar
of national aspiration, a legacy of the 1971 liberation struggle when it symbolised
collective progress. The 2015 students tapped into this heritage, not to fight
colonial or authoritarian foes, but to resist a subtler erosion: the transformation of
learning into a market transaction. A student reflection notes: “We stand where our
forebears did, guarding what they won — not with guns, but with our voices™. This
melding of historical weight with contemporary critique underscores the NSM
claim that identity emerges as a struggle over societal meaning, positioning
students as both inheritors and innovators of a cultural tradition. Globally, this
echoes the 2010 UK student protests [24], where a unified “student generation”
resisted fee hikes, though Bangladesh’s postcolonial context adds a layer of
historical depth absent in Western parallels.

Beyond the immediate economic stakes, the 2015 uprising reveals a pursuit of
values that extend past material relief, a hallmark of NSM dynamics. Inglehart’s
(1977) post-materialism thesis suggests that educated cohorts, even in transitional
economies, increasingly prioritise autonomy, justice, and participation over
survival needs. Habermas’s (1984) concept of the lifeworld — the cultural sphere
threatened by systemic rationalisation — further illuminates this shift, as students
sought to shield education from market intrusion. The students’ rhetoric soared
beyond affordability, embracing a vision of education as an inalienable right. Their
testimony could emphasise a fight for dignity over discounts. This elevation of
principle over pragmatism drew strength from constitutional moorings — Article
17 guarantees education as a fundamental entitlement [25] — casting the VAT as a
moral affront rather than a mere fiscal burden. Students’ willingness to face
physical peril reinforces this post-material turn. When police batons rained down
during street blockades, they held their ground. This sacrifice aligns with
Inglehart’s contention that post-material values drive action beyond economic

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necessity, distinguishing the uprising from traditional resource-based protests like
wage disputes.

Yet, this pursuit of post-material ideals navigated a landscape of material
hardship, a complexity that tests the NSM theory’s applicability in the Global
South. For some, the hike in tuition was not an abstract figure but a semester’s
lifeline, a reality that could not be ignored. Their response, however, framed the tax
as a symptom of a larger malaise — neoliberal governance eroding societal goods.
Their demand — “End the tax, end its logic” — reflects a dual commitment to
immediate relief and systemic change. This interplay suggests that post-
materialism, as Inglehart observes, can emerge unevenly, here among youth with
educational exposure yet economic fragility, adapting the NSM theory to
Bangladesh’s socio-economic contours. Globally, this mirrors Spain’s 15-M
movement [26], where youth sought dignity amid austerity, though Bangladesh’s
semi-authoritarian setting amplified the radicalism of their value-driven stand. The
cultural dimensions of the movement further cemented its NSM character, as
students contested the redefinition of education’s societal role. In Bangladesh,
education’s historical status as a public good — forged in the crucible of 1971 —
clashed with its neoliberal recasting as a commodity. The proliferation of private
universities, numbering over 80 by 2015, had already tilted this balance,
prioritising profit over pedagogy. The VAT crystallised this shift, prompting
students to reclaim education’s cultural primacy against market rationalisation.
Their resistance took a vivid form in the streets and squares of Dhaka. Blockades
brought the city to a standstill, human chains and sit-ins punctuated the message
proclaiming “Education over economics”, a direct challenge to neoliberal
hegemony. These acts of disruption were not mere tactics but symbolic assertions,
aligning with Touraine’s vision of NSMs as struggles over meaning rather than
power. They echoed Habermas’s call to defend cultural spheres, reasserting
education as a societal cornerstone rather than a revenue stream.

This contestation bridges Bangladesh’s past and present, drawing on a legacy
of cultural defence. The 1952 Language Movement fought for education in
Bengali, a cultural stand against external imposition; the 2015 uprising fought for
education’s integrity against internal marketisation. A student’s conviction draws
this thread: “Our elders secured our tongue; we secure our future”'. This historical
dialogue positions students as cultural stewards, resisting neoliberal erosion with a
nod to their forebears’ sacrifices. Globally, this finds kinship with Mexico’s
#YoSoy132 [27], which challenged media monopolies as cultural threats, though
Bangladesh’s repressive context — where dissent invites swift retaliation — lends the
2015 effort a sharper edge. The organisational dynamics of the movement enhance
its NSM profile, revealing a movement that thrived on fluidity rather than fixed
structures. The movement’s energy sprang from grassroots spontaneity. This was a
stark departure from the party-led campaigns of 1969 or 1990. The movement’s
spread — from EWU’s initial clash on September 9 to dozens of campuses within
days — testifies to this organic momentum, driven by students’ initiative rather than
top-down directives. Digital platforms fueled this fluidity, transforming the
uprising into a networked phenomenon. Facebook livestreams of police clashes and
Twitter’s #NoVatOnEducation hashtag turned isolated acts into a collective surge.

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This technological backbone, absent in earlier mobilisations, mirrors NSM’s
reliance on diffuse networks, enabling rapid escalation and broad reach. Repression —
tear gas, arrests numbering in the dozens — tested this structure, yet its lack of a
central figure confounded state efforts to suppress it.

Discussion and Conclusion

The “No VAT on Education” movement was more than a policy protest — it
was a critique of Bangladesh’s neoliberal trajectory under Hasina. Economic
growth masked democratic deficits: rigged elections, opposition arrests, and
centralised control. The education sector exemplified this paradox: privatisation
expanded access but commodified learning, alienating youth facing
unemployment. The VAT’s withdrawal was a tactical victory, but its legacy lies in
its symbolic impact. By asserting agency, students prefigured later uprisings —
2018’s quota reform movement, 2024’s July Uprising — suggesting a growing
NSM-style consciousness. A student asserts: “We stopped VAT, but we started
something bigger — our voice matters now”". This shift challenges a regime reliant
on economic legitimacy over democratic consent. The protests exposed
neoliberalism’s limits — growth without equity or participation — resonating with
youth disillusioned by unfulfilled promises. This movement echoes global NSMs
like South Africa’s #FeesMustFall, where students contested market-driven
education, or Chile’s 2011 protests against privatisation. In Bangladesh, this
consciousness hints at systemic change, as youth reject top-down governance for
collective agency. The movement’s legacy extends culturally. By framing
education as a right, students revived 1971’s ethos — education as nation-building —
against neoliberal erosion. This cultural reclamation, seen in chants like “Education
for all, not the elite”, positions them as custodians of Bangladesh’s founding ideals,
bridging past and present. The NSM theory enriches the analysis of the 2015
protests, capturing their cultural and identity-based dimensions. It reveals how
students transcended economic grievances to contest neoliberal power, aligning
with global trends. The movement shares NSM traits but is shaped by
Bangladesh’s postcolonial, authoritarian context — unlike Chile’s democratic
setting. This necessitates adaptation, as material survival coexists with post-
material goals. The protests’ success highlights NSM efficacy, yet their limits
suggest further research into a material-post-material interplay in developing
nations, refining theory for hybrid settings. It extends Bangladesh’s student
movement tradition into a neoliberal age, offering insights into youth resistance in
the Global South. By challenging commodification and asserting agency, students
secured a policy reversal and signalled a shift toward activism prioritising meaning
and justice, with lasting implications for Bangladesh’s political future and the
NSM theory’s postcolonial application.

This caused a political crisis in Germany, culminating in a session of the Bundestag on
December 16, 2024, at which a vote of no confidence in the government of the current
Chancellor Olaf Scholz was passed. As a result, the federal election to the country’s
parliament was announced in Germany for February 23, 2025. The aim of this research is to
predict the voting results for the largest German parties in the upcoming elections to the
Bundestag. The main applied method used in the current study is neural network modeling,
based on the results of which a whole series of neural networks were “trained” to predict the
results of the vote. The neural networks were “trained” based on a set of socio-economic and
political parameters, starting from 1990 and ending in 2023. The study examined the election
prospects of three political parties and blocs: the Christian Democratic Union (CDU) and the
Christian Social Union (CSU), the Social Democratic Party of Germany (SPD) and the
Green Party. Due to the sample requirements, data on the popular Alternative for Germany
(AfD) party, which has been participating in federal parliamentary elections since 2013, was
not used in the “training” of the neural networks. Based on the results of the “training”, the
neural networks made a forecast according to which, “in the opinion” of the neural network,
the center-right CDU/CSU bloc will receive 41.49%, the center-left SPD 20.5%, and the left-
liberal Green Party 14.79% of the “second” votes (cast on party lists). The forecast indicators
were compared with the data of the current electoral rating of the three specified political
parties. Based on the results obtained using neural networks, preliminary conclusions were
made regarding various options for the composition of the participants of the party coalitions
that could be formed based on the results of the voting in the Bundestag election.

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GLOBAL TURN FROM NEOLIBERAL TO POST-NEOLIBERAL
GOVERNMENTALITY AND CONTOURS OF THE NEW NORMAL

Abstract. The article discusses global changes in the practices and ideology of
governmentality following the recession of the neoliberal “wave”. Characteristic features of
post-neoliberal governmentality are identified: the rejection of economic priorities; the
continuation of the previously outlined line of depolitising citizens; de-legalisation, i.e. the
displacement of legal norms by “technical” regulation; globality; the strengthening of
biopower. The techniques of governmentality, which seeks to take control not only of
people’s bodies but also of their thoughts and emotions, are being perfected. An important
innovation is the gradual transformation of civil society into a means of disciplining the
population. The state, too, has not stopped inventing new technologies of exclusion, whose
development was stimulated by the emergency regime of the pandemic era. The new normal
is characterised by the state machine’s perception of every individual as a potential source of
danger. The approaches to conceptualising post-neoliberal governmentality proposed by
various political theorists are considered. The author considers the concept of depolitisation
of the citizen and policisation of the state proposed by Agamben and developed by his
followers, including Russian ones, as the most promising for interpreting the new normal.
Using Agamben’s metaphor of destituent power, the author argues that the world is
witnessing an increasingly explicit removal of the supreme power from fundamental political
decision-making by the state apparatus. Destituent power is a manifestation of the power of
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the state machinery, which makes the state of emergency the new norm and deprives the
sovereign of real authority, i.e. dismantles supreme power itself. As a result, the ruling
bureaucracy is in fact usurping sovereignty, which the author sees as a very dangerous trend,
fraught with a new totalitarianism. The final part of the article examines the alternatives
offered by political science to the global triumph of post-neoliberal governmentality, and the
author concludes that none of the theorists has so far managed to formulate a convincing and
realistic programme for getting out of the negative scenario of global political development.

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CHALLENGES AND CONTRADICTIONS OF THE FOREIGN POLICY
COURSE OF MODERN UKRAINE

Abstract. The article presents the author’s view of Ukraine’s foreign policy as a multi-
layered and dynamic system in which national interests, internal reforms and international
processes are intertwined. The study aims to comprehensively analyze the key challenges
and contradictions of Ukraine’s foreign policy, consider the factors influencing its formation,
and identify strategic ways to overcome existing challenges to ensure stability and
sustainable development of the country in the current geopolitical turbulence. The novelty of
the research lies in a comprehensive approach to the study of Ukraine’s foreign policy,
taking into account modern theories of international relations — realism, liberalism and
constructivism, as well as in an interdisciplinary analysis of the interaction of internal and
external factors. Special attention is paid to the periodization of the foreign policy course, its
evolution since independence, as well as the influence of historical and geopolitical factors
that shaped Ukraine’s foreign policy strategy. The study focuses on the influence of external
pressure, internal social divisions, as well as changes in the international environment on the
formation of the country’s course. The results of the study demonstrate that the modern
foreign policy of Ukraine is focused on Euro-Atlantic integration, expressed in the desire for
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membership in the EU and NATO, which is the basis of the foreign policy strategy, as well
as on strengthening national sovereignty and territorial integrity, which is especially
important in the context of the ongoing conflict with Russia. At the same time, the study
reveals a number of acute contradictions. On the one hand, the desire to integrate into
European and Euro-Atlantic structures faces resistance from some EU and NATO countries,
as well as internal socio-economic challenges. On the other hand, strained relations with
Russia continue to limit the possibilities of achieving sustainable security and stability. In
conclusion, it is emphasized that Ukraine’s foreign policy, despite significant progress,
remains influenced by the short-term interests of political elites and the volatile international
situation. Successfully overcoming challenges requires not only an in-depth integration with
the West, but also the development of a long-term strategy based on national interests,
compromise and international cooperation.

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Abstract. The aim of the article was to identify the features of the culture of subjectivity of
student youth in social networks in the context of determining political preferences using the
example of universities in two regions of Russia — the Kemerovo Region — Kuzbass and the
Republic of Tyva. The authors of the article consider the culture of subjectivity of student
youth within the framework of the theory of reflexive choice by V.A. Lefebvre and the
theory of culture by L.N. Kogan, which allows analyzing the phenomenon under study from
the perspective of assessing needs as a regulator of human behavior in social networks. At
the same time, social networks act as a kind of a “bridge” between the subjectivity of an
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individual and cultural principles manifested in the assessment of ongoing socio-political
events. The study is based on the results of a mass sociological survey and focus groups
conducted in November—December 2024 among student youth of three universities of the
Kemerovo Region — Kuzbass (Kemerovo State University, Kemerovo State Institute of
Culture, Kuzbass State Agrarian University) and Tuva State University in the Republic of
Tyva. The main attention is paid to the issues of demand for social networks in the culture of
student youth, as well as the “involvement” of young people in the political agenda in social
networks. It was revealed that the preferences of student youth in the use of social networks
and instant messengers depend on the region of study and age characteristics. However, a
targeted interest in political events and forms of civic activity using social networks is most
characteristic of respondents aged 30—35. A number of features of the culture of subjectivity
of student youth in social networks are highlighted, manifested in the preferences of student
youth of universities in Kuzbass and Tuva. This is a high role of social networks in the daily
activities of student youth, which is expressed in the multifunctional focus of their use, a
high percentage of apoliticality among Tuvan youth in comparison with Kuzbass youth as a
consequence of the dominance of traditional values in the culture, selectivity in young
people’s demonstration of their preferences and moods in relation to political leaders and
artists (bloggers) in social networks.

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Abstract. Modern political education faces a number of problems, including the crisis of
meaning generation and deconstruction of the political sign, ideological transformations
under the influence of digitalization, the gap between curricula and dynamic political reality.
From the point of view of the cultural-semiotic approach, the problem of political education
lies in the deconstruction of political signs, leading to their meaninglessness. As a result,
communication loses its semantic load, despite the increase in the number of information
exchanges. Yuri Lotman emphasizes the role of texts as “meaning-generating devices”. In
political education, such texts are ideas about the past, present and future. The construction
and transmission of these texts are associated with a number of didactic difficulties. In
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addition, modern political communication is networked and non-linear in nature, which gives
rise to new challenges: loss of trust in experts and traditional sources of information,
fragmentation of knowledge and values, inability of education to produce a creative audience
ready for independent meaning generation. Digitalization and social media play a significant
role in political education. Artificial intelligence and algorithms actively influence the
agenda and the formation of public opinion, acting as gatekeepers and content makers, and
political communication takes the form of digital rituals. The effect of echo chambers and
information bubbles contributes to the fragmentation of worldviews, although trends and
advertising can create a common communicative experience. Nevertheless, the digital
environment forms an unstable and dynamic picture of the political world, which creates a
threat of polarization of society and reduces the deliberative potential of democracy. Thus,
ideological deconsolidation can be considered as part of political socialization and education.
Institutional political education in Russia is implemented at the universal (schools, non-core
faculties, etc.) and professional (university political science programs) levels. At the
universal level, political education is characterized by isolation from current politics,
dogmatism, and lack of reflection, which gives rise to mistrust on the part of students,
fragmentation of knowledge, and cognitive poverty. Professional political education is
complicated by the imbalance of interests of the state, students, and employers, as well as by
the insufficient substantive value of educational programs.

Abstract. The subject of the article is a criticism of the concept of translation of analytical
texts, presented by S. Nikonenko in the definition of institutional and theoretical contours of
the Tomsk school. It is shown that his proposed reconstruction of the discourse and
methodology of working with analytical texts contains serious factual errors complicated by
the substitution of the translation concept with the translator’s own philosophical views.
Although Nikonenko considers two special cases, firstly, the translation into Russian of
works of analytic philosophy, and, secondly, the practice of such translation by Tomsk
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philosophers, the discussion is characterized by several beliefs, or rather, Nikonenko’s
prejudices. These latter, in the form of implicit assumptions, from my point of view,
significantly distort both the goals of translation of foreign philosophers and the work done
by translators themselves. Thus, the aim of this note is to assess the degree of distortion and
try to present a more objective picture. According to Nikonenko, the translation of analytical
texts does not act as a craft peculiar to a significant range of discourses, but as some kind of
embodiment of the principles and views that Tomsk philosophers profess and follow them
strictly within a rather rigid paradigm. Indeed, “realism can be singled out as the ideological
and theoretical setting of the Tomsk school”. The “realism” that Nikonenko attributed to
Tomsk philosophers is understood by him as a philosophical virtue, since it serves as a
support for their critical position against the anti-realistic, idealistic and relativistic currents
of analytic philosophy (which are automatically credited to its vices). And here begins the
confusion that is characteristic of the entire Nikonenko’s essay. He does not distinguish
between these two types of work, one of which relates to the quality of translation, and the
second to the translator’s possible critical assessment of the position of the work in question.
The “realism” of Tomsk philosophers as translators looks like a completely inappropriate
characteristic in Nikonenko’s description, since I do not see any common position among all
Tomsk philosophers engaged in translations, and even more so, realism. Nikonenko’s
mistake is attributing to representatives of the Tomsk school the desire to “edit”, “finish”,
“think out” the translated text. Here Nikonenko passes off the “mortal sin” of translators as a
virtue. Fortunately, this sin is in no way peculiar to the Tomsk school; Nikonenko’s very
idea to portray the translation work of Tomsk philosophers in this light is a splint, and 1
strongly object to this kind of oversimplification in evaluating the careful and subtle work
that is inherent in Tomsk analytic philosophers.

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FEATURES OF THE FUNCTIONING OF CONSCIOUSNESS AND THE
SEARCH FOR POSSIBLE EXITS FROM PLATO’S “CAVE”

Abstract. For several millennia, Plato’s “cave” has been present in the field of philosophical
mind as a figurative description of some of the limitations of consciousness and the problems
that may arise if consciousness tries to go beyond these limitations. At the present moment
of scientific development in this figurative description, the physiological and psychic natural
limitations of a person can be found on an adequate perception of the real world and falling
into the branched “caves” of illusions. These limitations form for many people, including
scientists, the walls of a “cave” which close the review of the real world. At the physiologi-
cal level, these walls are the limitation of the sensitivity in the distinction of the physical in-
homogeneities by our senses. The “western” civilization proposes to strengthen the distinc-
tion by invention and improvement of microscopes, telescopes and other technical devices.
Therefore, the strengthening of distinction can lead to a change in the description of the
world view. For instance, the invention of the microscope helped in the distinction of bacte-
ria and viruses, which for a long time were unrecognized by people and could be the source
of various diseases. On the other hand, we perceive the world view through the descriptions
in the shape of various semiotic schemes. However, excessive reliance on historically estab-
lished semiotic schemes of description or world views, for instance, the scheme of motion of
space objects by Ptolemy, seriously complicated the transition to a more adequate Coperni-
cus scheme. Nowadays, similar problems still exist. Summarizing, it can be noted that in the
research of consciousness, it is desirable to consider and combine into a general system both
descriptions of human physiology and the presence in their intellectual activity of various
semiotic systems and schemes. This approach can make the search for the way out of Plato’s
“cave”, which still exists in our consciousness although we are trying to expand its bounda-
ries, more efficient.
