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In recent years, widespread museum-type facilities, which include children's museums. Such museums
develop cognitive and creative activity of the child. There were children's museums in the United States at
the turn of XIX–XX centuries. Brooklyn Children's Museum was the first museum in the world for children.
In Russia, at the origins of the idea of a children's museum were Ushinsky K. and A. Zelenko. A. Zelenko
developed a model and the structure of the children's museum. Throughout the XX century children's mu-
seum opened in different countries of Europe and America. One of the most famous and most visited among
them became Castle of Charles Perrault (France); Museum of Astrid Lindgren (Sweden); Strong National
Museum of Play (USA); Center "House of Santa Claus" in the Great Ustyug; Children's Center of Scientific
Discoveries "InnoPark" in Moscow and others. Today, children's museums have not only in Moscow and St.
Petersburg, but also in other regions of the country. In the Altai Territory operates several of these museums
– Museum of Dolls, entertaining science museum, "How so?" Interactive museum "World of art" and others.
Pedagogical Museum of dolls was opened in 2012 on the basis of kindergarten  217 in Barnaul. The inven-
tory book contains information about more than 500 dolls. Especially interesting is the collection of dolls
peoples of Europe (Romania, Albania, Austria, France, Germany). There are collections of dolls, interior
textile doll "Tilda" doll souvenirs, collectible dolls, puppets of the Soviet period. There is in the museum
collection of car models.  The main principle of the museum "World of art"  -  all  the exhibits  can be set  in
motion. Museum of entertaining science "How so?" Is focused on the discovery and demonstration of the
laws of natural science. Most of the museums are run by enthusiasts of the business. The main visitors of the
museum are the children of the kindergartens and schools in Barnaul. It is also planned to create a modern
children's museum within the municipal museum "City" in Barnaul. A special form of a children's museum is
the Barnaul planetarium. In 2015, he was 65 years old. Located planetarium in a former church. The diameter
of the planetarium dome is 9 meters. Sky modulated "Small Zeiss" – the starry sky projector created before
World War II, the famous German optical company "Carl-Zeiss-Jena." Planetarium almost daily visited by
school groups. Children's museum in the Altai region are popular institutions actively visited the children's
audience and update their exposure, organize outreach programs and workshops.
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
