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ROMAN DENISOVICH MIROVICH
(1892-1971)

R.D. Mirovich was born in the Lvov Region in the village of
Volchishchovichi. He attended the Polish high schools of Sanok and
Sambor. He earned a Doctorate of Law in L'vov, was a member of the
student society "Friend" and of the Stavropigia. After the fall of Austro-
Hungary he opened a law office in Peremyshl where he took part in the
social life of the city and area.

In 1946,as aresult of Peremyshl remaining under Polish authority, he
changed his profession to become a librarian-bibliologist.He dedicated
much time researching Carpatho-Russian martyrdom during WW1-the
result of which was the assiduous work "An Alphabetical Index of the
Victims of Austro-Magyar Terror in Galician and Bukovinian Rus’ during
WW1with Biographical Data"(1954-60). Additions to this were added
in 1961-70 along with a parallel topographical index of these victims
(manuscript). His published works are: "On the 44th Anniversary of
the Peremyshl Tragedy” (1958); "About the Permanent Guard» signed
«Peremyshlianin” (1962); "Index to the Thalerhof Almanac" editions
1-1V (1964); "Books Have Their Own Fate" (1964); "Vasilii Romanovich
Vavrik on His 75 Birthday" (1964); "Bibliography of Thalerhof" (1966);
"V.R.Vavrik - Carpatho-Russian Enlightener on His 80 Birthday" (1969).
