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DEAR MEMBERS OF THE EDITORIAL BOARD,
AUTHORS AND READERS!

At the end of 2015 Rusin International Historical Journal was ranked
first among Eastern European historical journals indexed in the Scopus
database. The journal also entered the most prestigious first quartile
(Q1), with SIR making 0,357 (SCImago Journal Rank accounts both the
number of citations and prestige of the journals where such citations come
from. It was developed in the 2000s by SCImago research team from the
University of Granada on the basis of the Scopus database). The H-index of
the journal is 4 (See more: http://www.scimagojr.com/journalrank.php
?category=1202 &area=1200&country=Eastern%20Europe &year=2015).

Today Scopus indexes 29,713 titles on technical, medical and social
sciences, among which 943 are historical, 62 of these are published
in Eastern Europe.

Among the journals indexed by Scopus there are 251 Russian, 163
Romanian, 40 Ukrainian, 4 Moldavian, 2 Belarusian, and 2 Kazakh.

Of the Russian titles indexed by Scopus, there are 11 in the category
“‘Arts and Humanities”, of which 5 are historical. Among the Romanian
titles, 37 are in the category “Arts and Humanities”, with 13 historical.
There are no Ukrainian and Belarusian titles indexed by Scopus in the
categories mentioned above. There are two Moldovan journals in the
category “Arts and Humanities” (Rusin and Stratum Plus).

In the Country Ranking of 231 countries at the end of 2015, Moldova
was 115th (after the Sultanate of Brunei and Libya), Russia — 14th,
Romania - 38th, Ukraine - 46th, Kazakhstan - 68th, Belarus — 75th.
The top ten includes the United States of America, China, the United
Kingdom, Germany, India,Japan, France, Italy,Canada, and Australia (see
more: http://www.scimagojr.com/countryrank.php?year=2015).

High indicators of Rusin International Historical Journal are the results
of years of work of the editorial board and authors. Of course, it imposes
additional requirements to the quality of the materials published in
the journal.
