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Dear members of the Editorial Board, authors and readers!

In 2015 we published the first issues of our new journal Biblioteka zhurnala
“Rusin” - Rusin Journal Library.

As we have already mentioned, in 2016 the aim of the journal has been specified.
It now publishes only monographs, archival materials and works by Rusin, Russian
and foreign historians, ethnologists, philologists on the history, culture and language
of the Rusins (Rusnaks), the indigenous population of the Carpathian-Dniester lands,
published in the 19th and 20th centuries and still relevant today.

This year we have changed the publication frequency of the journal. It is now
published twice a year.

Since May 2016, Biblioteka zhurnala “Rusin” - Rusin Journal Library is indexed
in the ERIH PLUS database (https://dbh.nsd.uib.no/publiseringskanaler/erihplus/
periodical/info.action?id=488682).

All the issues of the journal are indexed in the RSCI. The electronic versions of
the issues are also available on the website of Biblioteka zhurnala “Rusin” - Rusin
Journal Library, in CyberLeninka and in other electronic libraries.

The journal is sent to a number of leading institutions, universities and libraries
of Russia, Ukraine, Belarus, Moldova, to Rusin organizations abroad.

This issue contains four analytical reports written in 1915-1916 and stored in
the Archive of Foreign Policy of the Russian Empire:

1. Areport by A.Yu. Gerovskiy on the “Ukrainian”, agricultural and religious issues
in Red Ruthenia (4 August 1916);

2. A report by the Russian People’s Council of Subcarpathian Rus on the
administration of regions of Russian Subcarpathia (17 September 1916);

3.0n the past, the present and the future of Subcarpathian Rus. A report by the
Russian People’s Council of Subcarpathian Rus (13 December 1916);

4.Russia and Galicia.Areport by S.I. Danilov, Captain of Cavalry, Head of the Food
Department of the Military Governor-General of Galicia (24 November 1915).

The documents contain not only interesting information on the history of Galicia,
its population, its links with Russia and Russian culture, its struggle to preserve its
ethnicity and Orthodoxy, but also the opinion of the authors of the reports on the
issue of the full integration of the region in the Russian Empire.

The published materials are of interest for researchers, professors, post-graduates,
students and anyone interested in the history of the Carpathian-Dniester lands, World
War |, the Rusin movement, Orthodoxy.
