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DEAR MEMBERS OF THE EDITORIAL BOARD,
AUTHORS AND READERS!

This issue contains the materials of the 2nd international scientific
and practical conference The history of the Carpathian-Dniester Lands
from Ancient Times to the Beginning of the 21st Century,held in Kishinev
on May 24-25,2016.

This year the conference was dedicated to the 100th anniversary of
the Brusilov Offensive (22 May (4 June) - 31 July (13 August), 1916),
also called the Lutsk Offensive or the 4th Galician Battle. During that
offensive,Russian troops reoccupied Eastern Galicia and Bukovina,where
a significant part of the population were Rusins.

In his History of the Russian Army,A.A. Kersnovskiy gave an objective,
from our point of view, assessment of the offensive operation of the
Russian army: “Tactical results of this operation were impressive.
Bukovina was conquered, 420,000 prisoners (of which 80,000 were
Germans), 600 guns, the same number of mortars and howitzers,
2,500 machine guns and a lot of trophies were captured. The Brusilov
Offensive had a great political significance. The Italian army was saved
from crushing (Caporetto was delayed for one and a half years). The
French front had a great relief in the critical moment of the June crisis
at Verdun: the Crown Prince halted his advance on the Meuse, and his
reserves went to Volyn. Finally, the Bukovinian victory of Lechitskiy led
Romania to action.

This politically and tactically advantageous offensive had not brought
a strategic solution. First, it was not required, later it was impossible
to achieve. For Russia and the Russian army all this grand offensive
operation was harmful”.

The years of the First World War were the most tragic pages in the
history of Rusins. The regions with the Rusin population were in the
war zone. This led to mass migration. Since the beginning of the war
Austro-Hungarian authorities began a policy of genocide against Rusins
and established the first concentration camps in Europe. There Austro-
Hungarian authorities killed at least 60 thousand Rusin civilians.

The organizers of the conference were the Russian Centre of Science
and Culture in the Republic of Moldova, the International Historical
Journal Rusin, Tomsk State University and the Association “Rus”.

21 scholars from Russia, Ukraine,Moldova, Slovakia and Turkmenistan
were participants of the conference. Unfortunately,due to the problems
with the funding some reports were presented in absentia.
