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The concept of volitional regulation is closely linked with goal-setting and goal achieve-
ment. The nature and the scope of volitional regulation towards a goal is largely determined
by the essence of the goal itself. The paper examines the nature and evolution of the category
“goal”. The concepts of goal characteristics, content of goals, degree of goal achievement and
the volitional resource are introduced. From the point of view of goals achieving methods and
required volitional regulation, all goals are divided into three classes.

The first class consists of regularly reproducible goals, the achievement of which is
repeated by an individual. It is shown that the role of volitional regulation in the fulfillment of
such goals is insignificant.

The second class consists of three types of analog goals. The first type includes goals that
were once achieved by another person. The subject interested in achieving this goal has no
experience in accomplishing it. The result obtained by the subject may deviate from the target
image. In this case, the fact of achieving the goal is determined by compensating the initial

target signs with equivalent ones. The second type of analog goals includes those achieved by
the acting subject, but under other conditions. The third type combines features of the first and
second types. The goal achieved under certain circumstances by another person has to be
accomplished by the acting subject under the changed conditions. Most often, these goals
appear in a situation of rapidly changing environment. These situations can be caused by
technical progress, natural disasters, social disasters (epidemics, wars, revolutions, etc.). In
transition from one type of analog goals to another the amount of volitional contribution
required to fulfill those increases.

The third class comprises development goals. These include entirely new goals, which
have not been achieved by anyone before. The path to the achievement of development goals
is strewn throughout with large and small obstacles. It is the point when the volitional
regulation of activity occurs to the full extent. Therefore, the process of achieving a
development goal involves a significant increase in the volitional resource of a person along
with simultaneous personal growth.

The notion of a high goal is also introduced in the paper. Such goals are generated by a
goal-containing dream and determine the future activity of an individual. Dreams are not
limited by circumstances. Therefore, they reflect the most intimate and courageous human
desires.

Goals based on dreams are substantial and particularly attractive. The role of volitional
regulation at the stage of motivation of high goals is insignificant. The same cannot be said of
at the stage of activities. The goal is accomplished for the first time, and its achievement
involves all difficulties that require volitional interventions.

Classification of goals according to their nature and the methods of their fulfillment allow
to link the nature of a goal to the amount of volitional resource that is required to achieve it.
In a decision-making process this allows to choose the right people to perform tasks and to
rationally build a structure of actions for achieving goals.

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The concept of internality refers to the psychology of processes and mechanisms, per-
forming which a person takes possession of his behavior when the cause of what is happening
belongs to his own activity.

The purpose of the article is to reveal basic theoretical and methodological approaches to
the understanding of internality and to formulate several problematic issues regarding the
comprehension of this phenomenon.

Internality category is substantively incoherent; it contains a number of relatively inde-
pendent concepts.

The main concepts are: locus of control, as a generalized experience of the control of rein-
forcements (J. Rotter), locus of causality, as the tendency to perceive events as reasons by persons
own activity (F. Haider, B. Weiner), the concept of Self-reinforcement (A. Bandura), tendency to
make decisions based on internal values and motivational orientation (B. Weiner, D. Riesman), the
locus of causal orientations (in self-determination theory of E. Deci, R. Ryan).

Numerous studies indicate the sustainable relationships between various aspects of inter-
nality with the wide range of psychological characteristics: cognitive complexity, depth,
eventfulness of subjective temporal perspective, overall personal temporal-competence, the
ability of value-semantic regulation of behavior, developed voluntariness, responsibility, and
adaptability. In addition, internality is an important factor of the effectiveness of the internal
personal choice activity, as a complicated behavioral act of resolving situations of uncertainty.

Internality is being formed during a person’s interaction with the world as a result of gen-
eralization of interaction experiences and depends on internal, social, and cultural factors.

The analysis allows us to talk about the internality as an integral personality characteristic,
indicating the uniqueness of the flow of psychological phenomena which constitute the pro-
cesses of active generation of uncertainty and its subjective, intentional and responsible re-
solving in the implementation of personal choice.

It is reasonable to pose a question regarding the structural complexity of internality in-
cluding the issue of two levels of the internal behavior implementation: focus on the subjec-
tive attitude towards reality (regulating aspect) and personal competence, which allows realiz-
ing this direction in the various life situations with greater or lesser efficiency (instrumental
aspect).

The instrumental aspect of internality (what and with what psychological means a person
chooses while making a personal choice) was studied in some details. The regulating aspect
(what is the nature and the factors of the current inclination to the internal activity) is a rele-
vant question in the field of the psychological theory

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The article addresses the problem of a current trend in foreign and domestic psychological
science which is self-regulation among professionals working under extreme conditions. Self-
regulation in risk situations plays a crucial role in making decisions and choosing strategies of
behavior under conditions of uncertainty, which is not only a rational process implemented by
cognitive mechanisms but also an emotional process including people’s attitudes toward a situa-
tion. A set of extreme professions includes service of managers in the penitentiary service, which
is associated with emotionally intense social activity and involves a constant presence of pro-
nounced negative stressors. Studying the problem of self-regulation related to the interaction of
managers with the socium of extreme nature focuses on answering the key question: What psy-
chological and situational factors contribute to a sufficient level of self-regulation for successful
activities under stress conditions? To analyze the system of self-regulation among managers in
the penitentiary service we conducted a research using 6 standardized psychodiagnostic tech-
nique: Behaviour Self-Regulation Style (V.I. Morosanova, E.M. Konoz); Burnout Assessment,
adapted by A.A. Rukavishnikov; Personal Aggressiveness and Propensity to Conflicts
(E.P. Ilyin and P.A. Kovalev); Rapid Evaluation of Management Potential (N.P. Fetiskin,
V.V. Kozlov, G.M. Manuylov); Evaluation of Communicative and Organizational Aptitudes
(V.V. Sinyavsky and B.A. Fedorishin); Orientation Styles of Professional Communication
(N.P. Fetiskin, V.V. Kozlov, G.M. Manuylov). The principal assumption in this research was
that the structure of individual features of self-regulation (a self-regulation style) and its levels
was determined by one’s personal characteristics and professional-environmental factors. The
study objectives were: to identify the relationship between the level of self-regulation, overall
mental state, and management potential in managers involved in extreme activity (working in
the penitentiary service); to reveal psychological factors for optimization of managerial compe-
tencies under extreme conditions of professional activity; and to identify main difficulties and
competence deficiencies for subsequent corrective and psychotherapeutic interventions. The
research conducted enabled us: to study in details the peculiarities of self-regulation, overall
mental state, and management potential among managers in the penitentiary system; and to de-
termine which system components require intentional development in order to mitigate deficien-
cies and to increase the effectiveness of managers.
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The Use of Driving Simulators in Psychological Research

Driving simulators are important research tools that help to assess drivers’ be-
havior. The article reviews which topics are studied with driving simulation in psy-
chological journals, what kinds of driving simulation might be used, how many partic-
ipants are necessary for such research to be publishable, and what kind of variables
might be used. The text might be useful for psychologists when they plan to conduct
research using a driving simulator.

Key words: driving simulator; psychology; stereotypes; distraction, cognitive
overload.

Driving simulators are valuable research tools that allow studying the
complex activity of driving. This text analyzes articles published in psychologi-
cal journals where some kind of driving simulation has been used for psycholog-
ical research. First, we described the content of the studies. Second, we analyzed
the kind of technology used for the driving simulation, including the kind of
information acquired and used in the driving simulation, and how large the sam-
ples were. Third, we demonstrated the differences between social psychological
research and research in other branches of psychology, and we performed an
analysis in which cases driving simulator were beneficial for the research.

We originally planned to analyze how driving simulators are used in per-
sonality and social psychology. We searched journals in the Web of Science
category “Psychology, Social” for the words “driving simulator”. The search
resulted only in six articles that use driving simulation in research. We decided
to add articles from other psychological areas into the analysis and searched for
articles published in journals in Web of Science categories “Psychology, Exper-
imental”, “Psychology, Applied”, and “Psychology, Multidisciplinary”. We ex-
cluded articles that studied behavior under the influence of drugs or alcohol and
studies about motion/simulator sickness, and we also did not include two studies
from the same author about similar topics. This resulted in an additional 21 arti-
cles being included in the analyses below. If a study used driving simulation as
one of multiple studies in the article, we refer only to the content and results of
the overall study and not to the studies which did not use driving simulation.

Research questions studied when employing driving simulators
in psychological journals

In the following paragraphs we describe the analysis of 27 articles. The
first type of social psychological study that used a driving simulator concerns
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the influence of making stereotypes salient about driving behavior. Lambert et
al. [1] found that for elderly drivers who read documents stating that elderly
people are bad drivers and that reported accidents committed by elderly drivers
(a stereotype threat condition), working memory capacity was positively related
to following distance and negatively to brake reaction time. These effects were
not observed for drivers who had not read such texts. Terror management theory
postulates that people’s awareness of one’s own mortality leads to anxiety and
terror, which people fight by pursuing the enhancement of their self-esteem. The
mortality salience hypothesis states that making people aware of their own mor-
tality leads to the enhancement of their effort for self-esteem. Taubman Ben-Ari
et al. [2] used a driving simulator to test this hypothesis and showed that for par-
ticipants for whom driving was important for their self-esteem, the making mor-
tality salient led to faster driving. Making mortality salient had no effect for
those for whom self-esteem driving was not important. If participants received
positive feedback, the effect of mortality salience on the connection between
driving speed and the importance of driving for self-esteem vanished.

Other types of studies search for the effect of some social influence, like
peer influence or the self-concept, on driving. Jackson and Blackman [3] used a
driving simulator to test the hypothesis that the higher cost of a possible acci-
dent, the lower the number of accidents is. When the penalty was higher, partic-
ipants exceeded the speed limit less often. Fischer et al. [4] found that partici-
pants who watched risky scenes from movies (as compared to those who
watched neutral scenes), had a larger number of accidents during a video game,
accelerated up to 160 km/h more quickly, needed less time to drive through a
race course, and drove with higher maximum speed. Shepherd et al. [S] were
interested in how social pressure influences risky driving behavior in a
PlayStation driving game. Participants who heard pro-risky comments (e.g., “Go
faster!””) drove faster and had more accidents than those who heard neutral
comments and anti-risky comments (e.g., “You’re driving too fast.”). Conner et
al. [6] found that speeding correlates with the intention to speed and positive
attitudes about speeding, the number of accidents in the last five years, the sub-
jective norm about speeding, and the perceived behavioral control over speed-
ing. Speeding correlates negatively with age, driving experience, the moral norm
not to speed, and the anticipated regret for such behavior. Similar research has
been conducted by Elliot, Armitage, and Baughan [7], who report that the mean
speed in a simulator was negatively correlated with the attitude that speeding is
bad, the negative subjective norm about speeding, and the intention to avoid
speeding. Brewster et al. [8] found that people who write down their intention
not to speed in certain situations speed less frequently in those situations than
people who had written down their intention not to speed in a different situation
or who did not write down any intention.

Phoning while driving reduces the driver’s attention; however, this effect
could be reduced if the communication partner has more information about the
driver’s actual situation. Janssen et al. [9] showed that when the sounds of driv-
ing or the sound of a driver’s heartbeat are shared with the person who is on the

other end of the call, the driver reacts more quickly to changes of speed of an-
other leading car. If sounds are shared, callers have shorter talk segments. Gas-
par et al. [10] found that collision risk during dangerous merging events was
reduced when the partner with whom the driver was talking could see the same
view as the driver.

A driving simulator might also be used to assess how people think about a
car, specifically with the perception that it has human characteristics. Waytz et
al. [11] let their participants drive either in a normal car or in a car which con-
trolled its own steering and speed (agentic car). Some participants who drove the
agentic car were told that car’s name was Iris, it had a gender (female), and used
a voice to speak to the participants while driving (anthropomorphic car). They
thought the car could feel, anticipate, and was smarter in the anthropomorphic
condition than in the agentic condition, and more in the agentic condition than in
a normal condition. They trusted the car more in the anthropomorphic condition
than in the agentic condition and more in the agentic condition than in the nor-
mal condition. They were asked how much they blamed the car for a crash
which occurred during the scenario and they blamed the car more in the anthro-
pomorphic condition than in the normal condition. However, they blamed the
car more in the agentic condition than in the anthropomorphic condition.

Studies using a driving simulator to assess the influence of personality on
driving are quite rare in personality journals. Morton and White [12] found that
while people with a higher score in the fearful personality trait (FFFS) drive un-
der stress, they have a larger braking distance at intersections. Obsessive passion
relates to a strong desire to perform an activity which is not under the person’s
control. Harmonious passion also relates to a strong desire to perform the activi-
ty, but this desire is under control. Philippe et al. [13] found that an obsessive
passion for driving correlates with aggressive behavior, while harmonious pas-
sion for driving does not.

Many studies using a driving simulator deal with the influence of cogni-
tive or perceptual overload on driving. Active fatigue is caused by cognitive
overload from overly frequent activity. Passive fatigue is caused by a long-term
monotonous task. Saxby et al. [14] found that drivers with an induced active
fatigue condition felt more distress than normal, while drivers in passive fatigue
condition felt lower engagement than normal. Drivers with active fatigue avoid-
ed collisions more often than drivers without fatigue, while drivers with passive
fatigue avoided collisions less often. Lying is more cognitively demanding than
telling truth; therefore, liars have less available cognitive resources and they are
prone to cognitive overload. Gawrylovicz et al. [15] found that drivers with cog-
nitive overload induced by lying increased their speed and have a longer reac-
tion time. Murphy and Greene [16] showed that drivers are less likely to notice
an unexpected pedestrian under a high perceptual load. Blalock et al. [17] re-
searched connections between cognitive load and the ability to remember mov-
ing and stationary objects in a simulated environment. People with no load were
more accurate than people under cognitive load. People asked about stationary
objects were more accurate than people asked about moving objects. People un-
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der cognitive load were worse in the accuracy of answers to questions about
moving objects than people in the no-load condition. However, there was no
difference between people under and without cognitive load for the questions
about stationary objects. Janssen and Brumby [18] let their participants complete
a set of dual-processing 30-second drives where they had to dial a number while
driving. The distance from the center of the lane was larger and the dialing was
quicker in the dialing-focused tasks than in the steering-focused tasks. Watson et
al. [19] researched the effect of dual tasks (driving and recalling words from
memory) on memory and driving performance. Participants were slower to press
the brake pedal and had a slightly elongated follow distance in the dual tasks as
compared to when they should only drive. They also remembered fewer items
and became increasingly reliant on reconstructive forms of memory in the dual
task as compared to when they should only recall words.

Other studies concern the influence of distraction by objects on the road
or people in the car. Chan et al. [20] found that drivers keep their lane better
when there are taboo words on billboards along the road. Provocative content on
billboards might arouse the attention of drivers, so that they drive more careful-
ly. Garrison and Williams [21] researched the impact of distraction by conversa-
tion on visual attention and driving performance. During each drive, participants
passed three types of objects: billboards, signs, and hazards (e.g., stalled or
parked vehicles, etc.). Mean velocity and its variability were higher during the
distraction drive. The distraction drive also showed a higher variability of steer-
ing and participants drove closer to the lane-divider line. There were fewer gaz-
es toward objects during the distraction drive. Mean lane position varied more
near hazards than near signs. Hazards received more gazes than billboards and
billboards — more than signs.

Other studies analyzed differences in driving behavior among human
groups. Crawley et al. [22] found no difference between pregnant and non-
pregnant women while driving in a simulator. Lundqvist et al. [23] found no
difference in driving performance in a simulator between people after a stroke
and people of a similar age who hadn’t suffered stroke (although differences
were found on the real road). Raw et al. [24] found a higher difference between
car position and the center of the road for older drivers than for younger drivers
when driving fast, although the difference was not found for slower driving.

Several other themes have also been studied. Eriksson et al. [25] re-
searched how people estimate the speed needed to save time on a specific dis-
tance while driving. The lower speed participants overestimated the speed in-
crease needed to save three minutes, so they drove faster. The higher speed par-
ticipants underestimated the necessary speed increase so they drove slower than
they should have. Tozman et al. [26] researched the relationship between flow
and heart rate variability in different driving environments. They let their partic-
ipants drive in three environments to induce boredom (a straight country road
with no bends and no traffic), to fit the person’s skills (a bendy race course
without opponents, where participant should speed), and to create anxiety (a
very bendy race with nine highly skilled opponents). The flow was higher for
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the fit condition than for the anxiety condition and also higher for the anxiety
condition than for the boredom condition. The increase in task difficulty de-
creased both high-frequency and low-frequency components of heart rate varia-
bility. The low-frequency component was a predictor of flow in the anxiety and
fit conditions, and the high-frequency component only in the anxiety condition.
Antonson et al. [27] researched the effect of the surrounding landscape on driv-
ing behavior. Drivers drove in a simulator through three types of roadside envi-
ronments: open, forested, and varied. The lowest speed was for the varying
landscape, higher for the forested landscape, and the highest for the open land-
scape. Drivers in the open landscape drove more to the right than in the forested
landscape. Steering wheel grasp frequency was higher for the open landscape
than for the forested landscape.

Analysis of reviewed articles

The tables below contain an analysis concerning the types of driving sim-
ulation that were used in the selected articles (see table 1), and what the sample
sizes and the observed outcome of participants’ performance in the simulator
drives used in the 27 reviewed studies (see table 2).

Discussion

Psychological disciplines differ by their narrow focus (details and mecha-
nisms) or their wide focus (systems and larger processes). Cognitive psychology and
experimental disciplines are narrower, social psychology is broader [28]. The nar-
rower disciplines more often apply experimental design in research, while the
broader disciplines apply survey research design. As we can see, six of the seven
examined studies with a sample larger than 100 people belong to the area of social
or personality psychology. It seems that the studies in the areas of social and person-
ality psychology keep larger samples and the studies in other areas keep smaller
samples even when they use a similar research design.

The difference between social psychology and other disciplines could also be
seen when assessing the type of driving simulation used. The largest number of stud-
ies (10) used high-fidelity simulation, while five studies used some type of a com-
puter game. Four of five studies that used the lowest quality simulation belong to
social or personality psychology. For broader psychological disciplines details are
not such important. Therefore, it is not necessary to have realistic simulation when
conducting research. Such acceptance of imprecision would be less acceptable in
more narrow disciplines.

Driving simulation is an interaction between human and environment. As
such, it allows observing two kinds of measures: those measuring something that
happened in the environment during the simulation and those measuring human ex-
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perience. The first type of variable in the reviewed studies — the environment-based
variables — contains speed, the lateral position of the vehicle or the distance from
other cars, steering wheel usage, reaction time, the number of collisions, gazes to-
ward objects, and brake pressure. The second type of variable — human experience-
based variables — contains the quality of memory recognition, the change of partici-
pant’s feelings after the drive, the aggressiveness of the driver’s behavior, and the
driver’s opinion about the car.

Another question we may ask is: in which cases it was necessary to use a
driving simulation when conducting the research in the analyzed articles. First, many
of the articles researched driver’s behavior in a collision situation [11] or used the
number of collisions as a measure ([4, 10, 14 and 22]). This would not be possible in
real-life conditions. Second, other articles studied the following distance behind a
leading car ([1] and [19]) or reaction to provocations from other drivers [8]. Con-
ducting such experiments in the real environment would be possible, but there
would be a high risk for an accident. Third, a study like [16] — showing driver re-
peatedly certain static situation in a traffic —would be impossible to conduct with the
same precision in the real environment, where it is not possible to reach the same
level of control over the intervening variables.

Driving simulators are, therefore, necessary for psychological research in
some conditions. When a researcher wants to research a behavior which would be
illegal (e.g., an accident), a driving simulator is an option. A driving simulator is
also an option when a researcher wants to have an environment where they might
control the intervening variables. And driving simulators might be the safer option
when the researcher wants to study risky driving behavior.

Conclusion

The use of driving simulators in articles published in psychological journals
has been analyzed in this text. First, the content of the selected articles was de-
scribed. The type of driving simulation used, the measured outcome of the driving
simulation, and the sample sizes were also analyzed. Driving simulator usage is
quite rare in (non-transportation) psychological journals. It could be a very valuable
source for realistic psychological research because it is possible to study things like
accidents or reactions to other driver’s provocations, which would otherwise not be
possible to study. Nevertheless, researchers do not use driving simulators because
realistic research is not perceived as necessary in some parts of psychology.

The current study provides two suggestions for future researchers. First, high-
fidelity driving simulators seem to be less used in social psychology. Simulations
using devices like a computer game or PlayStation are accepted in the field. Re-
searchers who work with realistic simulators might consider conducting some re-
search that would be publishable in social psychological journals. Such research
might contain the study of other people’s influence on driving performance, social
norms and stereotype influence, driving while having an interpersonal conflict with
another person in the car, and similar themes. Second, simulator studies might also
use more human experience-based measures (e.g. the feelings of drivers in different
situations).

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Selectivity of perception is considered as an attribute of a person's attitude to lies. Selec-
tivity is studied through perception strategies in the trends of compliance and non-compliance.
Lying is thought of as a plausible message presented in the form of a printed text. Lies are
presented as a psychological system characterized by self-organization and complication.

This article describes the results of an experimental study of the role of a mindset in the
specifics and variety of strategies for perceiving an untrue text.

The general hypothesis of the study was the following: if the mindset influences specific
features in selective perception of untrue texts, then this specificity should manifest itself in
the trends of compliance and non-compliance of semantic clusters and vectors relating to
certain types of mindset.

The motivational mindset actualized the affective selective orientation. The participants of
the research perceived the untrue message through the prism of emotional concern about those
who participated in the events described in the untrue text. The cognitive mindset actualized
the affective-cognitive selective orientation including affective components. Authentic mind-
set actualized the multivector path of formation of selectivity.

In the affective group the level of emotional concern about the described events was the
lowest. In the cognitive group the level of understanding of the untrue text tended to be un-
derestimated compared to the rest of the groups.

Perceptual strategies in terms of quantity did not differ. The selectivity, which was ex-
pressed through the selection of parameters, did not find its confirmation regarding the mind-
set.
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The mindset did not affect the level of effectiveness of strategies for perceiving the untrue
message.

Participants in the cognitive group demonstrated a non-compliance between ranking and
selection of parameters more often that others, explaining the non-compliance with reas-
sessing the importance of certain parameters with respect to their perception of the untrue
message.

It can also be noted that the attitude to the untrue text was expressed in accordance with a
scale that reflects the levels of expression of the parameters. In accordance with the mindset
of the affective type, the level of concern tended to be low in comparison with the mindset of
other types.

The hypothesis about the influence of the mindset on selective perception of an untrue
message, or rather on the specifics of the formation of strategies, as well as the semantic dy-
namics of the ranking and selection parameters, was confirmed.

The practical significance of the results: they can be used in the field of confronting tech-
niques of manipulating the mass consciousness of people.

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The category of “activity” is widely discussed and described in philosophy and psycholo-
gy. In psychology, there are quite a lot of concepts of activity: in classical approaches
(P.K. Anokhin, N.A. Bernstein, S.L. Rubinstein, A.N. Leontiev, A.V. Brushlinskii,
A.V. Petrovsky, K.A. Abulkhanova, LA. Dzhidaryan et al.) and in modern theories
(A.A. Volochkov, Y.R. Vagin, O.A. Konopkin, V. L Morosanova, V.V. Znakov,
A.K. Osnitsky, N.E. Harlamenkova et al.). Mostly, both in theoretical and empirical research
in the postnonclassical paradigm activity as a phenomenon is given a system-generating func-
tion. Its leading role in the formation of subjectivity is widely discussed. The theory of meta-
paradigmality of activity by A. Ivashchenko, N. B. Karabushchenko et al. discusses activity
more broadly. The category of “activity” may become a theoretical foundation for many mod-
ern studies conducting within different psychological schools and approaches.

Our study makes a transition from abstract theories to case studies of human activity.
The activity of an individual is the activity of each of the levels of an integrated individ-
uality (bt V. S. Merlin). In our previous studies we proved the integrity of activity of an
individual, the presence of an integral, general factor of human activity. In practical
terms it is important to understand which parameters of activity of an individual (neuro-
dynamic, psychodynamic, personality or social) are most strongly associated with psy-
chological well-being and life satisfaction; how activity of an individual as a whole af-
fects the quality of human life.

The article presents the empirical study of the structural interrelation between activity,
psychological well-being, and students’ life satisfaction, as well as the effects an individual
activity has on these characteristics. It was found that not all of the parameters of individual
activity were associated with psychological well-being and students’ life satisfaction. In par-
ticular, psychological well-being and life satisfaction appeared to be associated with temper-
amental activity, authorship, and independence. In general, individual activity has significant
effects on psychological well-being and life satisfaction of students. Life satisfaction and
psychological well-being were significantly lower among students with low levels of individ-
ual activity.

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Subject and purpose of the study. Personal resources of patients with traumatic disease
of spinal cord (TDSC), individual abilities of psychological adaptation to changed conditions
of life and motivation for recovery have significant influence on their full-value rehabilitation
throughout the entire restorative period. The purpose of the present study is to evaluate psy-
cho-emotional status and styles of coping with the disease in patients with TDSC.

Participants of the study and methods. 49 patients were selected (average age 32.4+2.2
years, among them — 63.3% males) with TDSC with duration of the disease over 3-4 months;
with the type of spinal cord damage B, C by ASIA scale. With all patients the following tech-
niques were applied: 1) Self-evaluation of depression according to A. Back; 2) Evaluation of
trait and state anxiety according to Spielberg-Hanin test; 3) study of coping-behaviour by
E. Haim. For evaluation of the results we calculated the arithmetical mean (M) and its error
(xm), correlation coefficient r-Pearson with evaluation according to Cheldok scale.

Results. In the examined group all patient were diagnosed with clinically evident disor-
ders of conductivity of the spinal cord leading to functional limitations: 81.6% of the patients
were referred to groups B and C according to ASIA scale with severe incomplete spinal cord
injury. The injury was often located at cervical and thoracic level, which caused severe neuro-
logical disorders and disability of the patients. We evaluated psycho-emotional condition of
patients in interim and late periods of traumatic disease of the spinal cord and observed high
trait anxiety in 42.8% of cases, while state anxiety was observed only in 4% of patients. Sig-
nificant depression was diagnosed only in 4% of patients. Neither level of state anxiety, nor
level of depression depended on severity of neurological disorders.

Prevailing variants of cognitive coping strategies are: “Exercising self-control” (22.4%),
“Humility” (14.2%) and “Religiosity” (22.4%), emotional coping “Optimism” (61.2%) and
“Suppression of emotions” (18.3%), behavioural coping “Distraction” (38.7%) and adaptive
“Collaboration” (20.4%).

A lot of factors contribute to formation of depression, including various variants of cop-
ing-behaviour: cognitive, emotional, behavioural. Predominance of adaptive coping-strategies
forms positive psychological status of patients. Negative psycho-emotional background is
observed in presence of non-adaptive and relatively adaptive behavioural and cognitive cop-
ing strategies. In our opinion, absence of severe depression and psychogenic changes is ex-
plained by the work of coping mechanisms and coping strategies, which are directed at over-
coming difficulties, rueful emotions, reduction of stress and help the person to adapt to diffi-
cult life situation associated with the spinal trauma.

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In the past decade many studies consider the problems of coping behaviour, which is
aimed at improving an individual adaptation to the environment. Wrong coping with stress
can lead to the formation of psychopathology. Patients suffering from various mental disor-
ders use a variety of behavioral strategies that facilitate coping with a disease, which include
delayed seeking medical help as well as the assistance of a psychologist. Untimely visit to a
specialist could aggravate depression, which is currently the most common disorder. The
researchers register high comorbidity of depression with mental disorders, which are sup-
posed to be interrelated. The problem of mental illness combined with depression entails neg-
ative consequences for patients and their families. Therefore it is relevant to identify factors
contributing to the improvement of psychological health of patients in clinical groups, which
is necessary for early detection of comorbidity and therapeutic assistance to population.

Objective of the study: to reveal characteristics of behaviors and measures contributing
health conditions in the representation of respondents with mental disorders. The sample in-
cludes 98 people from 20 to 80 years of age suffering mental disorders and being hospitalized.

Methods and techniques: “Strategy of behavior in situations of illness” and “Factors im-
proving psychological state of being” (A. Ryder, Canada, University of Concordia).

In clinical groups among respondents with mental disorders most probable ways of behav-
ior in the process of formation of depression were identified. The analysis of the behavior
showed that all respondents with mental disorders are characterized with: a withdrawal from
their senses (dissimilation), reduced vitality, and low social self-esteem. We revealed the la-
tent factor structure of the means contributing to the improvement of mental state of respond-
ents with mental disorders combined with comorbid depression syndrome. Based on cluster
analysis two types of respondents were identified according to the criterion of behavior strate-
gies in the disease situation. The issues relating to psychological assistance for people suffer-
ing from mental disorders were also identified.

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The paper analyzes genetic and semiotic properties of specific psychic adaption variants
embodied in psychohystorical fragments of development. Evolutionary strategies include
adaptive phenotypic variants which are considered to be pathological. In the development of
theoretical approaches a number of statements may complement the concept. The first state-
ment is that the divergence of the psychopathological states (PPS) is caused by the emergence
of new programs and by the development of the existing genetic ones. Secondly, nosological
typology is considered as the result of consistent development of semiotic structures, follow-
ing the development of understanding of the emerging structures of consciousness. The semi-
otic and genetic approach to psychopathological phenomena (PPPh) typology in psychiatry
and clinical psychology is considered to be natural. The consideration of the PPPh as genetic
semiotic structures considers their co-evolutionary dynamics.

From cultural and genetic co-evolutionary PPPh positions, it is assumed that each histori-
cal period is characterized by a variety of PPS, and each ethnic group, as a cultural and natural
phenomenon, by its own pathology in linguistic form. We suppose that co-evolution is a dy-
namic coupling of ecological and genetic systems in their ambiguous isomorphic displays.
System-based changes are carried out in the framework of Urmantsev’s general theory of
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systems where a full range of functions is the structure of qualitative and quantitative sym-
metry transition.

Psychopathological states (PPS) have an evolutionary and genetically determined charac-
ter. This is indicated by constantly reproducing PP stable states which have historical roots.
The evolutionary view in psychopathology involves the formation of pathological conditions
as evolutionary and dynamic formations and participation of paleopsychopathologic universal
complexes in them.

Such an approach aims to identify the history of recurrent interactions of two or more sys-
tems, leading to a structural coherence. The result is a structural coupling in coordination
dynamics and co-evolution. Geneticists perceive PPS as a “violation of epigenetic regulation
of genes that can determine the development of complex (multifactorial) diseases”. Epigenetic
systems are active means of cognition and relation with the environment, evolving according
to the internal mechanisms and systemic changes in accordance with Urmantsev’s general
theory of systems.

One of the leading PPPh “defragmentation” is considered from the point of semiotic-
genetic and evolving system object. “Defragmentation” corresponds to the mechanism of
fixation of systemic change in the operations of transference-mirror transitions basic proper-
ties.

This approach can be addressed as a broad ecological perspective on mental cognition of
psychic objects in a cultural semiotic form which is manifested in the co-evolutional disclo-
sure of potential genetic systems in adaptive socio-cultural forms.

The modern system of education and the requirements for graduates increase the im-
portance of psychological support in terms of organization of secondary vocational education.
One type of such work is a psycho-educational support in which a psychologist and teachers
create conditions under which students could gain or reconsider their experience. The bases
are the actions and decisions of the students themselves. Psychological and educational sup-
port in organizations of secondary vocational education has its own characteristics, due to the
specifics of the preparation and organization of the educational process: the mastery of pro-
fessional knowledge through general subjects at first years of training; practical forms of
learning predominate over theoretical ones. Within the framework of our empirical research
we identified indicators of self-regulation, creativity, parameters of cognitive style, and the
dynamics of their changes and relations. The analysis of the results showed the presence of
changes in terms of creativity (creative thinking, imagination, emotion) and self-regulation
(flexibility). Reduction of creative thinking, determined by the level of awareness, is associat-
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ed with the increased training load and the decreased amount of time to complete tasks. The
same factors helped the imagination processes. The program of psychological and educational
support also includes techniques enhancing imagination and emotionality. The requirement to
act in a specified short period of time and rebuild someone’s behavior favored psychological
flexibility. There is a correlation between the parameters of cognitive styles and the men-
tioned characteristics. Among participants with prevailing parameters the field independence
and differential changes occur significantly more often. Participants with the parameters of
field dependence and integrity are less flexible and susceptible to external influences. In the
course of psychological and educational support there was an integration of cognitive style
parameters, self-regulation and creativity which would allow participants in the future to
manage different information and its transmission more efficiently, and act on it.
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
