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Dear members of the Editorial Board, authors and readers!

At the end of 2014 the international historical journal Rusin ranked 10th
among history journals in Eastern Europe (http://scimagojr.com) indexed
in Scopus, and entered the pres-tigious second quartile (Q2).

Scopus (http://www.scopus.com) is the world’s largest ab-stract
database which indexes 22,878 journal titles, 897 of which are historical.
The developer and owner of Scopus is El-sevier publishing corporation
(Netherlands), the world’s largest publisher of scientific, technical and
medical literature.

Scopus indexes journals from the US (6,047,including 183 historical),the
UK (5,475, 242 historical), the Netherlands (1,848, 80 historical), Germany
(1,341, 56 historical) and France (577,61 historical). The Eastern European
journals are from Russia (230), Romania (157), Ukraine (37), Moldova (3)
and Belarus (2).

The 57 Eastern European history journals include 13 Roma-nian, four
Russian and one Moldovan (Rusin). There are no Ukrainian and Belarusian
history journals in Scopus.

Today, Scopus data is recognized as criteria for evaluating the
effectiveness of university activities in several countries (for instance,
the Ministry of Education and Science of the Russian Federation and the
Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine). Many universities give salary
bonuses for publishing articles in peer-reviewed journals, taking into
account their quar-tiles in Web of Science and Scopus databases.

The growing rating of the journal imposes additional require-ments for
the review of papers submitted for publication. Par-ticular attention will
be paid to the observance of the paper sub-mission rules, their originality
and compliance with the stated topic.
