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Dear members of the Editorial Board, authors and readers!

In 2015, we published three issues of a new periodical, Rusin
Journal Library.

The first issue published a monograph by Archpriest Kassian
Bogatyrets, The History of the Bukovinian Orthodox Diocese.
This work, previously considered as lost, was published for the
first time. The other two issues published materials of the con-
ferences we held.

In 2016, we decided to expand the scope Rusin Journal Library.
In recent years, works of many foreign researchers on issues of
Rusin studies were unjustly forgotten, including for ideological
reasons.

Therefore, in addition to monographs, archival materials on
the history, culture and language of the Rusins (Rusnaks) of the
Carpathian-Dniester Land, the journal will also publish the works
of Rusin, Russian, Austrian, Romanian, Hungarian and Polish his-
torians, anthropologists, linguists of the late 19th and 20th cen-
turies. These works have not lost their relevance at present. Our
task is to actualize them for the academic community.

Like in the previous year, three issues of the journal will be
published in 2016. The first issue publishes materials on the
Second Vienna process (1916-1917), where Kassian Bogatyrets
became the main accused. His “Speech for the Defence” and “The
Last Word”, prepared for publication by Roman D. Mirovich, are
first published, and a number of other materials complement the
topic.

Subsequent issues will publish articles and excerpts of the
monographs of recognized Rusin, Russian and Romanian scho-
lars who actively studied the issues of Rusin history.
