Dear Readers!

This year’s journey of the journal has started and unlike in the last five
years, when Siberian Historical Research was issued with the financial sup-
port from the Russian Government under the mega-project No.
14.B25.31.0009 entitled ‘Man in a Changing World. Identity and Social Ad-
aptation: Past and Present’, it is now entirely financed by its publisher —
Tomsk State University. Nevertheless, we count on a successful continuation
of this publishing project and seek to fulfill all the obligations we took on in
the past generally and last year, in particular.

This issue’s opening article is one of the most well-known works in
world anthropology — ‘Poor Man, Rich Man, Big-Man, Chief: Political
Types in Melanesia and Polynesia’ by Marshall D. Sahlins' (Sahlins 1963:
285-303) which came out 55 years ago and is now offered in Russian trans-
lation here. It is hardly the case that this anthropologist’s research is com-
pletely unknown to Russian specialists. Many of them, for sure, are familiar
with his book available in Russian ‘Stone Age Economics’ (Sahlins 1999).
The attentive reader would also undoubtedly know another work of his
available in Russian — ‘Fragments of an Intellectual Autobiography’ in
which Sahlins himself tells about his career in science (Sahlins 2008: 57—
78). Yet the works of Sahlins, as well as of each of those considered to be
influential in world anthropology, are not limited to these two texts and to
the ideas contained therein however important these are. This is why I find it
particularly pleasing to be able to present one more publication of this mas-
ter translated into Russian. Hopefully, this will thus allow include the article
in question in educational programmes run at all the specialised departments
all over the country.

The theme of anthropological education occupies a special place in this
issue. On 25-26 September 2017, the II* International methodological semi-
nar was held in Tomsk, dedicated to the analysis of development and teach-
ing of anthropology in academia. The seminar was entitled ‘Anthropology
and Ethnology in Today’s World: Trends in Theory, Practice, and Educa-
tion” and was attended by both Russian and international colleagues in-
volved in the educational process at their universities’. Maybe due to the
lack of time or to some other reasons — for example, the habit of adhering to
the format of overview presentations and complaints when discussing meth-
odological questions at seminars and even at conferences and congresses —
neither the first nor the second Tomsk seminar has yielded larger-scale ana-
lytical publications. That being said, the materials and reflections presented
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at the seminar, given their importance for the development of anthropology
on the whole or at least in the post-Soviet context, absolutely deserve to be
published for and read by the wider audience. So we decided to share these
having invited the speakers to transform their presentations into concise
written texts which would combine the information presented by them with
some preliminary analysis.

In the journal’s thematic section on ‘Anthropology and Ethnology in the
Post-Soviet Academic and Educational Space’, the authors — and that will be
clearly seen from their texts — demonstrate different attitudes to what the
teaching of anthropology should be and what anthropology, in fact, is about;
they are interested in and keep track of different lines of contemporary an-
thropological research and teaching developments abroad and sometimes
tend to be preoccupied with problems that might seem inessential. Taking
this into consideration, the Editorial Board was nonetheless willing to give
the opportunity to everyone who agreed to present their perspectives on the
topic, including the seminar participants and those invited to publish here
specifically for this purpose. The breadth and depth of issues that have piled
up as a result of anthropology (sociocultural anthropology / ethnology) trans-
forming from within in the post-Soviet space are so significant that we shall
definitely continue publishing on them in the next issues of the journal.

To further illustrate the processes going on with regards to anthropology
and education at universities and show the fuller picture of contemporary (in
this case, Russian) anthropology, we thought it would be important to pub-
lish an article on the dynamic of development of Russian Congress of An-
thropologists and Ethnologists (RCAE) which is a key forum for anthropol-
ogy in Russia. The Board is particularly grateful to Natalia A. Babenkova
who kindly responded to our request to present results of her research on the
RCAE. This very article comes first in the issue’s section on the academic
and educational space.

The Miscellanea section, as was also the case in our previous issue (see
No. 4. 2017), is comprised of three important research articles. Olga Yu. Ar-
temova, a specialist in Aboriginal Australian cultures, drawing on her own
field materials, offers a thought-provoking analysis of how former hunters
and gatherers, despite the fact that they have lost many outward features of
their culture under the European colonial rule, still retain certain (the author
calls them ‘traditional’) social norms which hinder differentiation of proper-
ty among them. In his article, Dmitriy M. Bondarenko, one of the few eth-
nologists of Africa actively working in Russia today, looks into the phenom-
enon of Old Believers in Uganda. He stresses — and that is fair enough I
think — the importance of this case as it may well help us understand how
this phenomenon spread in other regions, specifically in Northern Asia. The
authors from Yekaterinburg and Novosibirsk (Elena V. Golovneva and Nata-
lia I. Martishina) draw the readers’ attention to the legacy of Vladimir
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K. Arseniev. They managed to show that it was thanks to the works of this
traveller and researcher that a very concrete image of the Far East was in-
stilled into our collective consciousness where the region’s natural beauty
and wildlife are brought together along with Russian colonists and seaside
‘pathfinders’.

The Reviews section this time contains only one text — that of Sergey
V. Sokolovskiy in which he talks us through the recent monograph by Viktor
A. Shnirelman on eschatology and antisemitism in today’s Russia (Shnirel-
man 2017).

We believe the issue turned out to be quite rich in analysis and new in-
formation, and hopefully it will be interesting to read for both fellow anthro-
pologists and the public at large who wish to learn more about the problems
and directions of current development of the social sciences and the humani-
ties.

Notes

' T am very thankful to my colleague Aleksey L. Elfimov who directed my attention to the
correct Russian transliteration of Marshall D. Sahlins’s last name, that is, ‘Canunc’, having
noted that this is in line with the Russian transliteration standards (that state that ‘s’ in the
second unstressed syllable should not be transliterated as ‘z’), and this, in fact, reflects the
actual pronunciation of this name.

% The I International seminar on similar themes entitled ‘Issues in the Teaching of Social An-
thropology at Universities’ took place at TSU on 16 October 2015 and was attended by col-
leagues from Yakutsk, Izhevsk, Omsk, Vyatka, Saint Petersburg, Moscow, Tomsk, as well as
from the universities of Austria (Vienna), Hungary (Pecs), Poland (Poznan and Torun), and
Sweden (Uppsala).
