Penkonnerus
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Editorial

On October 18-19,2021,the Editorial Board of the Rusin International
Historical Journal and National Research Tomsk State University held
the 7th International Conference “Slavic Languages: Responding to New
Challenges”in a blended (hybrid) mode of “live” in-person presentations
at Tomsk State University and online presentations and discussions,
which allowed a productive dialogue of Slavists from Poland, Russia,
Slovakia, Ukraine, Moldova, and Taiwan in the context of the ongoing
pandemic. The geography of the Russian participants covered the
biggest centres of Slavic studies at the universities of Voronezh,Moscow,
St. Petersburg, Kazan, and a number of Siberian cities - Kemerovo,
Novosibirsk, Barnaul, Irkutsk.

The plenary reports set the thematic and methodological diversity
of problems as well as a high level of their discussion, supported at the
thematic session.A number of presentations focused on the formation of
lexical and phraseological layers of the Rusin language in the common
Slavic linguistic and cultural context. In his plenary presentation,
V.M. Mokienko analysed the Proto-Slavic trace in the Rusin vocabulary
and paremiology. Some presenters turned to the history of Rusin words
and concepts,as for instance, L.P. Dronova,who spoke about the lexeme
kvar (‘damage, harm’) in the context of Slavic-Ugric contacts in the
Carpathian region,or S.A. Tolstik, who discussed the dynamic processes
in the formation of the concept derzkiy (‘daring’). The participants
traditionally discussed the contribution of the Slavic culture champions
to the research of the Rusin ethnos. For instance, S.G. Sulyak made a
presentation about P.D. Draganov and his role in the development of
Bessarabian, Balkan, Rusin themes at the turn of the 20th century.

Along with the Rusin language and culture, the plenary session set
the other two main vectors for the development of Slavic problems,
supported by the presentations and discussions at the breakout sessions.
The session “Slavic languages: historical and philological aspects”
focused on the historical roots and the oldest states of the linguistic
development of Slavic languages in their contacts and interactions with
both related and unrelated languages, languages of other morphological
types.A.V.Dybo concentrated on the vocalism of the Bulgar borrowings
in the Slavic languages, while LV. Dolgushina spoke about the Greek
borrowings in the most ancient Slavic translations. O.G. Shcheglova,
E.A. Goncharenko, I. V. Sadykova, Yu.V. Fil, I.Ya. Kononchuk, S. Pogvizd,
N.V.Ostrovskaya revealed important aspects of the genetic relationships
of languages represented in the history of individual lexemes as well
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as features of the morphological and derivational systems of Slavic
languages.

The session “Slavic languages: semantic and cognitive analysis”
focused on the active processes in modern Slavic languages at
different language levels and the contrastive studies of lexis and
phraseology within the Slavic linguistic unity. These problems were
raised in the presentations by M.Ya. Dymarsky, M.B. Tashlykova and
E.V. Starodvorskaya, A. Kiklevich, AV. Irkova, E.V. Evpak, E.I. Kolosova,
N.V. Khalina, E.V. Khabibullina, E.M. Markova and |.A. Merkulova,
D.Ya Sabolova and M.B. Kashova, A\V. Kuryanovich and L.V. Dubina. The
speakers presented the results of a contrastive analysis of individual
units, vocabulary groups, and phraseological units in Slavic languages,
based on a wide range of structural-semantic, linguoculturological,
cognitive methods, methods of philological analysis of the text.

The partnership of the conference organizing committee with a
research project for studying the linguistic and cultural diversity
of Southern Siberia, supported by Grant Nr. 14.Y26.31.0014 of the
Ministry of Science and Higher Education of the Russian Federation
promoted the discussion of language contact issues. This session
focused on the linguistic, sociolinguistic, and psycholinguistic aspects
of language contacts. The first two aspects were represented by
K.A. Shishigin and N.B. Lebedeva, Z.I. Rezanova and Yu.A. Ryabova,
N.M. Stoinova, I.A. Khomchenkova, S.V. Grinev-Grinevich, I. Rogutski and
E.A.Sorokina.The psycholinguistics of language contacts were discussed
by AV.Kolmogorova,A.A. Natpit, |.S. Korshunova, V.E. Paliy,Z.I. Rezanova.
In this session, the presenters shared the results of interdisciplinary
research based on modern experimental methods, as well as methods
of statistical data processing and automatic text analysis arrays.

The collection of articles in this special issue of Rusin covers the
main topics, research aspects and methodologies presented at the
conference “Slavic Languages: Responding to New Challenges”. The Rusin
editorial board and the conference organizing committee express their
sincere gratitude to all the participants of the event for their interest
and creative approach to the academic discussion and welcome further
cooperation with researchers interested in the ethno-linguistic aspects
of the Slavic world.
