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Abstract. The paper examines visual practices related to the transformation of the environ-
ment, the protection of green spaces from negative influences, and eco-education using the
example of natural objects in Tomsk. These practices can be attributed to prosumer practices,
as they are free of charge, on a voluntary basis, and rely on the personal initiative of the par-
ticipants. The painting on trees, which is analyzed as part of the project to create an eco-art-
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trail, goes as the main direction of the study, and the design of natural landscapes as places
of recreation for citizens goes as an additional one.

The purpose of the paper is to show the role of visual practices in solving environmental
problems and maintaining urban identity. The work is carried out within the prosumption
concept as a form of free voluntary labor aimed at self-realization and manifestation of Self,
based on the role of the visual in shaping the landscape and local identity. The paper author
used the following methods: descriptive, comparative and content analysis. The empirical
basis of the research is the “Soul of the Tree” project, that is aimed at the creation of draw-
ings on the damaged tree bark to protect it against rot and pests. The thematic spectrum of
the project is represented by floral, animal, and landscape compositions, and also by images
on mythological, fairy-tale, and abstract subjects, common and romantic sketches, variations
on famous paintings, and architectural styles. The author gives the analysis of landscape, flo-
ral and animal images in detail. Most of the depicted plant and animal species are in evi-
dence in connection with our region. Mikhailovskaya Grove, where the eco-art-trail is locat-
ed, has historical significance for Tomsk. The names of the artworks reflect the idea of
protecting this place.

It is concluded that the goal of creating an eco-art-trail has been achieved. Paintings on trees
erase the boundary between the artificial and the natural, emphasizing the connection of man
with nature, their interdependence. As a result, the unique appearance of the city is formed
and a practical environmental issue is solved. Drawings attract attention and become actors
of other eco-oriented projects.

Examples of other environmental projects with visualization are given for comparison. In the
arrangement of Tomsk springs, the visual design is fragmentary, because in general these ob-
jects are self-sufficient. The visual component only complements the overall aesthetic per-
ception of the place, allows you to place semantic accents, and has an explanatory function.
The same trend is used in the design for the open territory of the Siberian Botanical Garden
of TSU. This indicates a single focus in the improvement of city natural objects and allows
seeing the city as a whole.

The practice of drawing on trees is not unique, but the images themselves, their combination
within the framework of the ecotrail, the grove, and the city together with other practices
create a special phenomenon caused by both urban space and the residents' community. The
effect of the project is that its results contribute to the conservation of biodiversity and nature
protection and determine the individuality of the city, support urban identity, form the at-
tachment of residents to places of special value and significance, contribute to the creation of
urban “mythology” and a common cultural memory, foster a sense of belonging to a com-
mon “home”.
