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Dear members of the Editorial Board, authors and readers!

On October 7-8, 2022, National Research Tomsk State University
and the Editorial Board of the Rusin International Historical Journal held
the Sixth International Conference “The Slavic World: Responding to
New Challenges.” The attendees were from Russia, Belarus, Moldova,
and Slovenia, including 15 from Tomsk State University and 9 from St.
Petersburg State University. They presented 27 papers, 8 of which were
presented by young researchers — laboratory assistants and students.

In particular, the scholars from Tomsk State University discussed the
participation of Rusins in the Civil War (Dmitry Shevelev’s “Mobilization
of Rusins in Siberia in the summer-autumn of 1919: |deological context,
military necessity and political combinations”, Kirill Konev’s “On the
history of the international activities of the Central Carpatho-Russian
Council in Siberia (1919))".

Dmitrii Stogov (St. Petersburg State Electrotechnical University)
spoke about the coverage of Rusin problems by the Russian right-wing
conservative periodicals at the initial stage of the First World War.
Sergey Sulyak (St. Petersburg State University) presented about the
Rusin question in the works by Elizaveta Vodovozova.

Anton Chemakin (St. Petersburg State University) presented his
research on the failed elections to the Sovereign Sejm of Ukraine
(1918); Vasily Zinoviev (Tomsk State University) discussed urbanization
and ethno-demographic processes in Ukraine in the late 19th - early
21st centuries. Natalia Naumova (Tomsk State University) raised the
problems of self-determination and self-organization of Russians in
the South of Russia during the Civil War. Egor Fedosov (Tomsk State
University) dwelt on the evolution of the graphics in the holiday issues
of newspapers in Soviet Ukraine (1953-1984). Some articles based on
these presentations are published in this issue.
