On the journal’s publication plans and the shortage of reviews

Dear readers!

2025 is the thirteenth year of the existence of the journal Siberian Historical
Research. After being included in the Scopus database in 2016, for the fourth
year in a row, since 2020, it has been assessed at Q1 in the direction of
“history” and Q2 in both “archeology” (archeology and archeology (arts and
humanities)) and “anthropology”. Despite all the changes in the rating systems
of scientific journals in Russia, Siberian Historical Research continues to
occupy a leading position in each of them, in particular, in the White List of
journals, it is classified as a first-level journal. In the Science Index rating at
the end of 2023, “Siberian Historical Research” in the group “History.
Historical Sciences” is in 16th place out of 268, and in the group
“Comprehensive study of individual countries and regions” - in 3 out of 46.
Despite the controversy of a number (perhaps most) of indicators taken into
account when rating academic journals - almost all of them relate to form, but,
unfortunately, not content - the high place of Siberian Historical Studies in
these ratings can still be considered a confirmation of the level of the journal,
which is achieved both thanks to the work of the international editorial board
and, first of all, due to the quality of the published texts. Taking this
opportunity, I want to thank all the colleagues at TSU publishing house who
are preparing our magazine: A.l. Leloyur, Yu.P. Gottfried, N.A. Afanasyeva,
A.A. Tsygankova, L.D. Krivtsova, as well as the chief editor of the publishing
house K.G. Shilko. Their deep knowledge in the professional field, attention
to the smallest details, responsibility for the quality of the texts being prepared,
not to mention their tact in communicating with the authors, are extremely
significant components of the success of the magazine.

The first issue of the journal this year opens a theoretically important article
by St. Petersburg colleagues - K.V. Istomin, E.V. Lyarskaya and
V.A. Vasilyeva, which presents the results of reflections on the methodology
for studying the phenomenon of uncertainty, based on the experience of the
authors' field work. The publication is based on northern/Arctic materials,
once again confirming the well-known idea of Siberia as a unique “laboratory”
of scientific research, in which new theories can and should be born (this was
written more than once in the 19th and 20th centuries, and in recent
anthropological works).

In the coming year, we plan, as before, to print articles, combined mainly
in the so-called. special topics of the issue edited by invited responsible
editors. The first issue of the magazine included an extremely interesting
selection of articles edited by V.N. Davydov and A.A. Yarzutkina, dedicated
to the discussion of the human phenomenon and the dynamics of materiality
in remote conditions. In articles written on the basis of socio-anthropological
research in Chukotka, the authors consider issues of leadership, supply,
infrastructure changes and creativity in the villages of this region. Next in line
are several more special topics, in particular, about the canons of heritage and
practices of protecting the past in the USSR, about host spirits in modern
social practices of indigenous groups, about the anthropology of migrant
communities. I hope they will all be greeted with interest by readers.

There is one area of concern for the magazine that I want to emphasize. These
are reviews of new foreign books on anthropology. Despite the abundance and
significance of many of them for acquaintance with new materials and ideas, in
general for the development of theoretical thought, the number of reviews is
negligible and unreasonably small. However, this applies not only to Siberian
Historical Research. For the entire 2024 year, only a couple of reviews and a little
more than two dozen reviews of modern foreign (published in Western European
languages) publications on relevant topics were published in Russian journals
specializing in anthropological/ethnological topics: in the journal
“Anthropology” - three reviews, “Ethnographic Review” and “Siberian
Historical Studies” - three reviews each and one survey, “Anthropological
Forum” - 13 reviews. And a number of magazines with the terms
“anthropology” or “ethnography” in the title did without the corresponding
texts at all. The presented situation needs at least an explanation (in order to
then try to correct it). One possible explanation may be that reviews are not
counted as “publications” when typing the necessary required texts to enter
the defense of a dissertation. This disregard looks more than strange, since it
is in the reviews that the author has the opportunity to express his own
thoughts, which will be reflected in his dissertation. And yet this may well
lead to the fact that those writing their dissertations do not want to waste time
publishing in this genre. However, since the authors of a significant number
of reviews I have taken into account are graduate students, this explanation of
the situation can hardly be recognized as unambiguously true. Another
possible reason for the small number of reviews, as it may seem, lies in the
significantly narrowed access of Russian anthropologists to modern foreign
literature. The reservation, as it may seem, is not accidental, since in reality
all major foreign publishers specializing in anthropological literature,
berghahn, in particular, willingly and completely free of charge provide
access to books requested “for review”. What else? Most likely, it seems to
me that the reason lies in the continuing “habit” of not reading in European
languages, and it, in turn, has roots in the total absence of the Academic Text

course (or writing-up seminar) at specialized university departments of
ethnology/ethnography, as well as teachers who are ready to conduct these
classes.

In the coming year, the editorial board of the journal will pay special
attention to finding authors who are ready to review modern books on
anthropology. I hope this will ultimately affect the number of books presented
to readers and at least to some extent will attract the attention of colleagues to
this genre of scientific texts.
