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Abstract. One of the topical problems of the archeology of North and Central Asia remains the low degree of
knowledge about the processes of formation of nomadic communities in the Scythian-Saka time. The purpose of this
article is the publication of new materials of the Bystryanka necropolis, located in the northern foothills of Altai and
being eponymous for the Bystryanka archaeological culture. The source base of the work was, first of all, the results of
the study of three burial mounds of the site (No. 2, 3, 26). In addition, the study involved information about other objects
of the Bystryanka burial ground, as well as materials from excavations of the Altai complexes and adjacent territories
of the Scythian era.

The study is based on an integrated approach that involves the use of various methods. As part of the characteristics of
the accompanying inventory items from the published burials, the method of morphological analysis was used, as well as
the method of analogies, which made it possible to clarify the dating of the discovered items. A certain amount of infor-
mation was obtained in the course of studying the recorded characteristics of the funeral rite, which were compared with
information about the synchronous complexes of North and Central Asia.

It has been established that at least two groups of objects are distinguished in the Bystryanka necropolis, characterized
by a number of features: 1) relatively small earth mounds; there is no accompanying horse burial; a rather small inventory,
as a rule, included ceramic dishes; 2) large stone and earth embankments (up to 40m in diameter); accompanying burial
of a horse in the same grave with a person or in a separate chamber; representative inventory, which included weapons
and items made of precious metals. New excavation materials confirm this differentiation: mound No. 2 belongs to the
first group, and objects No. 3 and 26 belong to the second.

The analysis of the materials obtained allows us to conclude that the culture of the population that left the published
burials of the Bystryanka necropolis has a «transitional» image. Taking into account some features of the inventory
(the spread of weapons, an increase in the number of iron products), as well as a change in the funeral rite, which is not
directly comparable with the traditions of the population of the Biyke and Mayemir cultures, there are grounds for nar-
rowing the dating of the stone and earthen objects of the Bystryanka necropolis, including the published mound No. 3,
within the first half — the middle of the VI century BC. The materials obtained reflect the complex processes of the for-
mation of the Bystryanka archaeological culture.
