For the umpteenth time in its long history, anthropology is revisiting its
foundations. Global socio-cultural changes, new technologies, and modern
political and economic contexts interact with epistemological traditions within
the discipline, challenging their conceptual framework. The crisis of previous
meta-narratives and the increasing diversity of research fields, ranging from
science and technology studies to the anthropology of emotion or the future
anthropology, raises questions about both the possibility of a unifying theory
and traditional alliances within and beyond anthropology. Furthermore, an-
thropology is progressively stepping outside the boundaries of academic sci-
ence and transforming into an applied practice.

National Research Tomsk State University is hosting the Fourth Interna-
tional Conference 'Tomsk Anthropological Forum' on October 22-24, 2026,
providing a platform to discuss anthropology as a theoretical field and practi-
cal activity within the context of its various academic traditions and historical
periods, as well as its relationship to other disciplines and its non-academic
applications. We will also reflect on the conditions that lead to certain topics
and approaches being marginalized, while other topics and approaches domi-
nate. The observed changes are not a crisis, and that is why we propose to
discuss the re-establishment of the discipline, which aims to develop a lan-
guage for understanding and analyzing people in an ever-changing world.
