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Dear Editorial Board Members, Authors, and Readers of the Journal,

Issues 81 and 81 of Rusin International Historical Journal are largely
comprised of papers presented at the 9th All-Russian Conference
with International Participation, The Slavic World: Responding to New
Challenges, hosted on October 9-10, 2025, by the Faculty of Historical
and Political Sciences of Tomsk State University together with the Rusin
Editorial Board.

The conference, held in a hybrid (in-person and online) format, featured
38 presentations by both PhDs and young scholars from 24 educational
and research institutions in Russia and neighboring countries. The
presentations were organized according to a chronological principle.

Anumber of presentations focused on Rusin topics: “The population’s
attitude towards the transfer of territories to the Russian Empire during
the partitions of the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth” by Aleksandr
A.Vologdin (All-Russian Academy of Foreign Trade); “Science and higher
education in the Western Borderlands of the Russian Empire (Late 19th -
Early 20th Century): Between Imperial and regional interests” by Andrey
O. Stepnov and Sergey A. Nekrylov (Tomsk State University); “Aleksandr
F. Rittikh on the Rusins of Carpathian Rus” by Sergey G. Suliak (St.
Petersburg State University); “The Russian right-wing periodical press
on the Bukovina Rusins (1900-1917)” by Dmitrii |. Stogov (St. Petersburg
State Electrotechnical University); “Michael Yuhash and the opposition
of American Carpatho-Rusin Emigré to Czech Policy in Subcarpathian
Rus in the 1920s” by Dmitrii M. Nechiporuk (Tyumen State University);
“The Chetm question in the mirror of the regional press (1909-1912):
Based on materials from Volhynian periodicals” by Elizaveta O.Kovaleva
(St. Petersburg State University).

Several presentations took a bio-bibliographical approach. Lydia A.
Gaman (Seversk Branch of the National Research Nuclear University
MEPhI) examined the historical works of émigré philosopher Georgii
P. Fedotov; Dmitrii V. Karnaukhov (Novosibirsk State Pedagogical
University; Novosibirsk State Technical University) and Vera A.
Spesivtseva (Novosibirsk State Pedagogical University) discussed the
research of contemporary Polish historian Andrzej F. Grabski; and
Djamila A.Efendieva (Dagestan State University) presented on Bulgarian
internationalist educator Boris P. Nikolov.

Aleksandr L. Afanasiev (Tomsk State University of Control Systems
and Radioelectronics) addressed the activities of the Union of Christian
Teetotalers in pre-revolutionary Russia. Evgeniya A. Polinovskaya
(Novosibirsk State Pedagogical University) explored the model of
self-managing socialism in Yugoslavia. Egor A. Fedosov (Tomsk State

University) highlighted methods of visualizing the enemy in post-war
issues of the Perets satirical magazine. Ilya D. Filonov (Tomsk State
University) demonstrated how the image of youth during the Perestroika
period was portrayed in republican and all-Union satirical publications.

The conference also featured literature reviews focused on the early
modern period, including Kirill M. Medvedev’s (St. Petersburg State
University) report on Josaphat Kuntsevych as a “Belarusian” saint in
the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth, and Yulia A. Chupryna’s (St.
Petersburg State University) analysis of narratives about Old Rus in
the writings of Muscovite and Kiev scribes during the latter half of the
17th century.

Finally, the program included a robust linguistic section. Alongside
reports on the comparative study of Slavic languages, Lyubov P.Dronova
(Tomsk State University) addressed the historical and cultural
significance of flax among the Slavs.
